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Abstract

The objective of this research article aimed to assess community
innovation enhancement and develop a model community for sustainable
development by research and innovation. It was an action research. There were 90
target areas. Data were collected by in-depth interviews by using the semi-structured
interview as a tool. Key informants were selected by purposive method from group
leaders/community presidents/sages for security or the person responsible for the
operation, a total of 66 people. Context analysis and inductive analysis were
conducted. Descriptive statistics was presented. The results showed that the target
communities were able to enhance the community innovation level in 90 areas,
divided into 68 areas of newly created innovations and 22 areas were enhanced from
the original innovations. When considering community innovation qualities, it was
found that the most common features were learning and practical experiments in 90
areas, followed by the need to solve problems from community members in 79 areas
and application in the community in 62 areas. The least common features were taking
it as a model for other communities in 7 areas and 6 communities with good
operations were found, namely 1) agricultural processing farmer community

enterprise of Ban Don, Saraburi Province; 2) organic agricultural herb community
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enterprise of Ban Dong Bang, Prachinburi Province; 3) center for non-formal education
and informal education of Ban Than Subdistrict, Phetchaburi Province; 4) cattle group
of Ban Nong Sa, Phayao Province; 5) beef cattle raiser community enterprise of Ban
Sawang, Phayao Province; and 6) organic agriculture group of Ban Nong Bua Don Ton,
Roi Et Province. It explained that when communities received support for innovation
that met their needs, it can be used to solve real problems for the community thus
raising the level of community innovations with difference according to the context.

The success factors were geosociety, innovation, and leadership and teamwork.
