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Abstract

This research article aimed to study the experiences of people who were
stigmatized by cognitive domain based on affective domain assessment criteria. It
was a qualitative research by using the narrative study method. Informants were
selected by purposive sampling. The researcher therefore used a semi-structured
dialogue approach in an in-depth interview with 15 informants who had experienced
stigmatization of cognitive domain from affective domain assessment criteria and
were able to share their experiences when they were students in the school system
to reflect the reality of their experiences. The results of the research revealed that
the issue of students' experiences that had been stigmatized as using the power of
assessment to manage supervision over the body by setting the rules of affective
domain assessment using various techniques through the discipline of regulation.
There were four key characteristics, namely being judged as poor for exhibiting
behavior in which traits did not meet expectations, being seen as being against, so
being seen as not good at studying, showing genderless behavior was labeled as
incompetent and being seen as not good even though they chose according to their
preferences. The assessment of students was therefore subject to the power of
assessment being used to shape student behavior in line with social expectations,

resulting in the stigma of misbehavior.
