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Abstract

The purposes of this research were 1) to study and analyze demographic factors that
affected the decision of studying English major at Mahamakut Buddhist University Isan
Campus. 2) to study and analyze the external factors that were related to the selection of English
major at Mahamakut Buddhist University Isan Campus. 3) to give suggestions for curriculum
development to meet the needs of the student's decision. It was quantitative research.
(Quantitative Research) and used a survey research method (Survey Research) to collect data
with the questionnaire (Questionnaire) from the target group of English major students,
Bachelor's degree, Mahamakut Buddhist University Isan campus, 1%- 4" years, normal and
special session, 80 students and analyzed statistical data by using percentage, mean, standard
deviation, t-test, F-test, Pearson Correlation to study the factors affecting the decision to study
in English Major at Mahamakut Buddhist University Isan Campus, Khon Kaen province. The
results of the study found that the external factor that affected the decision to study English
major at Mahamakut Buddhist University Isan campus mostly was the cost factor, having mean
4.66. Consequently, it was the public relation factors, having mean 4.59. Consequently, it was
the personnel factors, having mean 4.54. Consequently, it was the curriculum factors, physical
factors and procedure factors. The analysis of variance among demographic factors found that
1) Different gender factors affected the decision to study English major at Mahamakut Buddhist
University Isan campus was different. 2) Different age factors, 3) Different education factors
4) Different occupational factors 5) Different average monthly income factors were not
different. So, Mahamakut Buddhist University Isan Campus should maintain a reasonable
education fee, not too high, and more publicity to increase the factor in choosing to study the
English major. It should encourage and support personnel to develop themselves even more,
such as continuing education at a higher level by supporting the budget for education as well
as developing and supporting personnel with increased research budgets.
