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Abstract

The purposes of this research and development were: 1) to develop an English instructional
model for business English writing based on genre- based approach and lexical bundles for
undergraduate students, and 2) to study the effectiveness of the developed model. To develop the
instructional model, a mixed-method approach was applied in this study by interviewing lecturers
and entrepreneurs, conducting student needs assessment survey, and focus group discussion.

Subsequently, the Equivalent Time — Series Design and Repeated Measures Designs were employed
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to investigate the effectiveness of the developed process with an experimental group of 36
undergraduate students. The research results revealed that 1) The developed model consisted of 7
main stages, namely (1) stimulating and recollecting stage, (2) outlining text structure stage, (3)
inspecting lexical elements stage, (4) investigating stage, (5) sharing and learning stage, (6) writing up
stage, and (7) consolidating knowledge stage. 2) As for the effectiveness of the developed model,

the findings from the intervention demonstrated that the test mean scores of students’ writing ability

development was significantly increased after completing each lesson (p<0.01). Furthermore, the

results of the mean difference in multiple comparisons for all four lessons revealed that the mean

difference of repeated measures (15-4™) were significantly different (p<0.01).
