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Abstract

The purpose of this research were to; 1) explore The internal supervision of school
administrators 2) examine teachers teaching behaviors and 3) investigate the relationship between
internal supervision of school administrators and teacher’s teaching behaviors. The sample
consisted of 285 administrators and teachers under the Secondary Educational Service Area
Office service Samutsakhon Samutsongkharam using stratified random sampling techniques. The
instrument was a five rating scale questionnaire with reliability of .98. The statistics for data analysis
were frequency distribution, percentage, mean, standard deviation and Pearson’s correlation

The research findings were as follows:

1. The Internal supervision overall was at a moderate level. When considered each
aspect, all of them were at a moderate level. Ranking from the most to the least were as
follows; coordinating, assessing, directing, designing, prioritizing and allocating resources.

2. Teacher’ s teaching behaviors overall was at a moderate level. When considered
each aspect, all of them were at a moderate level. Ranking from the most to the least
were as follows; Develop a lesson plan to be able to practice with real results, Create opportunities
for leamners to learn in every situation, Collaborate constructively with others in the community,
Systematically report on the development of learners' quality, Committed to developing
students to their full potential, behave as a good role model for students, Organize teaching and
learning activities with an emphasis on permanent results for learners, Regularly perform
academic activities related to professional development of teachers, Make decisions about activities
taking into account the consequences for the leamers, Always develop teaching materials to be
effective, Seek and use information for development and Collaborate with others in the
school creatively.

3. The relationship between internal supervision overall were at a high level of

positive correlation with statistical significance at .01
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
