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International Tribunal for the Law of the Sea: Case Studies concerning

the Detention of Ukrainian Naval Vessels by Russia Federation
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Abstract

This article aims to study an approach of the international tribunal for the law of the sea
to consider a prescription of provisional measures in the case concerning detention
Ukrainian naval vessel between Ukraine and Russian Federation, in order to establish
a clear understanding of the approach of the international tribunal has applied to prescribe
the provisional measure. Whether it shall take the urgency of the situation and affect

the rights of the parties to the dispute, including to imminent risk.

The result was found, as follow: according to the case, the provisional measure
can reflex and clarify the approach of the prescription for provisional measure of the
international tribunal for the law of the sea. The approach of the international tribunal
which is taken into account is an imminent risk and irreparable damage to the parties
of the dispute. According to the provisional measure in this case, it exemplifies the
imminent risk that will demonstrate the risk of life and property; detention of 24 crews
and three Ukrainian naval vessel for long time, including to some crews who were
injured by the detention. It results as the lifethreatening injuries. The international
tribunal has made a provisional measure in order to preserve the right of Ukraine.
The circumstance in the case can be applied as a guideline and an example for the
states to request the protection of their rights against the International Tribunal on the

Law of the Sea to prescribe such provisional measure.
