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Abstract

This research included the following objectives: 1) to study the toleration principle and
the operations of community leaders along the Thai -Cambodian border; 2) to study the process
of peace building of community leaders along the Thai-Cambodian border; and 3) to analyze the
peace building process of community leaders along the Thai-Cambodian border. The researcher
chose to use the qualitative method research i.e. focusing on documentary research and field
research. Findings of this research were as follows. The toleration principle and the
operations of community leaders along the Thai-Cambodian border were found that the leaders
operated the social, political, economic and educational activities based on the four principles of
tolerance: 1) tolerance towards difficulties; 2) tolerance in physical suffering; 3) tolerance in verbal
abuses of others; and 4) tolerance towards the power and pressure of cravings. The peace
building process of community leaders along the Thai-Cambodian border included four aspects:
1) in social aspect, consisting of (1) legal process, (2) ethical process, (3) cultural process, and (4)
traditional process; 2) in political aspect; 3) in economic aspect; and 4) in educational aspect.
Analyzing the peace building process of community leaders along the Thai-Cambodian border, it
was found that the leaders had peace building process in 4 aspects: 1) the social aspects
including (1) the use of administrative law to achieve peace and order, (2) the use of Dhamma

principles such as states of conciliation and tolerance principles to achieve love, unity and
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strength, (3) the use of culture through promoting traditional dress, respecting the elderly with
love and mercy, and (4) the use of traditions such as the twelve monthly annual customs and
the fourteen rules of governance for peace, happiness and good relationship; 2) the political
aspect including enhancing democratic principle and using voting rights; 3) in economic aspect
including trade promotion and vocational enhancement; and 4) in educational aspect including
knowledge and understanding of leaders to advise for the benefit and development of the

communities.
