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Abstract

The objectives of this study were as follows: 1) to develop English speaking skill of
grade 6 students through role-playing activities in order that the students achieved the
mean score of 70% or above and at least 70% of the students passed the criterion; and 2)
to assess the assertive behavior of grade 6 students at the passing criterion of the 3rd level
of quality based on the 5-level rating scale. The research model was a Pre-experimental
Design through One-shot Case Study. The target group consisted of 10 of grade 6 students
studying in the first semester of 2020 school year at Siharaj-dechochai School under the
Office of Secondary Education Service Area 25. Research instruments included: 1) a
learning unit using the role-playing activities with a topic of “We are Friends” and 6 learning
management plans through the role playing activities with 2 hours of each plan and 12
hours in total; 2) a practice assessment form for English speaking skill of grade 6 students
including 3 situations and each situation was assessed in 3 aspects including 1) accuracy; 2)
fluency; and 3) gesture/tone of voice in speaking. The 4-level Rubric Scoring was used for
the assessment; 4) an assessment form for assertive behavior based on the 5-level rating
scale in 5 aspects including: 1) suitable manners; 2) self-confidence; 3) speaking and

language usage; 4) creativity; and 5) attractive presentation. The collected data were

analyzed by basic statistics including arithmetic mean and percentage. Findings of this
research were as follows. 1) The overall English speaking skill of grade 6 students on the
topic “We are Friends” through the role-playing activities was found that the students
achieved the practical skills at a mean score of 79.17% and the number of 8 students or
80% passed the criterion that was higher than the prescribed criterion. 2) It was found that
the overall result of assertive behavior assessment of grade 6 students was at 4.2 that was

at a high level of suitable assertive behavior and higher than the prescribed criterion.
