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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to ; 1) studies the current condition and
desirable condition of School Administration in the digital era under the secondary
educational service area office Buengkan. 2) present the strategies for School
Administration in the digital era under the secondary educational service area office
Buengkan. The results of this research indicated as follows : 1) Overall current condition
and desired state of School Administration in the digital era under the secondary
educational service area office Buengkan, the findings indicated that the overall average
for all current conditions is 4.09, which is a satisfactory level. The overall average of all
desirable conditions is 4.43, the satisfactory level. In terms of the importance of the school
administration in the digital era, ranking from the highest to the lowest values, are the
managing digital environment (PNl o46eq =0.120), the developing digital leadership (PNI
modiied =0.079) , establishing a digital vision (PNl ogfeq =0.071), establishing a digital
organizational culture (PNl ygeq =0.065), respectively. 2) The strategies for School
Administration in the digital era under the secondary educational service area office
Buengkan consisted of four components. Firstly, using technology develops quality
students. it contains 3 objectives, 13 results. Secondary, create a modern and participatory

management system. it contains 3 objectives, 12 results. Thirdly, establish quality of
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learning systems by technology. It contains 3 objectives, 11 results. Lastly, organize

cooperation network and integrate local knowledge. It contains 2 objectives, and 7 results.
