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Abstract

The objectives of this research were: 1) to study the level of participative
leadership of administrators under the Chaiyaphum Educational Service Area Office 3, 2)
to examine factors influencing quality assurance in schools, and 3) to develop a
predictive equation for the factors affecting quality assurance in schools. The results
revealed that: 1.The overall level of participative leadership of administrators under the
Chaiyaphum Educational Service Area Office 3 was at high. The highest average was
participation in operations. 2. Quality assurance in schools were also rated at a high level,
with a high average found in all. The highest average was an evaluation and inspection of
educational quality within schools. 3. The factor of participation in evaluation (X5),
participation in expressing opinions (X1), and participation in obtaining benefits (X4)
significantly influenced quality assurance in schools at the .05 level. Participation in
evaluation had the strongest influence, followed by participation in expressing opinions,
and participation in obtaining benefits. The multiple correlation coefficient between
these factors and quality assurance in schools was 0.848, explaining 71.90% of the

variance.
