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Abstract

This article aims to study the United States' role in promoting democracy in Thailand from
the post-World War II, the Cold War, and the post-Cold War to nowadays. To present models
for promoting democracy such as military power, economy, budget, and culture. After the Cold
War, the United States used support for democratic NGOs funded through a National
Endowment for Democracy (NED) to create activities to develop democracy and human rights.
Including various development training and research funding through the U.S. Agency for
International Development (USAID) until the argument that the United States interfered in Thai
internal affairs or not. However, although there is no evidence that the United States has
interfered in Thai internal affairs, it cannot be denied that the United States has continued to

promote democracy.
