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ABSTRACT

Nowadays, the Social factors have changed from the old society to the modern society.
The factors of such change caused the political opinions of two groups, the old and the new
generation. Both groups have different ideas, especially on political matters. The different ideas
can be separated as follows;

Old generation group still upholding the same political ideas, such as acknowledging the
power of the country's leaders, honoring the royal institutions.

New generation group has new political ideas, such as some acceptance and some
rejection of leaders. accept some of the royal institutions.

Therefore, we analyze the differences in such ideas, the main reasons are as follows.

1) The political consciousness of the old generation is less than the new generation.
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2) The environment of the two groups are different. The old generation is used to the slow

changing society but the new generation is in the era of society that is changing rapidly.

3) The Information of two groups are different. The old generation is used to state-

dependent information, while the new generation received other information without state-

dependent information.

4) The different belief cultures. The old generation still believes in the supernatural and

accepts the state power. But the new generation believes more scientifically and does not

accept some state powers, such as the illegitimacy.
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
