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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to study the context of learning management
and the model of learning management, and to present the guideline of the learning
management based on the problem-based learning and Buddhist methods. This study
was carried out by means of the mixed research methods: quantitative and qualitative.
The population of this research included 102 of teachers and students selected based
on Krejcie and Morgan method and Simple Random Sampling. The target group included
10 of the administrators, teachers and students, selected by purposive sampling. The
tools used to collect the data were a questionnaire and the interview form. The statistics
used in the data analysis were: Frequency, Percentage, Mean and Standard Deviation.

The research results were as follows:
