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Abstract

The objectives of this study were 1) to study the level of value chain management,
government support, and the performance of small and medium-sized enterprises (SMEs) and
2) to analyze the relationship between value chain management, government support, and
the performance of SMEs. This research was a quantitative research. A total of 307 SMEs were
sampled using the area sampling method, with Ubon Ratchathani Province representing Lower
Northeastern Thailand and Mukdahan representing Upper Northeastern Thailand. The data
collection tool was a questionnaire with a very high confidence level (Cronbach's alpha = 0.939).
The statistics used were descriptive statistics and Pearson's correlation coefficient. The research results
showed that 1) from the perspective of SMEs, their value chain management and performance
levels were at high level but government support was at low level. 2) The relationship
between value chain management and SME business performance is very strong positive.
3) Government support has a moderate positive relationship with SME business performance.
4) Value chain management has a moderate positive relationship with government support.
When considering the sub-dimensions, the top three most relevant relationships between
value chain management and SME performance were human resource management
dimension, and learning and growth dimension, marketing and sales dimension and learning
and growth dimension, and marketing and sales dimension and customers, respectively. The
findings show that SMEs should manage their value chain, especially human resource
management, by effectively selecting, developing, and training employees to maximize
business learning and growth. They should also manage their value chain in terms of marketing
and sales. SMEs should have effective marketing and sales promotion strategies to increase
business performance. The government should provide financial support and create an

environment conducive to business.
