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Abstract

This research aimed to survey the library’s information literacy tutorial
websites and compared it's contents with the standard of Information Literacy
Competency Standards for Higher Education of ALA Year 2000. The population
studies was composed of 17 websites. The tools for data collection was the
websites survey form, and the data was analyzed in percentage.

The survey revealed that all of the information literacy website was
created by the university libraries (100%), Most of them, 15 websites (88.24%)
were designed and made in USA and the others were made in Australia
(5.88%). Most of websites which indicated their responsible person was 10
websites (53.83%), and 11 websites (64.70%) indicated date modified.

The contents of information literacy on library websites compared with
information literacy standards of ALA. The research found that, 7 websites
(29.41%) provided the contents of information literacy for 5 standards, 7
websites (41.7%) provided the contents for 4 standards, 4 websites (23.52%)
provided the contents for 3 standards and only one websites provided the
contents for 2 standards. It was also found that the Information Literacy
Standards of ALA which was mostly used to teach information literacy on the
websites were the 1st standard and the 2nd standard, there were found in 17
websites (100%), the objective of them were taught the students to defined and
articulated the need of information and identified a variety fo types and formats
of potential sources for information. The least standards which was used was
the 4th standard, found in 5 websites (24.41%), it's taught students to use
information effectively to accomplish a specific purpose. The result found that
most of the module contents on the information literacy websites were
compatible with al 5 standards of the Information Literacy Competency
Standards for Higher Education of ALA.
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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to investigate and compare the information
literacy level of undergraduate students at Srinakharinwirot University, according
to gender, class level, study field, and grade point average. Multistage random
sampling was applied to draw a sample of 465
sophomore, junior and senior undergraduate students enrolling in the 2002
academic year. An information literacy test was used to collect data. The data
were analyzed by percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test, and F-test
through SPSS for Windows (Version 11).

The results revealed that :

1. Most of the students gained information literacy as a whole at a
moderate level.

The ability of information use was at a high level, and the ability to access
information and the ability to evaluate information were at a moderate level,
respectively.

2. There was no significant difference between students of different
gender as a whole and in other aspects analyzed.

3. There was no significant difference among students of different class
level as a whole.

It was found that there was a statistical significant difference at .05 level
of students on information evaluation and information use. When match-pairs
were tested, there was no difference on information evaluation, whereas senior
students gained higher ability of information use than the sophomore students.

4. There was a significant difference at .01 level among students with
different study fields.

When match-pairs were tested, students in health science gained higher
information literacy than those in other study fields as in education, sciences,
humanities, social sciences, and natural sciences. It was found that there was a
statistical significant difference at .01 among students with different study fields
on information access whereas there was a statistical significant difference
at .05 level on information use. When match-pairs were tested, it revealed that
students in health sciences gained higher ability to access information than
those in other study fields. Students in natural sciences gained higher ability to
access information than those in education. There was no significant difference
among students in information use.
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5. Among students with different educational achievement, there was a
statistically significant difference at .01 level among students in information
literacy. When match-pairs were tested, it showed that students with excellent
and good ratings gained higher ability of information access than students with
fair ratings. It was found that there was a statistically significant difference at .01
level. Students with excellent rating gained higher ability to access information
than students with good and fair ratings. Students with excellent ratings gained
higher ability to evaluate information than students with fair ratings. Students
with good ratings gained higher ability to use information than students with fair
ratings.

The findings of the study show that the teachers of LIS 101, the librarians
who conduct user orientation and guidance and the teachers in subject areas
should consult and work together to make the content of the LIS 101 Course and
the web tutorial (online interaction lessons) relevant and meaningful to the
students field of study Methods using self-information literacy evaluation by
students themselves. When coevaluation with instructors will be useful for future
study. Such studies can be conducted by using qualitative research investigating
students for each field.
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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study the information literacy level of
level 4 students in basic education schools under the Suphan Buri Educational
Service Area Office 1. It also aimed to comparing the students’ information
literacy level and self-assessment level by students according fo their gender,
class level, grade point average, experience in taking a course in library usage
and in using computer. Moreover, the research studied the relationship
between information literacy level and self- assessment level by students .

Multi-stage random sampling was applied to draw a sample of 357
students who were studying in the second semester of the academic year,
2005. The instrument to collect data was a test and 5 level rating scale
questionnaire. The statistics employed for data analysis were percentage, mean,
standard deviation. T- test, one- way analysis of variance and Pearson’ s
product moment correlation coefficient were used to test the research
hypothesis.

