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Abstract

The objectives of this research were 1) to compare the English learning
achievement on Passive Voice before and after teaching by using the traditional
teaching method 2) to compare the English learning achievement on Passive Voice
before and after teaching by using the flipped classroom and 3) to compare the
English learning achievement on Passive Voice before and after teaching by using the
flipped classroom and the traditional teaching method. The samplings in this
research were 76 ISM program students, consisting of Matthayomsuksa 5/2, 38
students and Matthayomsuksa 5/3, 38 students, enrolled in the first semester of the
2023 academic year. They were selected by using a purposive sampling method. The
research instruments were 1) two lesson plans using the flipped classroom 2) an
online classroom on Google Classroom on Passive Voice, Basic English, EN32101 3)
two lesson plans using the traditional teaching method, and 4) the pre-test and the
post-test on Passive Voice (20 items). The findings were as follows: 1. Mattayomsuksa
5/2 students who were taught by using the traditional teaching method had higher
scores on the post-test scores than those of the pre-test at the significant level of
.05. 2. Mattayomsuksa 5/3 students who were taught by using the flipped classroom
had higher scores on the post-test scores than those of the pre-test at the significant
level of .05. 3. Mattayomsuksa 5 students who were taught by using the flipped
classroom had higher post-test scores than those who were taught by the traditional
teaching method at the significant level of .05.
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
