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Abstract

This research aims to study Singapore’s economic history and identify key factors driving
its economic development between 1819 and 1965. Singapore served as an entrepot under
the British Empire since 1819 and transformed itself to adopt the import substitution industrialization
(ISI) policy in 1965. This qualitative research collects secondary data from literature and
economic indicators from Singapore and other agencies’ databases. Data is further analyzed
using the growth theory and Rostow’s five-stage model. Key findings show after the establishment
of trading posts by the British East India Company (EIC) in 1819, Singapore’s economy rapidly
thrived and grew. Such prosperity was driven by its strategic location, the free trade policy,
the arrival of steamboats resulting from the Industrial Revolution, and the opening of the Suez Canal.
However, after World War I, Singapore’s economy suffered from sluggish growth, low wages,
a high unemployment rate, and limited opportunities to expand its entrepdt trade. Singapore’s
economy was then diversified and restructured and its adoption of import-substituting
industrialization policy between 1959-1965 caused the revival of economic expansion, reduction

of the unemployment rate, and increase of manufacturing proportion.
