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Abstract

The aim of this research was to study the opinions of students towards the use of Thai 

language in social media and the influences of social media on the use of Thai language. 

The samples were 384 students from 6 campuses of Rajamangala University of Technology 

Lanna. The instrument was a questionnaire. The data was analyzed by means of percentage, 

mean, standard deviation and descriptive analysis. The results showed that there was

a high level of misspelled words in the use of Thai language in social media. Furthermore, 

the students believed that social media had influenced the use of their language in terms 

of slang. They indicated that it was easier to communicate using slang, or words taken 

from social media, among the same age interlocutors. In terms of the influences of social 

media on the use of Thai language, the results showed that social media had influenced 

the students’ writing and speaking ability at a high level. They employed misspelled 

words and slang from social media to write while they applied slang and transliterations 

to speech. The students viewed the use of Thai language in social media as temporary; 

that it would remain for a period of time and constantly change.
