ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research were to study the level of moral and ethics of
students schools under Ratchaburi primary educational service area office 2. It is a
quantitative research. And study the guidelines for moral and ethics development of
students. Schools under Ratchaburi primary educational service area office 2. It is a
qualitative research. The sample group used in this research were 297 administrators
and teachers of 147 Schools under Ratchaburi primary educational service area office
2. The determined sample size by Krejcie & Morgan Table and used simple sampling in
finding the proportion of each school. Five-rating scale questionnaire with reliability of
0.97 was the research tool, while frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation
were statistics for data analysis. Meanwhile, a qualitative research sample comprised 5
school administrators chosen by purposive sampling. The research tool was the
structured interview form, and data were analyzed using content analysis.

The results showed that 1) the expression of morality and ethics by students
of schools under the auspices of Ratchaburi Primary Educational Service Area Office 2
was found at a high level (X = 3.98). When each aspect was examined, generosity had
the highest mean score (X = 4.05), followed by diligence (X = 4.04), discipline (X = 3.98),
politeness (X = 3.98), unity (X = 3.97), sense of economy (X = 3.95), and cleanliness
(X = 3.95), while the aspect with the last average score was honesty (X = 3.94).
2) Guidelines for administrators in each aspect of morality and ethics development in
student were: (1) generosity - administrators should organize service activities guiding. ,
(2) diligence - they should have reading; (3) discipline - they should have development
guidelines for school; (4) politeness - they should have guidelines on polite uniform;
(5) unity - they should have sport; (6) sense of economy - they should have guidelines
for instilment of sense of economy; (7) cleanliness - they should have 5S (Seiri, Seiton,
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Seiso, Seiketsu, Shitsuke) and (8) honesty - they should have guidelines for instilment
of exam.
