This article is a long-term experience summation on inclusive education of
the authors and literature reviews in the area of inclusive education in Thailand and
overseas through development of the notion of including students with special needs
in education system from then until now. This article clarifies the growth of inclusive
education in Thailand by time changing becomes the factor that effects the views
toward inclusive education. Laws, legislations, and educational policies; Thai media
movement; Thai research development; are the core functions that pushing forward
the whole society to recognize the main purpose of inclusive education. As a result of
