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ABSTRACT

The purposes of the current research were to; 1) study how early childhood
teachers organize activities that promote brain skills of early childhood at a Child
Development Center in Pathum Thani, 2) compare the effects of activities organized
by education level and teaching experience. The research sample consisted of 129
children obtaining from multi-stage random sampling. The research instrument was a
questionnaire on activities of early childhood teachers to promote brain skills for early
childhood children at the Child Development Center in Pathum Thani. Due to the
analysis, it was found that the total I0C values ranging from 0.80 - 1.00.

The findings were revealed that the total results of activities organized by
early childhood teachers were at a high level. (X = 4.34, S.D. = 0.52). In addition,
according to each questionnaire item, it were showed that: To manage environment
and media for promoting brain skills for early childhood was at a high level ( X = 4.30,
S.D. = 0.49). Additionally, to offer 13 opportunities for promoting brain skills for early
childhood was at a high level (X = 4.35, S.D. = 0.54). According to the comparison between
children’s genders and educational level obtained from doing activities, it showed the

statistically significant level of .05.

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ABSTRACT

The current research study aimed to study the satisfaction of employers
towards the attributes or operational capabilities, based on Thai qualifications
framework for higher education, of graduates of Occupational Health and Safety
Department, Faculty of Science and Technology, Valaya Alongkorn Rajabhat University
under the Royal Patronage. The data were collected by using a questionnaire in form
of Google forms. The respondents were 55 employers or supervisors providing the
satisfaction scores to graduates who completed the university courses between 2016
- 2018. The research tool, namely a questionnaire, was divided into 3 parts including,
1) general information, 2) employer satisfaction, and 3) suggestions. Content validity
was ranged between 0.667 - 1 and reliability was 0.744. The data was analyzed by
computing mean and standard deviation.

The results showed that the overall levels of employers’ satisfaction towards
graduates were high. To consider the scores of each individual questionnaire item, it
was found that morality, ethics, and professional ethics showed the highest mean score
(X = 4.65,S.D. = 0.51). The mean scores of other items were as follows: interpersonal
skills and responsibility (X = 4.53, S.D. = 0.62), cognitive skills (X = 4.39, S.D. = 0.63),
academic/professional knowledge (X =14.28, SD. = 0.65) and communication and
information technology skills ( X = 4.23, SD. = 0.80), respectively. Employers need
graduates who can speak, read, and write in English. The results of the current study
can be used as a guideline for improving the relevant instruction in the Department of
Occupational Health and Safety to qualify graduates to the needs of labor market.

The current quantitative research was aimed to study about the factors
correlated with the personal financial planning under the crisis of COVID-19 pandemic
of the consumers in Bangkok. The research instrument was a questionnaire. The
research samples were 400 people living in Bangkok and their ages were above 20
years old. The stratified sampling method was employed for obtaining the research
samples. The data were analyzed using descriptive statistics. To analyze factors
affecting the personal financial planning during COVID-19 pandemic, the inferential
statistics was employed. To analyze factors correlating with the personal financial
planning during COVID-19 pandemic, the Pearson's simple correlation statistics was
employed.

The research results showed the factors correlated with the personal financial
planning as follows:

News perception factors: It significantly showed the low correlation with the
personal financial planning of the consumers in Bangkok in the same direction at the
statistical level of .05.

Cognitive Factors: It significantly showed the low correlation with the personal
financial planning of the consumers in Bangkok in the same direction at the statistical
level of .05.

Economic condition factors: It significantly showed the moderate correlation
with the personal financial planning, which was analyzed in term of platforms for the
personal financial planning, of the consumers in Bangkok in the same direction at the
statistical level of .05.

Economic condition factors: It significantly showed the low correlation with
the personal financial planning, which was analyzed in terms of objectives and
methods for the personal financial planning, of the consumers in Bangkok in the same

direction at the statistical level of .05.

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ABSTRACT

The current quantitative research was aimed to; 1) study the perception of
active learning of health sciences students in preclinical curriculum 2) examine the
correlation among individual factors and active learning acceptance of health sciences
students in preclinical curriculum and 3) explore the correlation of all the factors
affecting active learning of health sciences students in preclinical curriculum.
The research samples consisted of 311 students studying in 2™ and 3" year of Health
Sciences Program. The variables were 15 factors of Technology Acceptance Model
(TAM 3) including 1) perceived usefulness, 2) perceived ease of use, 3) subjective
norm, 4) image, 5) job relevance, 6) output quality, 7) result demonstrability,
8) self-efficacy, 9) perception of external control, 10) anxiety, 11) playfulness,
12) perceived enjoyment, 13) objective usability, 14) experience and 15) voluntariness.
The questionnaire employed in the research was assessed its validity and reliability at
0.83 based on Cronbach’s alpha. The statistical analysis was descriptive statistic (Mean,
Standard deviation) and Pearson’s product-moment (r).

