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APPLICATION OF INFORMED SHARED DECISION MAKING PARADIGM ON THE PATICIPATION
PROCESS AMONG SCHOOL ADMINISTRATORS AND GUARDIANS
FOR LOCAL EDUCATIONAL ADMINISTRATION

Abstract

The objectives of this research were : 1. to compare school administrators’ and
guardians’ opinion toward the application of informed shared decision making procedure on
school administrative participation classified by personal attributes, 2. to compare school
administrators’ and guardians’ opinion before and after being acquired the knowledge and 3.
to analyze relationship between attitude on participation, competency on participation and
school and guardians association with the application of informed share decision making
procedure. The research population were school administrators, including school administrator
and deputies of school administrator and guardians of schools under Pathum Thanee primary
educational service area office. The research samples were determined by Taro Yamane
formula and selected by stratified random sampling including 420 school administrators and
504 guardians. The research samples for comparison of school administrator’s and guardians’
opinion before and after being acquired the knowledge were selected according to school size.
There were 60 school administrators and 120 guardians. The research instruments were 2
questionnaires, one for school administrators and the other for guardians. The research found
that: 1. Both School administrators and guardians, being different in personal attributes, did not
have statistically significant differences of their opinion on the application of informed shared
decision making procedure. 2. After receiving the knowledge, school administrators and
guardians approved on the application of informed shared decision making procedure at higher
level than that of before receiving the knowledge. 3. There was positive relationship between
school administrators’ opinion on the application of informed shared decision making procedure
with school and guardians association, competency on participation, and attitude on
participation at .05 statistically significant level. Whereas guardians’ opinion on the application
of informed shared decision making procedure had positive relationship with competency on

participation and attitude on participation at .05 statistically significant level.
