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AN EFFECTIVENESS MODEL OF STUDENT’S VOCATIONAL ACHIEVEMENT FOR
INSTITUTES IN VOCATIONAL DEPARTMENT BY EXPERIENCE LEARNING

Abstract

This study was designed to develop a linear structural equation model of An Effectiveness
Model of Student’s Vocational Achievement for Institutes in Vocational Department by
Experience Learning. The multi-stage random sampling was applied for research samples which
consisted one director and one teacher of 414 colleges in Vocational Department on 2012. The
research instrument was 5-point rating scale questionnaire was applied for data collection and eamed
data were analyzed by SPSS for Windows version 11.5 and the LISREL version 8.52 for skewness,
kurtosis, confirmatory factors analysis and to investigate the consistency between the hypotheses
model and the empirical data. The findings of this study were summarized as follows : 1. The structural
equation model of An Effectiveness Model of Student’s Vocational Achievement for Institutes in
Vocational Department by Experience Learning were fitted to the empirical data. 2. The factors
affected direct, indirect and total effects on Effectiveness of Student’s Vocational Achievement
were: 2.1 The direct effect has three factors as follows: teacher commitment, collective teacher efficacy
and Experiential Learning which the coefficient values at 0.46, 0.25 and 0.18 respectively. 2.2 The
indirect effect has two factors: Experiential Learning with its influencing coefficient value at 0.42 and
another factor was collective teacher efficacy with 0.08 coefficient value. 2.3 The total effect has three
factors: the Experiential Learning with the coefficient value at 0.60 then followed by teacher
commitment with coefficient value at 0.46 and at 0.33 for collective teacher efficacy respectively. The
R —Square of the structural equation model of An Effectiveness Model of Student’s Vocational
Achievement for Institutes in Vocational Department by Experience Learning was .55. 3) According
to the influencing path of the structural equation of the factors which influenced over An
Effectiveness Model of Student’s Vocational Achievement for Institutes in Vocational
Department by Experience Learning were develop and present to teaching process An
Effectiveness Model of Student’s Vocational Achievement 71 trend by the important ordinal
