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TOURISM RESOURCES COMPONENTS AFFECTING CREATIVE TOURISM IN KALASIN

Abstract

This study aims to study tourism resources components affecting creative tourism in
Kalasin. The study was a quantitative research and used a survey questionnaire to collect data
from 400 Thai tourists visiting famous tourist attractions in Kalasin by utilizing a convenience
sampling technique to select the sample group. The statistic techniques applied to Multiple
Regression Analysis, and Factor Analysis. The research findings are found Tourism resource
component factors have a positive relationship and an impact on creative tourism. The finding
indicates that the amenity factor was found to be the most influential variable directly affecting
creative tourism, followed by the factors of amities and attractions respectively; whereas,
tourism activities was not found to be statistically significant at .05 level. Also four mains tourism
resource components affecting creative tourism in Kalasin factors are Amenities Factor Amities
Factor Attractions Factor and Activities Factor.
