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THE EDUCATION QUALITY DEVELOPMENT WHICH IS CONGRUENT WITH
THE LOCALITIES OF THE EASTERN PART
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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to: 1. study the circumstances of problems and
factors affecting educational quality development which are congruent with the localities of the
eastern part 2. decide the educational quality development direction which is congruent with
the localities of the eastern part. The researcher used mixed methods of quantitative research
and qualitative research. The population of this study were educational personnels working in
8 eastern provinces, namely: Chonburi, Chachoengsao, Nakhonnayok, Prachinburi, Srakaew,
Rayong, Chanthaburi, and Trad. The sample used for qualitative research was comprised of 450
educational personnels obtained by simple random sampling. The tool used for quantitative
data collection was a 5 levels rating scale questionnaire. The statistics used for data analysis
were mean and standard deviation. On the other hand, the sample for qualitative research were
comprised of 12 educational administrators, school administrators, and teachers. The tool used
for qualitative data collection was a series of in-depth interviews.

The results of the study were as follows:

1) The findings of quantitative research revealed that the circumstances of problems
and factors affected educational quality development which were congruent with the localities
of the eastern part were as follows: a. Pertaining to communities and parents aspect, X = 3.07,
S.D. = 0.45. The opinions were at a high level. The highest mean of parents participation with
school activities was 3.61. b. Pertaining to administrators/teachers aspect, X = 3.29,S.D.=0.51.
The opinions were at a high level. The highest mean of teachers’ activities organizing aimed at
enhancing students creativity was 3.81. c. Pertaining to students aspect, X = 3.05,S.D. = 0.53.
The opinions were at moderate level. The highest mean of teachers’ loving kindness towards
students was 3.84. d. Pertaining to media/ educational technologies, X = 3.08,S.0. =0.49. The
opinions were at a high level. The highest mean of the application of technologies aimed at
dynamic teaching/learning development was 3.42. e. Pertaining to the aspect of the education
system, X = 3.05, S.D. = 0.66. The opinions of the respondents were at a high level. The highest
mean of participation in communities was 3.44. f. Pertaining to ethics and morality, X = 3.48,
S.D. = 0.69. The opinions of the respondents were at a high level. The highest mean of teachers
being good models for students was 3.83.

On the other hand, The findings of qualitative research revealed that the

circumstances of problems and factors affected educational quality development which were
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congruent with the localities of the eastern provinces were as follows: a. Pertaining to
communities and parents aspect, the parents income were not sufficient. Most parents had
some debt and had not enough time to take care their children since they had to g¢o to works
outside their homes. b. Pertaining to teachers/administrators, teachers and administrators had a
lot of work to do. There were too many meetings and training. Apart from that, teachers had
not enough time for teaching their students since they had a number of personal works,
especially preparing academic paper for their own advancement. Moreover, teachers did not
teach all the subjects they had been assigned to teach, and did not teach according to their
major subjects. c. Pertaining to students, they felt that there was no love and commitment in
their families. The parents were young and unable to teach their own offspring. In addition, poor
intellectual capabilities of students’ parents brought about educational inequalities. d.
Pertaining to technological application, a number of students were not mature enough to
choose the computer games or programs which were suitable for them and could not attain
useful information which would enhanced their self development. e. Pertaining to education
system, the policy of the Ministry of Education had often changed and had no fixed stand point.
In addition, whenever there were some changes on the education system at the national level,
there would be some problems occurred at the local level and caused more problems on
teacher training. f. Pertaining to ethics and morality, administrators/teachers, and students, as a
whole, lacked ethics and morality, and did not accordingly follow religious teachings.
Consequently, there was no real happiness in societies.

2) The direction of educational quality development which was in congruent with
the localities of the eastern part were as follow: a. Pertaining to communities/parents, there
should be organization development aiming at the promotion of new value creation and
popularity among parents. Apart from that, schools should organize more activities and
enhanced more participation with communities by means of providing vocational development
programs for communities and parents. b. Pertaining to administrators/teachers, there should
be systematic development for administrators and teachers aiming at the promotion of
professionalism/ethics and morality/responsibility and professional commitment. In addition,
there should be teachers for all required subjects. c. Pertaining to students, parents should pay
more attention for their children and help them to participate more in activities of their schools
and communities. In addition, there should be more projects of studies and training on ethics
and moralities for students. d. Pertaining to the application of technology, there should be
instruction and training on various technological application for students and help them to
realize on positive and negative aspects of educational technology. e. Pertaining to education
system, there should be organizing of teaching and learning system which is appropriate for
students. Apart from that, there should be clarification of goals or objectives from the top level

administrators. Moreover, there should be more organizing of seminars aiming at giving more
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information/knowledge on education and curriculum development which is congruent with
the localities in the eastern part, and f. Pertaining to ethics and morality, there should be more
teaching and practice on Buddhism aiming at student formation towards being integrated
persons i.e. the man of good conscience and morality. In addition, there should be teacher

formation aiming at profession commitment.
