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ABSTRACT

Autism Spectrum Disorder (ASD) has an impact on children’s adaptation to school.
Furthermore, policies and laws regarding the educational provision for people with ASD are directly
related to teachers who are part of the educational personnel. Teachers therefore play an
important role in assisting students with ASD and their families. This article aims to gather
information on the roles and responsibilities of a teacher in terms of roles in assisting students
with autism, knowledge and understanding of ASD, guidelines on educational provision that are
suitable for students of all ability levels and their individual needs, ways to deal with problematic
behaviors, as well as classroom adjustment to support autistic students. It also includes help for
families and parents of children with autism, since a family is a primary unit that plays an important
role in caring for autistic children and improving their development. Furthermore, this article aims
to provide teachers with useful information and guidelines to help support students with ASD and

their families.

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ABSTRACT

The current article aims to convey the experiences of using community-study tools. The
experiences and information in the article were based on literature review, authentic field-work
experiences from the activities in Introduction to Community Psychology course including being a
coaching team of Thai Health Promotion Foundation. According to the study, the following five
tools have been popularly employed: 1) genogram diagram/family plans, 2) Geo-Social Mapping,
3) community structure plans, 4) life clocks (persons) and 5) problem trees. In addition, the
researchers found that community-study tools have been as important as "a compass" which
enables staff to complete tasks. It was because the community-study tools help collect both
necessary individual and community information for further community activities. In addition, the
information collected from the community could be applied in various community tasks in terms

of studying about individual, community, and society facets.

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ABSTRACT

The article “Legal Inscription on Thief’s Characters: Vocabulary Lists and Reflections of
Thai Society and Culture in the Three Seals Law” aims to study social and cultural reflections
from the key vocabulary found in the legal inscription on thief’s characters. Based on the results,
the researcher was able to classify the vocabulary into six lexical domains: types of thieves,
penalties, titles, animals, plants, and royal words. Such lexical domains can reflect Thai society
and culture in terms of governance, economy, and religion during the Ayutthaya and early
Rattanakosin periods. In the area of governance, the customs laws with severe penalties were
applied in case the defendant succumbed to the evidence but did not plead suilty, the
administration was centralized, and there was a feudal system of social stratification. In the area
of economy, Thailand was found to be an agricultural society. In the area of religion, Buddhism

was found to be an important religion in Thai society.

Which is analyzed
together with the development of the modern nation-state under the guidelines of the agreement
in "The Treaty of Westphalia", where is the birth of the "Sovereignty". Furthermore, this led to a
"Secular State form” (The Clear Separation Power between Politics and Religion). It was found that
the "Constitution" was regularity, rules, regulations, and rules of society that the rulers had set up
and enforced in different ways for a long time. Which has been developed continuously until
became to distinctive style; as shown in the British “Magna Carta Charter” together with the
creation of a written constitution after the founding of the United States. Later, this system
became the mainstream values under the guideline "Constitutionalism" that spread widely, and it
is also regarded as one of the important tools of the governance of modern nation-states around
the world. Whether that, the sovernment is in democracy, socialism, communism, authoritarian
dictatorship, or any other form. In addition, the constitution provides administrative legitimacy and
becomes part of the guarantee of territorial sovereignty for the rulers of international law. It is
considered a compromise of political power which guarantees non-violent conflict. For examples,
the case of the signing of documents by the British monarch which negotiates political power with
the nobility in parliament. This is a characteristic of political reform that has resulted in the
monarchy be able to maintain their status as the head of state for a long time until the present.

This research aimed to study the linguistic devices and LGBTQ+ identity ideology
implemented in English news of international online entertainment channels. The scope of the
data collection was limited to 9 international online entertainment channels: TMZ, People,
Variety, CNN, Mashable, E-online, Bet.com, Maxim and The Hollywood Reporter.

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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to study the demographic factors of the Government Saving Bank
(GSB) customers influencing the selection of GSB lottery in Bangkok. The sample group consisted
of 110 individuals who bought GSB lottery tickets and were customers of GSB, in the Green Plaza
Wang Hin Branch. The data were analyzed using descriptive and inferential statistics and multiple
linear regression at a statistical level of significance of 0.05.

The results indicated that the majority of participants in the sample were female (59.09%),
with an average age of 21-30 years, (32.73%). Their education was at the bachelor’s degree level
or equivalent, (35.45%), 60.10% of them were single with 34.54% having personal businesses or
working as freelancers. The average monthly income of them (38.18%) ranged from 10,001 to
30,000 baht.

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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were: 1) to study the level of self-presentation through
avatars in the metaverse, and 2) to study the relationship between body-esteem, self-concept
clarity, and self-presentation through avatars in the metaverse. The population were 28 third-year
students in the field of Counseling and Guidance Psychology of Valaya Alongkorn Rajabhat
University under the Royal Patronage. The research instruments consisted of the body-esteem
scale, the self-concept clarity scale, and self-presentation through avatars in metaverse scale.

The results found that: 1) student’s self-presentation through avatars in metaverse in terms of
ideal self (X = 38.78, S.D. = 5.26) and multiple selves (X = 24.67, S.D. = 3.69) were at a high level.
2) Sex was significantly associated with ideal self (r = .467) and multiple selves (r = .452). 3) Body-
esteem were positively correlated with consistent self (r = .378) while negatively correlated with
online presentation preference (r = -.483), and ideal self (r = -.314) significantly. 4) Self-concept
clarity was positively correlated with consistent self (r = .418) while negatively correlated with
ideal self (r =-340), online presentation preference (r = -303), and multiple selves (r =-.053)

Choir singing is a common community musical activity for the elderly in many countries,
including Thailand. Choir singing has been recognized as one of the tools that can enhance
psychological well-being, which is reflected in the positive behaviors and thoughts that lead to a
good quality of life for the elderly. This research used a mixed methods approach. The objective
was to study the relationship between the elderly’s practice of choir singing and their
psychological well-being. A purposive sample of thirty elderly choir singers (six males and 24
females), aged 60-75 years old, who participated for at least 70% of the total time, was used. Data
collection was divided into two sections: (1) the quantitative data were collected through Ryff’s
42-item PWB and the Choir Practice Assessment Form (24 items); and (2) the qualitative data were
collected through participant observation and focus groups. The results revealed that the
participants rated their overall psychological well-being scores higher than before they joined the
choir and they were at a high level (before = 4.70, after = 4.93). These scores related to the choir
singing practice in each section, where the scores were in the low to moderate levels, including
"the foundation of choir singing practice" (0.473, p-value = 0.008), "Thai popular and international
singing" (0.543, p-value = 0.002), "interpretation and expression of the singing" (0.576, p-value =
0.001), and "the planning and collaboration to perform on the stage" (0.638, p-value < 0.001) at a
significance level of 0.01 for all. These results show that the increase in psychological well-being
among the elderly was due to having a clear activity goal, which was "the performance at the
concert." This was an important motivation for the elderly to practice and strive for self-

improvement in order to achieve a successful performance, which lead to pride and self-worth.