The results of the research revealed that:

1. The information literacy level of the students being studied, on the
overage, was moderate in all aspects and every facets. The self-assessment
level by students, on the average, was high. The research found that the
students’ capability of independent learning was at a moderate level and of
social responsibility was high.

2. The information literacy level of the students with different genders,
class levels and grade point average were different in all aspects, with the level
of significance at 0.01 and with the level of significance at 0.05 in the students
with different experience in taking a course in library usage. The study revealed
that female students had higher capability than male students in all aspects. The
students in M. 6 had higher capability of accessing and evaluating information
than students in M. 4 and M. 5. The students with excellent grade point
average had higher information literacy level than students with good and
moderate grade point average in all aspects. The students who never took a
course in library usage had higher capability of accessing information than the
students who used to study library usage and no difference was disclosed in
information literacy level among the students with different experience in using
computers in all aspects, with the level of significance at 0.05 .
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3. The self-assessment level by the students with different genders was
different in all aspects, with the level of significance at 0.05 and with the level of
significance at 0.01 in the students with different experience in using computer.
The investigation disclosed that female students had higher self-assessment
level concerning independent learning than male students and the students with
high experience in using computer had higher self - assessment level than
students with moderate and low experience in using computer in all aspects and
no difference was found in students’ self - assessment level in all aspects
among different class levels, grade point average and with experience in
studying the library usage, with the level of significance at 0.05 .

4. There was little relationship between information literacy level and self-
assessment level by the students, wiily the level of significance at 0.05. (r =
0.107)
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Abstract

To study the information literacy of Chulalongkorn University's first year
students, involving their recognition of information need, information source
identification, information searching, information evaluation, and information use
as well as the problems of their information searching. The findings indicate that
the first year students of Chulalongkorn University have information literacy skill
at the high level. Considering their skill level in each area, it is found that the 4
areas of information literacy : the recognition of information need, the information
source identification, the information evaluation, and the information use are at
the high level, while the information searching is at the medium level. The
problems of information searching faced by the students are at the medium and
the low levels, which the highest mean problems are as followed : the students
lack knowledge and skills in searching OPAC ; the students dont know how to
use the double quotation marks, the plus/minus sign, and the truncation ; and
the students sometimes get the bibliographies but can't find the information
resources on shelves.
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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to study and compare the
information literacy ofundergraduate students at Kasetsart University (KU) on Si
Racha Campus by categorizing into faculties, and to present the present the
format of the lesson content for teaching information skill on a suitable website
for undergraduate students of KU on Si Racha Campus. The sample consisted
of 361 undergraduate students from first year to fourth year in the academic year
2006. The research instrument was a questionnaire, and data was analyzed by
using statistics of percentage, mean, standard deviation and F-test Statistic. The
results of this research were as follows: 1. Undergraduate students of KU Si
Racha Campus had he information literacy as a whole at a moderate level.
When considering each particular standard, it was found that the students'
information literacy was at a moderate level in all standards, ranking from the
highest to lowest means were: the 6th standard (The understanding and
accepting the issues related to culture, ethic, economy, legislation, and the
environment surrounded by information), the 1 st standard(Realization of the
need for information), the 3rd standard (Ability of information), the 5thstandard
(Ability of applying new and former information so as to create the new concept
or create the new understanding), the 4 th standard (Ability of managing the
collected or produced information, and the 2nd standard (Ability of information
searching), respectively. 2. The comparison of the information literacy in all
standards among undergraduate students from 3 different Faculties showed that
there was no significant difference (p<0.5) among students in all Faculties. On
comparing each standard, it was found that there was a significant difference
(p< 0.5) in the 2n standard (Abilitu of information searching) between the

students from Faculty standards and Faculties, no significant differences were
found (p<0.5). 3. From the study and the comparison, the format of lesson
content for teaching information skill on the website for undergraduate students
was presented and ctegorized into 7 modules: the 1stModule (Significant of
Information Literacy), the 2nd Module (Realization of Information Need), the 3rd
Module (Information Access), the 4th Module (Information Evaluation), the 5th
Module (Information Management), the 6th Module (Apply of Information), and
the 7thModule (Understanding of using Information).
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