The results were summarized as follows: 1) The students’ acceptance on
active learning was in a medium level (X = 3.73,S.D. = 0.74). The highest mean score
of perception were ‘job relevant’ (X = 4.25,SD.=0.67).2) Almost of all factors
showed the significantly positive correlation with the acceptance of active learning
(p< 0.001). However, ‘experience’ item did not show the statistical significance with
positive correlation with the acceptance of active learning (r = 0.04). The only factor
showing the negative correlation with the acceptance of active learning was ‘anxiety’
(r=-0.16). The factors showing the highest correlation with the acceptance of active
learning were ‘perceived ease of use’ (r = 0.92) and ‘perceived usefulness’ (r = 0.83).
3) The correlation of the highest-value factors was ‘playfulness’ and ‘perceived enjoyment’
(r=0.77).

The objectives of this research were 1) to study the influencing factors of
students’ learning achievement in Business English courses, 2) to determine the
relationships between variables: Students Families Teachers Teaching styles, and
Students’ learning achievement, and 3) to survey students’ opinions about teaching
styles to develop an effective teaching approach. The participants were selected by
simple random sampling. They were 87 students who were studying in the VLE106
course (Introduction to English in Business Communication) and the VLE 206 course
(English for Inter-Office Communication) during the first semester of the academic year
2021. The research instrument was a questionnaire (IOC = 0.86). Statistics used in this
study were percentages, mean, standard deviation, and Pearson’s product-moment
correlation coefficient.

The research results were as follows:

1. The teachers factor (Xs) affected students’ learning achievement at the
highest level (X = 4.50, S.D. = 0.50), and the Students factor (X;) was the second factor
(X = 4.25,S.D. = 0.49), while Families ( X = 4.22, S.D. = 0.85), and Teaching styles
(X =4.05,S.D. = 0.67) affected their learning achievement, respectively.

2. Based on the results of Pearson’s product-moment correlation coefficient
analysis, it was found that all four variables including Students, Families, Teachers, and
Teaching styles were significantly and positively correlated with Students’ learning
achievement at .05. Moreover, it was found that the Families variable and Teachers
variable were positively significant at .05, while other variables were not significantly

correlated at .05.
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3. According to students’ opinions toward the teaching approach development,
the program administration should provide graduates with the ability to meet the labor
market needs by allowing them to practice all necessary skills and apply them to
real-life scenarios. Moreover, students’ opinions about online learning included the
fact that there were too many assignments and that it was more difficult studying with

senior teachers who were not skillful in modern technology.

ABSTRACT

The purposes of the current research were to; 1) compare the scientific
explanation ability before and after implementing 7E Learning Cycle along with
scientific explanation, 2) examine the growth score of the scientific explanation ability
of the students before and after implementing 7E Learning Cycle along with scientific
explanation in the topic of Work and Energy. The research samples were 31 grade-8
students studying in the second semester of the academic year 2019, from Boonkhum
Radbumrung School. They were selected by using cluster random sampling method.
The research instruments consisted of 1) instructional plan integrated with 7E Learning
Cycle along with scientific explanation in the topic of Work and Energy as well as
2) the scientific explanation test. According to the single test item, the Sensitivity Index
value was assessed. The result was between 0.45 - 0.51 which indicated that the
questions’ quality was good. Cronbach's alpha coefficient was used to assess the
reliability of the test item and it was revealed that the reliability was at 0.73 which
meant that the tool was reliable. The statistics for data analysis were means, standard
deviation and t-test.

The research findings were showed as follow:

1. The students who were implemented 7E Learning Cycle along with the
scientific explanation had the post-test score of scientific explanation higher than
pre-test score at the statistically significant level .05.

2. The students who were implemented 7E Learning Cycle along with the
scientific explanation showed the different growth scores of the scientific explanation
as follow; the highest score was at 3.23 percent, the high score was at 22.58, the

average score was at 70.96 percent and the basic score was at 3.23 percent.

After implementing the English reading practices with
multimedia, students’ learning achievement, namely the posttest, was statistically
significantly higher at .05 Additionally, Grade 1 students highly satisfied with using the

English reading practices with multimedia.

There were seventeen
informants who were selected using the purposive sampling when analyzing strengths,
weaknesses, opportunities, and threats of the wellness tourism. In addition, the snowball
sampling was used when proposing the guidelines for developing the wellness tourism
to encourage the competitive advantage with high value services in Sa Kaeo Province.
There were also 370 research samples selected from the purposive sampling during
proposing the guidelines for developing the wellness tourism to encourage the
competitive advantage with high value services. The research instruments were three
interview forms which were assessed their congruent value at 0.97, 0.93 and 0.93.
These three forms were employed with another form which showed its congruent
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value at 0.90 and its reliability value at 0.88. The data about content was analyzed
using the content analysis and the data about statistics were analyzed using frequency,
percentage, mean and standard deviation.

The research findings were found that:

1. The findings about strengths, weaknesses, opportunities, and threats of the
wellness tourism in Sa Kaeo Province. 1) The strengths related to: In Sa Kaeo, there
have been many Thai traditional medicine hospitals and alternative medicines, various
natural attractions and local tourism, numbers of herb fields and organic vegetable
farms as well as strategic and developing plans for promoting wellness tourism. 2) The
weaknesses related to: There is no managing cuideline for wellness tourism, some
tourism attractions have not been well-known as well as various tourism places are
far from one another. 3) The opportunities related to encouraging wellness tourism
through the social media along with launching health agenda including promoting Sa
Kaeo Special Economic Zone. 4) The threats related to: The tourists have hardly known
that there is Thai traditional and alternative medicine in Sa Kaeo as werll as slowdown
of economic conditions has been affected by the epidemic of covid-19.

2. Guidelines of wellness tourism for encouraging the competitive advantage
with high value services comprised the following details consecutively 1) the developing
guidelines for wellness tourism based on business-plan principles, 2) the developing
guidelines for wellness tourism based on value-chain principles, 3) the developing
guidelines for wellness tourism based on digital-marketing principles, and 4) the
developing guidelines for wellness tourism based on customer-journey principles.

3. The guidelines for developing wellness tourism to encourage the competitive
advantage with high value services in Sa Kaeo province showed the suitability/
possibility to implement at a high level (X = 4.14, S.D. = 0.57).

The purposes of this study were 1) to investigate writing strategies used by
undergraduates and 2) to examine undergraduates’ writing competency in English.
The sample was 52 third-year students enrolled in English for Inter-Office
Communication Course at Valaya Alongkorn Rajabhat University under the Royal
Patronage, Pathumtani, in the second semester of academic year 2021. Quantitative
data were collected from writing strategies questionnaire and writing test with validity
and reliability (0.83). Semi-Structure interview and participation observation were
implemented to collect qualitative data. The gathered data were analyzed by
descriptive statistics and content analysis technique.

Results revealed that students perform average ability (58 percent) on
writing test and overall writing strategies used by the sample was at high level (mean,
3.57). When considering each strategy group, students frequently used revising
strategies the most at high level (mean, 3.62) and frequently used planning strategies
the least at medium level (mean, 3.49). The results of this study suggested that
students should be encouraged to practice planning strategies in writing appropriately

to enhance their writing proficiency.

The research results showed that the variable that could best represent the
Gross National Happiness were 1) the government effectiveness, 2) GDP per capita, and

2) According to the needs for
developing academic works, it was found that the Educational Curriculum Development
of the institutions showed the highest mean scores (PNl odified = 0.244). However, the
promotion and support of constructing academic works show the lowest mean scores
(PNI rmogified = 0.153). 3) The guidelines for developing academic works were collected
and revealed that the overall suitability was at the highest level and the possibility was
at the high level. Moreover, the details were mentioned as follows: In terms of the
Educational Curriculum Development of the institutions, a brief curriculum manual
should be prepared to describe any changes within the curriculum depending on the

current situations. In addition, the development of instructional methods should be
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designed based on the school context the safety of students during the pandemic of
COVID-19.

1. The context of the curriculum showed that philosophies, objectives,
structures, and subjects of the curriculum were appropriate at the highest-level degree.

2. The input factors of the curriculum showed that instructors, student’s
characteristics and resources for instructional operation were appropriate at the
highest-level degree.
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3. The processes of the curriculum in terms of course administration, learning
management, measurement and evaluation and professional internship in educational
administration were appropriate at the highest-level degree.

4. The products of the curriculum showed that graduates had professional
characteristics based on the university’s identity at the highest-level degree.

5. The impact of the curriculum showed that graduates’ competencies and

their practices were appropriate at the highest-level degree.

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ABSTRACT

The purposes of the current research were to 1) forecast the product
demand, 2) explore an economical order quantity and 3) reduce the inventory cost of
flat plastic glass lid code 85. The researchers collected data from a factory manager, a
warehouse manager, and a sales supervisor by using in-depth interview form for
compiling the primary data. In addition, the secondary data was collected from the
relevant organizations using the time series forecasting methods to forecast product
demand. Additionally, the methods of error forecasting Mean Absolute Percentage
Error (MAPE), Economic Order Quantity (EOQ) method and Reorder Point (ROP) method
were used to find the economical-order quantities to control inventory costs and
reduce the number of deteriorated products.

The results shown that using Exponential Smoothing (ES) method, the
forecast product demand had the lowest MAPE value of 3.69 percent. Moreover, EOQ
could lead to the optimum order quantity of flat plastic glass lids, code 85, for 2,192
boxes per lot with the ROP equal to 233 boxes per lot with the order cycle of 17 days.
Thus, the total cost would be 1,644 baht per year. Comparing to, the original cost of
38,790 baht per year, the forecast values could reduce the total cost by 37,146 baht
per year and could reduce the cost of deteriorated products by 4,998,993 baht per
year. Therefore, the inventory cost could be reduced by 5,036,139 baht per year.

The objectives of the current research were to study about the citizenship,
creative and innovative skills after implementing the learning activities based on design
thinking processes to cope with the Covid-19 pandemic for promoting citizenship
education.

The research tools comprised 1) a citizenship questionnaire for creating innovations to
handle with the outbreak of Covid - 19, 2) an interview form for citizenship in creating
innovations in response to the COVID-19 epidemic as well as 3) An assessment form
of creative and innovative skills to handle with the outbreak of Covid-19. The Item-
Objective Congruence was used to evaluate the tools’ quality were between 0.67-1.00.
The correlation between the item score and the total score were between 0.35-0.85
and the confidence value of the whole questionnaire was 0.94. The statistics, mean,
standard deviation, and percentage were used for analyzing the quantitative data
analysis and the content analysis was used for analyzing qualitative data.

The findings were as follows: 1) students recognized the priority of citizens.
The overall result was at a high level. In terms of commitment and dedication to the
public affairs of the community, they were at the top rank. The lowest rank was the
term of membership in the community. In addition, the other relevant results were:
The students could be a part of the community, create ideas of awareness, and be
willing to sacrifice for others. Moreover, they could solve problems for the community
which lead to the development of innovations in various fields. 2) The overall result
of having creative and innovative skills was at a very good level. In addition, the aspect
of creating ideas was at the top rank. In contrast, the field of production and creating
creative innovations were at the lowest rank.

The samples
of this study were 400 populations in Bangkok area. They were selected by using
multi-stage sampling and simple random sampling. The questionnaires were adopted
to collect data. In statistical were analyzed data including frequency, percentage,
mean, standard deviation, Pearson coefficient correlation and multiple regression
analysis and in-depth interview of 5 experts for qualitative research.

The result found that the level of opinions of the factors that affected stress
of population in Bangkok area during the covid- 19 virus outbreak situation overall, it
were at a high level (X = 4.03, S.D. = 0.52). The level stress by using SPST 20 found
that the level stress of population in Bangkok area during the covid-19 virus outbreak
situation was at a high level (mean =55.08 score, standard deviation = 11.49 score).
Which was the result that population in Bangkok area had many troubles in daily life,
example: unilateral headache, fear of malfunction, not enough money, had a feeling
of anxiety and unable to do activities to reach the goals set. The level of opinions of
the stress management methods were at the highest level. The first method stress
management was to see TV, to see movie, sing a song and play the music, the second
method was to more adjust positive thinking.

The Pearson coefficient correlation found that factors that affected stress and
the level stress had relationship in the same direction (statistically significant 0.01).

The results of multiple regression analysis found that factors that affected stress of
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population in Bangkok area during the covid- 19 virus outbreak situation had two
aspects: the Covid- 19 virus outbreak Situation factor (Beta) = 0.362, t = 6.760,
P-Value = 0.000*) and individual factor (Beta) = 0.121 t = 2.114, P-Value =0.035*) with
a statistical significance level at 0.05.
