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ABSTRACT

Thai popular singing is @ musical activity that is very popular in Thailand. Especially the
singing that comes from the songs of Suntraporn band and luk-krung style. These songs
are continually being re-recorded for sale. Until today, these songs are used as main elements in
television singing competitions. This article therefore presents synthetic data on three main
principles, namely (1)the history of singing in Thailand before 1967 to create an understanding of
the source and development of singing in Thailand, which has led to the singing of Thai popular
songs; (2) the history of Thai popular singing during 1925 - 1967, which presents the timeline of
the phenomenon of singing through the entertainment business and government administration
policies that led to the popularity of Western-style Thai music among Thai people at that time;
and (3) the characteristics of Thai popular singing during 1925 - 1967, which presents five
characteristics, including the natural voice projection, the vibrato, the neumatic singing, the
melismatic singing, and the interpretation and emotional expression. These data show the
connection between Thai traditional singing and the influence of Western music entering
Thailand that leads to Thai popular singing having characteristics, which is unique and different
from the popular singing of the West and other nations. Because the characteristics of Thai
popular singing during 1925 — 1967 came from the combination of singing skills in Western

popular music and Thai culture and ways, such as language, expression, beliefs, ideas, etc.

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Introduction

Thai popular singing is an important component of the Thai music industry. At present,
Thai popular singing is divided into many types, such as luk-krung, luk-thung, pop, rock, jazz, etc.
The variety of types of Thai popular singing arises from its popularity among listeners in each
era, according to the meaning of word “popular music”, which is one of kinds of Western music.
Popular music is music that has been widely popular among people in society since the 19th
century. Popular music is music that is easy to listen and to remember. Because it has a simple
form and characteristics that are different from classical music, art song, and folk song, and the
content in the popular music is related to the way of life and culture of people in society.
Popular music bands consist of singers, electric guitars, electric basses, keyboards, and drum
sets, but some bands also include woodwind and brass instruments such as saxophones,
trumpets, trombones, etc. In addition, popular music is composed to meet the needs of specific
groups of people in society, especially teenagers in each era. Popular music has become a
product of the music industry in the mass market. It is related to commerce, such as mass
production, for-profit production, sound recording and mass media distribution, etc. (Kennedy,
M., 1993, 686, Manuel, P., 1988, 2; Birrer, F.,1985; Inkhong, N., 2016, 91-92)

Later, when popular music spread to various countries around the world, including
Thailand. Thai popular music thus emerged and became a new form of entertainment replacing
Thai traditional music. Since 1939 during the Field Marshal government P. Pibulsongkram, large
bands were encouraged to form to play an important role in creating songs as a tool for
presenting government policy. Until the official name was given to call songs that had Thai
lyrics, Western music arrangements, and Western singing as “Thai international songs” (In Thai
“Phleng Thai Sakon”) (Inkhong, N., 2016, 229) From the meaning of the word "popular music"
and the general characteristics of “Thai international music” in this article therefore defines
music composed with Thai lyrics and Western music as “Thai popular music”.

For the reason that Thai popular singing is a musical activity that is very popular in
Thai society, especially Thai popular singing from Suntraporn band and luk-krung style had been
re-recorded for sale, such as GMM Grammy's Grammy Gold album, Nititad Promotion's immortal
album, etc. Moreover, nowadays, there are many singing contest programs both in the
mainstream media and on the general contest stage, such as Golden Song, Best Song Contest (In
Thai “Phleng Aek”), etc. Therefore, the author is interested in writing the history and
characteristics of Thai popular singing during 1925 - 1967 as part of my doctoral thesis for the
benefit of interested readers. This article divides information into three parts: (1) The history of
Thai popular singing before 1967; (2) The History of Thai popular singing during 1925 — 1967; and
(3) The characteristics of Thai popular singing during 1925 — 1967. The details are as follows:

The history of singing in Thailand before 1967

Before studying characteristics of Thai popular singing during 1925 — 1967, the author
wants to present the history of singing in Thailand before 1967 to create an understanding of the
source and development of singing in Thailand, which has led to the singing of Thai popular songs.
The history of singing in Thailand before 1967 divided into two groups: (1) Traditional singing in

Thailand; and (2) Singing influenced by Western music. Brief details are as follows:
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Traditional singing in Thailand: Lullaby - Folk music - Traditional music

Thai singing began at home when mothers or nannies would sing lullabies or cradle
songs to the infants. These songs had lyrics which comforted the baby with love, affection and
care, and aimed to lull the baby to sleep. Later, it began to include the function of storytelling,
which supported the morality, cultural beliefs, kindness, love, and warmness between a mother
and her child (Amatyakul, 1993). This particular style of singing is known as folk music, and still
exists in a number of agricultural communities. Some examples of these folk songs are Pleng
Kiao Khao (Harvest Song), Pleng Song Fang (Straw Song), and Pleng Ten Kam Ram Khiao (Scythe
Dance Song). Later, the singing was developed into ceremonial songs, such as Pleng Tham
Khwan (Ceremony for Encouragement Song). They were also developed into the songs used in
various performances, such as dancing, theatre productions, and puppet shows. These songs
could be either instrumental music or vocal music, and could also be divided into two
categories: Pleng Cha (slow-tempo songs) and Pleng Reo (fast-tempo songs). Then, they were
transformed into Thai traditional music with two types of rhythm: Na Thab Song Mai and Na Thab
Prob Kai. Na Thab Song Mai is used either in songs with short or flexible melodies or in songs with
an indeterminate length. On the other hand, Na Thab Prob Kai’s length is two times longer than
that of Na Thab Song Mai and it is used in songs with orderly melodies (The Royal Institute, 2002, pp.
168-169). Thai traditional music thereafter has been used in many kinds of Thai performing arts,
such as Lakhon Ram (Thai Dance Theater), Khon (Mask Dance), Nang Yai (Big Puppet), Sepa (Singing
with Wooden Clappers), and Pi Phat (Thai Classical Band) (Inkhong, 2016, pp. 117-120). For this
reason, singing that was popular in Thai society appeared in vocal songs in Thai traditional music
through Thai performing arts.

Singing influenced by Western music: Church music - Court music — The royal anthem

Before 1932, Thailand was known by its former name, Siam. The Siamese had their first
meeting with Portuguese people in 1511. This was also the first time that Western music was
introduced to Siamese people, as they heard the European church songs from the Portuguese village
located near the capital of Ayutthaya. From the 16" century onwards, many foreigners such as Dutch,
British, and French nationals arrived in Siam and consequently stayed, traded, worked as missionaries,
and worked for the court as well as the army. They played music and sang the church songs and later
they taught the Siamese to sing Western style songs. During the mid-17" century, the Siamese court
had a very good connection with the French court of Louis the 14" and they had exchanged the visiting
ambassadors to France (1684-1686 AD). During these visits to Paris, many Siamese saw and heard high-
level operatic European singers, but the Siamese could not imitate them. Centuries later, in 1828,
many Presbyterian missionaries arrived in Bangkok. They built schools and started singing classrooms
for children. They brought their folk music and traditional songs to Siam along with them. At that time,
the new Siamese generation learmed to sing in both English and French. There were many Siamese
who were able to sing Western songs and they learned more church, folk, and traditional songs of
European styles (Natchanawakul, 2012, pp. 32-98).

Up until 1855, The Siamese army had not had any royal anthem. The two militaries
(Capt. Impey and Capt. Thomas G. Know) therefore used Great Britain’s saluted song “God Save the
King” without lyrics instead (Natchanawakul, 2012, p. 108). This song, however, was disused in 1871

(during the reign of King Rama V). In 1888, during the reign of King Rama VI, a new royal anthem was
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composed with many lyrics. Later, the official lyrics for the royal anthem were decided upon and
chosen, and have been used ever since the official announcement on March 1, 1913 (Inkhong, 2015,
pp. 126-132). Therefore, the royal anthem of Thailand was the first modern Thai song which had
Thai lyrics and a Western melody (Amatyakul, 2015). Moreover, in 1904, Siamese students were
regulated to sing the royal anthem every Monday and Friday. This aimed to create the gratitude
towards King Rama V (Amatyakul, 2009, pp. 63-64). Siamese people, as a result, were more
acquainted to Western singing. As time passed by, the Siamese who could sing Western songs in
several styles passed on their skills to the following generations. This later created popular singers

and composers within the land of Siam.

The History of Thai popular singing during 1925 - 1967

In the late nineteenth century, popular music emerged in the Western Hemisphere
and spread to countries around the world, including Thailand. It resulted in a new form of music
emerging and being used in Thai society in place of traditional Thai music. A new style of music
influenced by Western popular music began after the opening of the Suez Canal in 1869,
musicians, bands, singers, and theater groups from various parts of Europe sailed to Southeast Asia.
Since then, Western musical theaters and operas have become more and more common in places
such as Singapore, Batavia (Jakarta), Hong Kong, and Bangkok. By the late 1890s, a native Siamese
composer named Mr. Prawat Khojarig (1892-1949), the most famous leader of Thai traditional musical
theater, had observed a lot of Western musical arts. He then imitated their work, their styles of acting,
as well as their music and singing styles. By 1917, Siamese musical theaters had adopted new musical
compositions which imitated the Western styles. They used Western melodies but the lyrics were sung
in the Thai language. They used Thai traditional string ensemble mixed with some Western instruments
such as pianos, violins, pedal organs, and saxophones (Amatyakul, 2015).

The above information represents the transition point between traditional Thai singing and
new styles of singing influenced by Western music. Because even though this musical theater uses
Western instruments to accompany the singing, but the performers still use the traditional Thai singing
method. Until, Thai film entrepreneurs in the pioneering era used a new style of film music, which was
Western popular music to accompany the singing of Thai words since 1925. Therefore, the author sets
the time scope of the study of Thai popular singing as starting in 1925.

The singing technique was gradually changed from a traditional Thai style to a more
Western one. It developed continually and consequently became the new singing technique.
Thai popular songs originated in 1925 in the film industry by the first Thai-owned popular
stringed ensemble which was named the Sri Krung Soundtrack Movie Company (Amatyakul,
2006, pp. 5-6). In Thai musical theaters, around the year 1930, there were many Thai composers
such as Pranboon (Mr. Juangjan Jankhana, 1901-1976), and Petcharat (Mr. Somprasong
Rattanathatsanee, 1901-1965) who started to apply the Westen music compositions in to their
works.  Therefore, the songs from the films and the musical theaters were well-received
because they were very up to date at that time. After the Thai kingdom revolution in 1932, the
new constitutional government used Thai popular music as a tool to declare their policy
through the radio stations, theaters and also established two big bands for public entertainment

as well as ballroom dancing. One of the big bands of Thai government was the “Krom
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Khotsanakarn Band” (currently means Public Relations Department), which used the name
"Suntaraporn Band" when performing music outside of official hours. The g¢overnment
encouraged all Thais to listen to Thai popular music instead of Thai traditional music. They had
Thai popular songs composed almost every day, and broadcasted these songs repeatedly all
over the country (Inkhong, 2016, pp. 161-231). The above information shows that the
government's use of Western Thai popular music is based on the idea of promoting
internationalism. Music became representative of government policy at the time, according to
Adorno wrote “Since the mid-nineteenth century a country's music has become a political
ideology by stressing national characteristics, appearing as a representative of the nation, and
everywhere confirming the national principle.” (Chun, A., Rossiter, N., and Shoesmith, B., 2004, 1)
Since 1946, HM King Bhumibol (1927-2016), introduced his compositions of blues, jazz, and other
styles to the kingdom. His compositions were broadcasted all over the country and they were
well-received by all Thais (Amatyakul, 2007, pp. 36-37). Therefore, the king’s compositions were
one of the main influences which promoted Thai popular music throughout the nation.

Later around 1967, during the Vietnam War, a new style of Thai popular music emerged
and the characteristics of singing were different from the Thai popular singing in the previous
period. Thai singers in this period changed the singing style into totally American singing, which was
a lot louder both in terms of singing voice and in terms of music, and it was called rock. Therefore,

the author sets the time scope of the study of Thai popular singing as ending in 1967.

The characteristics of Thai popular singing during 1925 - 1967

In the study, after Prawat Khojarig’s work in the musical theater, around 1930, there
were many Thai composers beginning to create new Western popular compositions. Their
musical bands used three — five Westemn instruments to accompany the singing. Those band
instruments were usually violins, pedal organs, pianos, saxophones, guitars and a percussion set
(Amatyakul, 2016). This conforms to the statement of Kennedy (1997, p. 686) that “Performers are
usually singers, guitarists, or drummers, sometimes with complicated electric effects”. Based on
the analysis, the sample records during 1931-1932, included ten songs of two singers including
Ms. Bunnak Chenchopphanthakit and Ms. Prathum Prathiprasen. The study reveals that there
were problems in singing: (1) sometimes the singing did not go along well with the music, (2)
there was no pitch adjustment to make it more suitable for Thai pronunciation, and (3) some of
the lyrics were not clear (Inkhong, 2015, pp. 181-182). Since the problems were later solved by
singers and composers alike, Thai popular singing finally has the correct pronunciation with an
appropriate matching pitch. This conforms to the statement of Morettini (2006, p. 18) that the
important skill of singing is the matching pitch: singing to pitch notes with accuracy. Thai popular
singing was continually developed during 1925-1967.  Ultimately, the singing style has
completely changed from the old Thai traditional singing style to the new Thai popular style.

From the study, the author found that the characteristics of Thai popular singing can
be divided into five categories: the natural voice projection, the vibrato, the neumatic singing,
the melismatic singing, and the interpretation and emotional expression. Based on the analysis,
the sample records produced during 1933-1967 (consisting of 66 songs from 20 different singers),

were divided into three groups: (1) the singers of Thai film group, such as Mr. Chamrat
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Suwakhon, Ms. Chuangchan Chankhana, Mr. Luan Wainunawin, Mr.Mani Sumonnat, etc.,
(2) the singers of Suntharapon Band, such as Ms. Manthana Morakun, Mr. Uea Sunthonsanan,
Mr. Luan Kwantham, Mr. Winai Chunlabudsapa, and Ms. Phensi Phumchusi, and (3) the singers
outside Suntharapon Band, such as Mr. Suthep Wongkamhaeng, Ms. Sawali Phakaphan, Mr.
Charin Nanthanakhon, Mr. Kasem Milinthachinda, and Mr. Thanin Intharathep (Inkhong, 2015,
pp. 181-182). The study reveals the information as follows:

1. The natural voice projection in the Thai popular singing can be divided into two
types: (1) the true voice and (2) the falsetto voice. Each individual sound differs in its beauty
and a singer can choose to use any of the two types. If the composer knows the singer’s
natural voice, he will compose the song that is suitable for each of them. Therefore, the voice
of each singer is different. This finding corresponds with the study of Kennedy (1997, p. 817)
that styles of singing and methods of voice producing have varied over the centuries and the
study of Phillips (2003, p. 43) that tone is what’s known as the color or timbre of voice, and
every voice has a specific color, which can be described as warm or strident. Two singers singing
the same song in the same key may sound different.

2. The vibrato is one of the elements of popular singing style. The vocal vibrato is
defined differently by each era. In earlier eras, the singers of musical theatre and Thai films rarely
used vocal vibrato. They just sang the last word of a phrase with a long note. Afterwards, most Thai
singers in the sovernment’s big band sang a little vibrato. They only vibrated their voice very little in
order to add the sweetness of the singing and the vibrato was found mostly in female singers with
the low vocal register. Some singers outside the government’s big band group used vibrato on the
last note of the phrase, especially when the last note was either whole or half note. The vibrato
was not used in every phrase because it was supposed to be used sparingly, yet properly. It was
used only when it was suitable for the meaning and emotion of the song. Therefore, the vibrato
produced variety of voices. This finding corresponded with the study of Bunch (1997, p. 75) who
mentioned, “Seashore (1936) has defined a good vibrato as a pulsation of pitch usually accompanied
with synchronous pulsations of loudness and timbre, of such extent and rate as to give a pleasing
flexibility, tenderness and richness to the tone” , and the study of Morettini (2006, p. 18) who
mentioned that vibrato is important to having variety in singing tone. The vibrato was a new element
of singing which did not appear in Thai traditional singing but appeared later in the Thai popular style
and it was well-received as a good characteristic. This conforms to the statement of Bunch (1997, p.
75) that the artistic quality of singing is frequently judged by the presence of vibrato in the sound.
Therefore, the vibrato is believed to be influenced from the Westermn popular singing because this
technique has never been used in Thai traditional singing.

3. The neumatic singing is a method to produce the correct tonal qualities of Thai
language. Some Thai popular singers have some problems concerning Thai linguistic nature. Thai
language is a tonal language which owns 32 vowels and five tone marks ranged from low to high
pitch (a: a: a. 4 a.). Each tone has a different meaning. Moreover, there are 44 Thai consonants
which are classified into three ranging groups. There are 11 consonants for high pitch, nine for
middle pitch, and 20 for the low pitch. These are extremely important elements of the
pronunciation of Thai language. This conforms to the statement of Miller (2004, p. 111) that diction is

the description of the production of vowels and consonants both of which are equally important.
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The properly articulated vowels and consonants are the very substance of good voices. Moreover,
Phillips (2003, p.95) claimed that the production of consonant sounds with clarity and precision
helps the singer to sing clearly to the audience. This is because the lyrics of a song are the
vehicle for telling a song’s story. Therefore, Thai singers have to be trained to produce the exact
linguistic pitches (frequencies). This includes both singing in tune and uttering the correct tonal
qualities of its original language. To sing in Thai, singers must have good ear training in order to
express the meaning of the lyrics used. Therefore, techniques of word uttering become an
important duty of each singer. They need to emit the sound with the correct linguistic approach, the
correct pitch and also the correct meaning.

According to the Western singing technique, if the singers sing two — three notes with one
single word, it is the neumatic singing. Mahrt (2015 p. 7) explained that neumatic means several
syllables receive a group of notes which can be two, or three, or sometimes a few more. In the past
(before 1932), neumatic singing began when a number of singers tried to utter sounds with the correct
pronunciation of Thai language. This was made by the singers themselves without the intended
notations composed by the Lyricist. Afterward, the composers paid more attention to write lyrics which
appropriately matched with the notation of the music. If the pronunciation of the lyrics did not match
the music, the composer would change those lyrics instead of using the technique of neumatic singing.
Therefore, neumatic singing in Thai popular songs has been reduced and rarely appears. The results
from this study showed that there are two types of neumatic singing: (1) the utterance from the lower
pitch to the higher pitch in order to match the tone mark of the lyric and (2) the utterance from the
higher pitch to the lower pitch in order to match the tone mark of the lyric. Some examples are

shown below:

The neumatic singing corresponds with the Thai words in the voice production. There are
two specific terms: (1) Pan Kham (pankham) and (2) Pan Siang (pansian) which mean the way of
expressing the correct words and the way of expressing the correct notation (sound) respectively. These
two terms are concermned with phonation, especially when one single word is phonated with two or
more notes. This conforms to the statement of Mahrt (2006, p. 7) that “...the neumatic means several
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syllables receive a group of notes, two, or three, or sometimes a few more...”. The neumatic singing in
Thai popular singing may sound like an ad-lib technique of the Western popular style. Later, neumatic
singing in each song became the prototype for the new generation of the Thai popular singers who fully
imitate the singing of the original song. They do not improvise the melody while they sing. Therefore,
neumatic singing is not classified as the ad-lib technique of the Western popular style. The neumatic
singing is a characteristic which presents the importance of Thai pronunciation. This is because the clear
utterance helps the audience to understand the meaning of lyrics as the composer originally intended
to convey. This consequently leads to the appreciation for the song. This conforms to the statement
of Phillips (2003, p. 95) that “...the production of consonant sounds with clarity and precision helps the
singer to sing clearly to the audience. This is because the lyrics of a song are the vehicle for telling the
song’s story...”.

4. The melismatic singing is one of the techniques in Thai popular singing. This
technique was adapted from Thai traditional singing, in which singers may use the vocal sound to
create the continuous melody with the sounds of (97), (91)), (8:n), etc. This is in accordance with the
meaning of melismatic singing defied by Mahrt (2006, p. 7) that “ ... the melismatic means some
individual syllables receive a long and complicated series of notes... 7. Before understanding in the
melismatic in Thai popular singing, the author would like to explain further that this singing technique
has been the Thai traditional singing method which showed the abilities of the singer to emit the
appropriate continuous throat sound along with wording.  The throat sounds of the melody must be
able to express the meaning as well as the emotional and stress of verbal interpretations.  For
example, the melismatic singing in the Thai traditional song named ‘Khamen Sai Yoke’ was wiritten in
Western notations as shown below:

In Thai popular music, many Thai composers commonly use this technique in their
pieces in order to show that such songs are derived from the original Thai traditional singing.
Therefore, singers who used to sing with a melismatic pattern may have trouble adjusting their
throats and other speech organs when they practice the new style of Thai popular singing.
For example, the melismatic singing in Thai popular music is to phonate one syllabic word by
humming the tone w:, ¥:, ¥, etc., as shown below:

5.The interpretation and emotional expression are the last characteristics of Thai
popular singing. They were developed continuously during 1925 - 1967. Concerning the singers
of musical theatres and Thai films, the interpretation and emotional expression were up to the
plot and the role of the characters. The interpretation subsequently is up to the meaning and
the emotional expression of the lyrics. The singers use their own imagination and experience to
understand, to analyze, and to express the correct emotion through the voice and body
expression such as the eye expression, facial expression, and gestures. This conforms to the
statement of Miller (2004, pp. 226-227) that “..a singer must know about the external body
language, and that facial expression is of prime importance for communication...”

For example, one singer reported that, in a sad song, she could use her own experience in
her life when she saw her mother being heartbroken and crying because of a father’s unfaithfulness.
This was due to the fact that she was just only 14 years old and she did not understand about love
and sadness. Therefore, she imagined her mother’ s feelings in order to sing and convey this to the
audience. For new singers, the composer would suggest to the singers how to sing and express the
feeling until the singers could understand the meaning of the lyrics and interpret the song by
themselves. Therefore, the singing has been performed by various methods, such as lessening the
voice, singing loudly or softly, singing in short or long voices, singing weakly or forcefully, and singing
with a concise voice. These methods enable the listener to understand the variety of emotions:
sweetness, cheerfulness, sadness, romance, etc. Finally, the singers are able to interpret and express
the feeling of every singing word, which makes the expression relate to the dynamic, vibration, and the
accompanying music. Therefore, the interpretation and emotional expression has become an important
characteristic in Thai popular singing. This conforms to the statement of Bunch (1997, pp. 153-154) that
the communication of emotion deserves the attention of every singer and he also mentioned Manfred
Clynes’ (1989) explanation in his book (Sentics: The Touch of the Emotions) that has gone a long way
towards clarifying and defining what pure emotion means because he has found a way to measure and
quantify the pure states of joy, love, grief, hate, anger, and no emotion. The interpretation and emotional
expression in Thai popular singing are unique because singers use the lifestyles, concepts, emotions, and
their experiences in Thai culture in order to further interpret, imagine, and express the meaning of the

song.
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Discussion

Studying the history of Thai popular singing requires understanding historical information
about traditional singing in Thailand and singing influenced by Western music. Because both parts led
to the beginning of Thai popular music and Thai popular singing. In the part of Thai popular music,
after Western music culture accessed Thai society, many Thai musicians used the knowledge gained from
their exposure to Western musical instrument performances and Western-style singing to create a new
music culture. They mixed the Western style with the context of Thai society and culture and created a
new music culture. Thai popular music is therefore unique and different from Western classical music and
Thai traditional music. This conforms to the statement of Kennedy (1997, p. 686) that “popular music has
had the special meaning of non-classical music since the late 1950s”, and Manuel (1988, p. 2) that
“popular music is a new form of music that distinguishes the music of the people from the more artistic
music associated with the elites”. Moreover, during 1925-1967, Thai popular music was an important
element of the entertainment industry including musical theater, film, and big band performances.
Thai popular songs were very well-received by all listeners, especially ignoble people and teenagers,
because the songs were very up to date at the time. This statement corresponds with the study of
Middleton (1990, pp. 3-4) that “popular music is defined as songs for the bourgeois market”, the study of
Manuel (1988, p. 2) that “The popular music is in close relationship to the mass media”, and the
study of Shuker (1994, p. 10) that “the dominant characteristic of popular music is socio-economic in
nature, includes mass production, and appeals to a predominantly youthful market.” On the other
side, The leaders of the nation carried out many policies with the use of Thai popular songs:
(1) demanding that Thai students sing The Thai Royal Anthem to show loyalty to the king,
(2) encouraging the dissemination of Thai popular music in order to change the tastes of the people
in the country from Thai traditional music to the new genre with the Western characteristics so the
nation could be considered as modern as Western countries (civilized countries), and (3) many Thai
popular songs were composed to support various government policies aiming to develop the
country. The songs were performed by big bands which encouraged the people to absorb the
information and behave themselves accordingly, etc. From the above discussion it can be seen that
Thai popular music has been influenced by Western music since the Ayutthaya period. Especially
when Western popular music entered Thailand, the country's popular music changed markedly from
Thai traditional music to Thai popular music. In the part of studying the characteristics of Thai popular
singing, it was found that one of outstanding results of characteristics of Thai popular singing is the
neumatic singing which relates to Thai words in the voice production. The author found that the
neumatic singing reflects the linguistic culture. Because it is caused by the intention of expressing the
correct Thai words corresponded with musical pitches in Western music.  As a result, the neumatic
singing of Thai popular singing has a different sound identity from Westemn style. Moreover, the
melismatic singing in Thai popular singing appeared between 1925 — 1967 and was directly influenced
by Thai traditional singing. For two reasons: (1) early singers of Thai popular music had experience from
Thai traditional singing. Therefore, those singers use this technique in Thai popular singing; and (2)
composers used the melismatic singing, which is one of important methods of Thai traditional singing, in

many Thai popular songs.
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Conclusion

Studying the history of Thai popular singing during 1925 — 1967 shows the connection between
Thai traditional singing and the influence of Western music entering Thailand led to Thai popular singing
having characteristics, which is unique and different from the popular singing of the West and other
nations. Characteristics of Thai popular singing during 1925 — 1967 came from the combination of singing
skills in Western popular music and Thai culture and ways, such as language, expression, beliefs, ideas, etc.
according to the statement of Klahan (2017) that Thai culture is the basis of living together, and
Demonstration School, University of Phayao (2017) that Thai culture is unique in its spoken language,
writing, costumes, beliefs, manners and customs, food, etc. This study allows one to know and
understand the source and development of methods or techniques for singing Thai popular songs to be
able to develop or expand singing skills in Thai popular songs. On the other hand, understanding the
value of the methods of Thai popular singing during 1925 — 1967 is one way of realizing the preservation
of the traditional methods of Thai popular singing. Finally, in the academic area, the results of this study
can serve as a guideline for research on methods of Thai popular singing in other eras to find similarities or

differences in characteristics, which can be used as knowledge used in the education system.
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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research article is to study guidelines for community
development towards a sustainable, waste-free community. The study employed a qualitative
approach, selecting Zero Waste communities as research areas and collecting data through
interviews. The data were analyzed following the principles of content analysis. The results
found that guidelines for developing a community towards a sustainable, zero waste community
include three steps as follows: 1) undertaking the Community Stage to determine waste
management activities, such as waste management activities according to the three
Rs principles, activities in front of the attractive house; 2) building a participatory according to
the principles of Boworn (community, monastery, school) so that waste management in the
community goes on smoothly; and 3) waste management in the community, that is, all parts
complete their duties. However, during waste management activities, there may be various
obstacles, such as some villagers not cooperating. Community leaders should solve this
problem by setting evaluation criteria, convincing villagers to realize the importance of waste
management, or using social pressure. Waste management in the community brings benefits to
individuals and communities, for example, villagers earn income from selling recyclable waste,
villagers gain welfare from the community, and the area in the community becomes clean and
beautiful.

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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research article were to 1) examine the effectiveness of
the curriculum development of teachers’ ability to design activities in the STEAM education
model, 2) investigate the effects of enhancing abilities to develop activities in the STEAM
education model, and 3)survey the teachers’ satisfaction of implementing the curriculum as
a design of development research. The sample employed in the current research consisted of
10 teachers from five small elementary schools in Nakhon Nayok. The research instruments
were: 1) the curriculum, 2) an assessment test on knowledge of experience management with
the STEAM education model, and 3) an assessment test on planning experience management.
The data were statistically analyzed by percentage, mean, and standard deviation. The highest
mean of the appropriateness of the curriculum was at 4.58.

The results of the research were as follows:

1) The quality of the curriculum analyzed from the teachers’ knowledge of experience
management with the STEAM education after implementing was higher. Besides, after
instruction, the teachers’ ability developed through the conduct of learning activities had the
mean of 17.20, which was at the highest level. This exhibited that the post-test scores were
higher than the pre-test scores with statistical significance at .05.

2) The teachers’ ability to design a plan for experience management based on the
STEAM education model for kindergarten students to enhance skills in critical thinking and
problem-solving was at the highest level (M = 4.70).

3) The teachers’ satisfaction of the curriculum in which the STEAM education model

was implemented to plans for the experience management was at the highest level (M= 4.59).

The purposes of this research was to 1) develop a learning management model for
health education using project-based learning for enhancing creative problem-solving abilities in
health education of junior high-school students and 2) study the effectiveness of the project-
based learning model. The simple random sampling technique was used to select the research
sample; 30 junior high-school students from Srinakharinwirot Demonstration School, Ongkharak
Campus. The research instruments applied in this study included the following: 1) a project-
based learning guide model for enhancing the creative problem-solving abilities in health
education with a consistency index between 0.67-1.00, 2) and assessment of creative problem-
solving abilities. a consistency index between 0.67-1.00, and a confidence value of 0.85, and
3) a questionnaire regarding learning satisfaction. with is a consistency index between 0.67-1.00,
and a confidence value of 0.78. The data were analyzed using basic and test statistics
(independent t-test).

The research results were as follows: 1) The project-based learning model for
enhancing the creative problem-solving abilities in health education of junior high-school
students consisted of four learning stages (S3C) namely: Spark Ideas, Collaborative Learning,
Creative Communication, and Conclusion. Additionally, the results of the effectiveness of the
project-based learning model revealed that 2.1) after implementing the project-based learning,
the average scores of the experimental group were higher at a significant level of .05. Moreover,
2.2) the satisfaction towards the project-based learning model for health education was at a high

level.

The research results found that Thai law requires many types of occupations have
never been imprisoned, such as traditional Thai doctors and operators of health establishments,
service providers in health establishments, etc. In addition, most Thai society does not give the
chance for people who have been released from prison to return to work because of ack of
trust in them regarding the safety of their lives, property, and reputation for their employers.

The current research entitled, “Acceptance of amendments to laws impeding the
employment of ex-convicts was aimed to, first of all, study and analyze the circumstances of
problems related to the acceptance of amendments to laws that obstruct the employment of
ex-convicts. Secondly, it was aimed to obtain recommendations for amending the law regarding
their employment. The research was conducted using qualitative research design based on
documentary research.

The research findings were found that there have been many laws defining the
prohibited qualifications in the case of persons who have previously been sentenced by a final
judgment to imprisonment, such as the Health Establishments Act 2016, the Security Business
Act 2015, and the Land Transport Act 1979. The main cause of criminal problems has been
affected from the society that determines crime. Even though those ex-convicts were
completely punished, the society has disdained, insulted, refused including, neither been
forgiven nor offered a chance to make amends. This has possibly forced those ex-convicts to
repeat more illegal commitment.

The research recommendations were revealed that the provisions of the Health
Establishments Act 2016, Security Business Act 2015, Land Transport Act 1979 should be revised
by adding the following messages, "...or obtain a certificate of employment after release from
prison issued by the Department of Corrections". In addition, it should propose a requirement to
the Department of Corrections to issue a work certificate after release from prison.

These recommendations were expected to eliminate obstacles from ex-convicts” employment.

This article presents results from area-based research for development under the
cooperation between Buengkasam subdistrict and Valaya Alongkorn Rajabhat University under
the Royal Patronage. This research objectives were 1) to examine Buengkasam subdistrict
people’s needs and subdistrict environment and 2) to define objectives and guidelines
Buengkasam subdistrict sustainable development which also serve the needs and environment
of Buengkasam subdistrict.

The plan
consisted of three main activities: the promotion of people’s understanding in establishing
community enterprise, the promotion and distribution of new community’s goods, and the

extraction of knowledges on the establishment of community enterprise.

This survey research aimed to study and compare the administration of a student care
and support system by the administrators of the Triamudomsuksa Pattanakarn school group.

The instrument used was a questionnaire with 42 items rated
on a 5-point scale, querying about the administration of a student care and support system by
the administrators of the Triamudomsuksa Pattanakarmn school group, with a reliability value of

2. Comparison of teachers’ opinions concerning showed that, when classified by level
of education, work experience, and school size, the results could be summarized as follows.

2.1 Teachers with different educational levels had similar opinions, overall and
for each aspect.

2.2 Teachers with different levels of work experience had varying opinions,
overall and when screening students separately, promoting student development, preventing
and solving problems showed a statistically significant difference at .05.

2.3 Teachers at schools of different sizes had similar opinions, overall and for

each aspect.

2) The results of the ordinary
national educational test found that the subjects with average score ranked from highest to
lowest include; Thai subjects had an average score of 57.28, English subjects had an average
score of 40.71, Mathematics subjects had an average score of 38.09, and Science subjects had
an average score of 34.93. All subjects have higher than national average scores. 3) The
relationship between the family economic status and the results of ordinary national
educational test found that overall subjects had a low positive correlation with no statistical

learning disabilities. 2) Based on the examination of each element's interaction, the group of
teachers discovered the suitability factor for learning disability conditions learn and learning
environment. There is a link that influences the demand for digital educational media. According
to the equation ¥ = 0.310 + 1.038 (Disability) - 0.117 (Environment), and the group of students
discovered that the elements of suitability for learning disability conditions and the feedback
side there is a relationship that influences the demand for digital media for learning, which is
represented by the equation § = 1.828 + 0.238 (Disability) + 0.164 (Feedback).

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ABSTRACT

This research studied political characteristics of the Soviet Union (USSR) towards Islam
and Kazakh believers during the revolutionary era and analyzed Soviet anti-Islamic political
communication in Kazakhstan from 1917 to 1941. Communication strategies outlined by Everett
M. Rogers were used as analytical framework for this qualitative research. Results were that the
USSR political character towards Islam and Kazakh believers between 1917 and 1928 comprised
policy compromise, preservation of Islamic belief culture in Kazakh society in the early days and
conflict avoidance to retain Kazakh popular support. Government political communications
about Islam in Kazakhstan from 1929 to 1941 consisted of: 1) as senders, the Soviet government,
League of Militant Atheists, Koshchi Union, and anti-religious organizations; 2) messages with

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ABSTRACT

Mangrove forest resource is a crucial resource to human existence and serves as a
habitat for several animals. However, it is now discovered that the mangrove forest area is
encroached upon and utilized, resulting in a reduction of mangrove forest resources. The
research aims to explore the ways to preserve resources and make mangrove forests more
fertile and sustainable by creating local regulations model for mangrove forest management.
The research methodology applied in this study included reviewing research papers, in-depth
interviews and focus group discussions. The sample group of the study included the
representatives from successful forest management areas, representatives from local
government organizations, and representatives from the community sector in the forest area.

According to the study, the result revealed that important factors affected forest
resource management in Thailand including human resources, budget, central government
support, delineation of jurisdictional boundaries, emphasis on forest conservation by local
government organizations, and community participation. In addition, the analysis of numerous
documents on forest management concepts and regulations in Thailand revealed that there is
no formal legislation governing forest management in the country. Instead, other laws' principles
are adopted, resulting in an inconsistent understanding of responsibilities, and overlapping
functions. As a result, a study of the roles of local governments and community participation in
forest resource management was carried out.

This research study suggests that local government organizations use the model local
forest management regulations to create a local ordinance that is appropriate for their

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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were 1) to study the satisfaction level of using the Learning
Management System (LMS) of Ministry of Justice and 2) to compare the satisfaction levels of
using the LMS classified by personal factors. The sample consisted of 245 personnel of the
Office of Permanent Secretary. The data was collected by questionnaires, and analyzed by the
statistic, including percentages, averages, standard deviations, t-test, one-way ANOVA,
The statistical significance was set at .05.

The study results indicated that personnel under the Office of the Permanent
Secretary for Justice were moderately satisfied with the overall LMS system. The hypothesis
testing revealed that personal factors such as gender, educational level, employment type,
position level, and affiliated department had not different in satisfaction in using the Learning
Management System, while the personnel had different in age, length of service, and the
frequency of system usage within the last 6 months had difference in the satisfaction levels of

using the LMS at the level of statistical significance .05.

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ABSTRACT

This study explores the instances of indirect refusals as a speech act in The Surgeon,
a short story written by Roald Dahl. The investigation examined the utilization of indirect
refusals and their relationship with politeness strategies and the sociological variables, namely
social distance (D), relative power (P), and absolute ranking (R) of imposition, as expounded by
Brown and Levinson (1987). The analysis was conducted on negative responses to offers and
suggestions in the story and the results were based on the politeness strategies put forth by
Liang and Min (2013). The findings demonstrate that indirect refusals used by characters, such as
those between the doctor and the prince-patient in the story, align with politeness strategies,
with an example in the use of excuses or reasons. The sociological variables between them play
a crucial role in their usage, particularly in preserving the interlocutor's positive face by providing
a rationale for their deployment. These results offer evidence to support the politeness theory

proposed by Brown and Levinson.

Introduction

Refusals play an integral role in everyday conversational exchanges, where they serve
as negative responses to offers, suggestions, requests, or invitations made by the addressee. The
concept of refusal, as defined by Searle and Vandervken (1985, as cited in Al-kahtani, 2005),
refers to the opposite of acceptance, indicating the speaker's unwillingness to comply with
the addressee's wants. Refusals can potentially evoke negative emotions in the hearer, thus
highlighting the significance of performing appropriate refusals in conversation. The choice of an
appropriate refusal strategy is influenced by the sociological variables proposed by Brown and
Levinson (1987), including social distance (D) between the speaker and the hearer, relative
power (P) of the hearer over the speaker, and the absolute ranking (R) of imposition in
proportion to the expenditure of time and goods (Brown & Levinson, 1987). To elaborate, the
absolute ranking of imposition refers to a ranking system that helps individuals determine the
politeness strategies to employ when dealing with impositions. Impositions, such as requests
that demand more time and resources (goods), may be perceived as more face-threatening,
and, therefore, politeness strategies like indirectness are often employed to mitigate the
imposition. On the other hand, impositions that are less time-consuming or resource-intensive
may require fewer politeness strategies.

Refusal, being a face-threatening act, can pose a threat to the positive-face want (the
want of approval) by indicating that the speaker does not care about the addressee's feelings or
wants, thereby undermining the hearer's wants (Brown & Levinson, 1987). To mitigate such
a threat, indirect refusals, as opposed to direct refusals, are often employed for politeness
purposes. The selection of an appropriate politeness strategy for indirect refusals should be

based on the three aforementioned social variables (D, P, and R). This is in line with the notion

that the speaker's choice of politeness strategy should take into consideration the social
dynamics of the conversational exchange.

Previous studies examining the speech act of refusal have primarily employed
a discourse completion task (DCT) as a means of collecting data. The DCT involves presenting
participants with a prompt requiring them to generate a refusal response. This method is favored
for its ease and practicality when compared to alternative methods, such as the collection of
spontaneous speech data (Wongsittikan, 2022). In addition, literature-based studies exploring
speech acts have largely focused on classifying and analyzing different types of speech acts,
with examples including investigations into Aesop's fables (Abdulla & Abdulla, 2022), Anton
Chekhov's The Seagull (Olfati & Yarahmadi, 2011), and works by Oscar Wilde, Colin Howard, and
Colin Galsworthy (Altikriti, 2011).

The current study utilized "The Surgeon," a short story by Roald Dahl, as a source for
data collection since Dahl is widely regarded as the most renowned British author for children
(Maynard & Mcknight, 2002, as cited in Sriphachan, 2019). The objective of this study is to
examine the applicability of Brown and Levinson's (1987) politeness theory to the dialogues
presented in the story, with a specific focus on the speech act of refusal. This analysis aims to
shed light on the interplay between politeness and the use of refusals in fictional discourse.

In this short story, the protagonist, Robert Sandy, is a doctor who holds steadfast to
his belief of not accepting payment from patients. However, after successfully treating one of
the sons of the King of Saudi Arabia, he is offered a diamond worth over a million dollars.
The central theme of the story revolves around this valuable diamond and the occurrence of

indirect refusals as the speaker declines offers or suggestions regarding the diamond.

Literature Review

This literature review explores the concepts surrounding refusal speech acts as a form
of face-threatening act, with an emphasis on the use of indirectness and their relationship with
politeness strategies as proposed by Liang and Min (2013) and politeness theory, along with its
sociological variables, as described by Brown and Levinson (1987).

1. The Speech Act of Refusal

Refusal is a speech act that falls under the umbrella of commissives, which are
utterances that obligate the speaker to some future course of action (Huang, 2007). Refusals
serve as a means of countering the listener's expectations and preconceived notions (Al-Eryni,
2008, as cited in Mohammad et al., 2012). Thus, a speaker who engages in a refusal is effectively
declining to participate in the proposal made by the interlocutor, resulting in a disharmonious
exchange.

Speech acts are a central concept in the field of linguistics, having been first
introduced by J. L. Austin and later developed by his student, John R. Searle. A speech act
comprises three distinct components: the locutionary act, the illocutionary act, and the
perlocutionary act. The locutionary act refers to the production of a meaningful and
linguistically well-formed utterance. For example, when a speaker says "'l have a prior
engagement" in response to an invitation to go out, such as "Could you go out with me

tonight?", they are performing a locutionary act. Additionally, this utterance constitutes an
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illocutionary act, as it conveys the intended meaning of refusing the invitation.
The perlocutionary act, on the other hand, refers to the effects or consequences of the speech
act on the hearer, such as feelings of disappointment or anger.

The act of refusal can be considered a face-threatening behavior, and as such, it is
often performed indirectly rather than directly. Indirect forms of refusal may be achieved
through the utilization of semantic formulae or categorization. In the literature of cross-cultural
pragmatics, the terms "semantic formula" and "strategy" are frequently used interchangeably to

refer to the same concept (Sattar et al., 2011).

2. The Concept of Face: Face Wants and Face-Threatening Acts (FTAs)

The concept of face, as defined by Brown and Levinson (1987), refers to
"the public self-image that every member wants to claim for himself" (p. 61). These authors
decompose face into two distinct facets: negative face and positive face. Negative face
represents the desire for freedom of action and unimpeded behavior, while positive face is
associated with the desire for approval and appreciation. Culpepper (2001, as cited in Lewis,
2008) posits that "any action that impinges in some degree upon a person's face is a face-
threatening act" (p. 183).

In light of this, refusal can be considered a face-threatening behavior as it
contradicts an interlocutor's expressed opinion, thereby threatening the interlocutor's positive
face. Given the potential impact of face-threatening acts, it is essential to carefully consider the

appropriate politeness strategy before engaging in an act of refusal.

3. Brown and Levinson’s Politeness Theory
Brown and Levinson (1987) propose that "face is something that is emotionally
invested, and that can be lost, maintained, or enhanced, and must be constantly attended to in
interaction” (p. 61). This suggests that both the speaker and the addressee must be mindful of
avoiding face-threatening acts that could impact their negative or positive face. Based on this
premise, it is important to consider the politeness strategies proposed by Brown and Levinson
when engaging in acts such as refusals, in order to minimize the potential threat to face and

ensure a smooth and respectful interaction. The politeness strategies are shown in the chart:

1. without redressive action, baldly

on recor 2. positive politeness
with redressive action

3. negative politeness
4. off record

5. Don’t do the FTA

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Face-threatening acts (FTAs) can be performed using either on-record or off-record
communication. On-record communication involves a clear intention behind an utterance, while
off-record communication allows for multiple interpretations and often involves indirect
expression of a speaker's intention. An act performed baldly, without redressive action,
is characterized by direct and clear expression, while redressive action typically involves the use
of positive or negative politeness strategies. Positive politeness aims to minimize potential face
threats by being friendly or preserving solidarity between the speaker and hearer, while negative
politeness serves to respect the hearer's desire to maintain autonomy and avoid imposition.
In some cases, FTAs can be avoided through nonverbal communication such as facial
expressions. This paper aims to investigate the usage of indirect refusals in the short story
"The Surgeon" and their association with the politeness strategies. Refusal, being a face-
threatening act (FTA), can pose a threat to the hearer's positive face, necessitating the use of
indirect refusals and accompanying politeness strategies.

To that end, the researcher adopts the politeness strategies proposed by Brown and
Levinson (1987) and described by Liang and Min (2013) to examine indirect refusals found in the
short story. The strategies include positive politeness (strategy 1: claim common ground or
solidarity; strategy 2: offer of repair/new solution; strategy 3: use of an excuse; strategy 4:
promise; strategy 5: show sympathy and consideration), negative politeness, and bald on-record
strategies (strategy 6: explicit and direct expression of refusal), as well as off-record strategies
(strategy 7: giving hints; strategy 8: being ambiguous; strategy 9: being evasive; strategy 10: using
body language).

Brown and Levinson (1987, as cited in Lewis, 2008) posit that the seriousness of a
face-threatening act depends on three sociological variables, which will be analyzed in the
context of indirect refusals in the short story. These variables are social distance (D) between
the speaker and hearer, relative power (P) between the speaker and hearer, and the absolute
ranking (R) of imposition in a given culture or situation.

In conclusion, the study seeks to demonstrate the importance of considering these

politeness strategies and sociological variables in the performance of indirect refusals.

Research Questions

The following research questions will be addressed in this study:

1. To what extent can the indirect refusals in the short story "The Surgeon" be related
to the politeness strategies outlined by Brown and Levinson?

2. Does the application of the social variables proposed by Brown and Levinson assist

in explaining the use of indirect refusals in this particular literary work?

Research Methodology

Data Collection

The researcher carefully reviewed the short story and identified some instances of
conversational exchanges related to negative indirect refusals in response to offers and

suggestions.
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Data Analysis

The present study leveraged the politeness strategies proposed by Liang and Min
(2013) to analyze the negative responses to offers and suggestions present in the short story,
The Surgeon. In particular, the study employed Brown and Levinson's (1987) framework of
politeness strategies, which encompasses positive politeness, negative politeness, off-record
strategies, and bald on-record strategies, in order to explain the indirect refusals observed in the
text. In addition, the study took into consideration the relationships between the characters, as
these are believed to impact the choice of indirect refusals according to the three social
variables proposed by Brown and Levinson (1987), which are: social distance (D), relative power
(P), and absolute ranking (R) of imposition. The relationships analyzed in this study include the
doctor (Robert Sandy) with a prince patient, a male patient, the doctor’s wife (Betty Sandy), and
a jeweler (Harry Gold) with a customer (Robert Sandy).

Results & Discussion
Following the systematic classification of the indirect refusals present in Roald Dahl's

short story, The Surgeon, the researcher identified five instances of refusal of suggestions and
four instances of refusal of offers. With regard to the speech act of refusal, it is widely accepted
that this act poses a threat to the positive face wants of the recipient. However, it is also
acknowledged that various politeness strategies can be utilized to mitigate this threat, including
positive politeness, negative politeness, and other strategies (Liang & Min, 2013). To facilitate
analysis, the findings were analyzed in a chronological manner within the context of the short
story.

“You have done extraordinarily well,” Robert Sandy said, seating himself behind the

desk. “It’s altogether a splendid recovery. | don’t think there’s any need for you to

come and see me anymore.” The patient finished putting on his clothes and said to

the surgeon, “May | speak to you, please, for another moment?” “Of course you may,”

Robert Sandy said. “Take a seat”.

(a) A Male Patient: “| suppose you refuse to take a fee?”
The Doctor (Robert Sandy): “I work entirely for the National Health Service

and they pay me a very fair salary”.

The male patient initiated the interaction with an indirect speech act, utilizing an
interrogative construction in the form of an affirmative statement, with the intention of offering
a fee to the doctor. However, the doctor, Robert Sandy, held a conviction of not accepting fees
from his patients and therefore declined the offer. To execute the refusal, Robert Sandy
employed an indirect refusal strategy, specifically using an explanation or reason. This form of
indirect refusal was perceived as polite and can be analyzed as utilizing a positive politeness
strategy, as proposed by Brown and Levinson (1987) and further explained by Liang and Min
(2013), which involves strategy 3: offering an excuse. This choice of strategy may have been
influenced by the desire to remove the implication of a direct refusal, as the use of an excuse
provides an alternative explanation for the potentially face-threatening behavior, as described
by Coppock (2005 as cited in Liang and Min, 2013).
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Given the social distance between the physician and the patient, who may be meeting
for the first time, it is imperative that the physician adopt a polite demeanor. The social distance
(D) between the communicator and the recipient may dictate that the response preserves the
latter's positive face. This is due to the significant social distance that exists between the two
parties. By citing receipt of salary as the reason, the physician effectively declined the patient's
offer in a polite manner, rather than resorting to a confrontational approach. This strategy
preserves the patient's face, despite the rejection of their offer.

(After having seen the doctor kept refusing his offer), the prince said, “But dash it all,
you saved my life”, tapping the palm of his hands on the desk. “I did no more than any other
competent surgeon would have done,” Robert Sandy said. The prince took his hands off the
desk and clasped them on his lap. “All right”, Mr Sandy, even though you refuse a fee, there is
surely no reason why my father should not give you a small present to show his gratitude.” ...
The prince took from his jacket pocket a small pouch made of black velvet and he pushed it
across the desk... Robert Sandy looked suspiciously at the black pouch, but he made no move
to take it.

(b) The Prince Patient: “My father said also to tell you that in his eyes my life is
without price and that nothing on earth can repay you adequately for having
saved it. This is simply a ... what shall we call it ... a present for your next
birthday. A small birthday gift.”

The Doctor: “He shouldn’t give me anything.”

Upon recuperation, the princely patient expressed a strong desire to gift the attending
physician. The physician declined the offer with due deference. Subsequently, the prince
informed the physician that his father, the king, wished to present a gift. The physician proffered
an alternative suggestion, politely declining the offer and suggesting that the king need not
provide any gifts. This indirect refusal can be interpreted as an instance of the positive
politeness strategy 2, namely "offer of repair/new solution”, employed to mitigate the impact of
the rejection on the prince.

The social distance (D) between the physician and the princely patient necessitated
that the refusal be executed in a polite manner, owing to their significant social distance.
Although the relative power (P) dynamic between the two (the patient over the doctor) could
have been a factor, the researcher posits that it played a secondary role in this particular
scenario. This is likely because, despite being a prince and the son of a king, the patient was
also a patient of the physician. Hence, the social distance between the two was deemed
sufficient to warrant the conclusion that the physician's indirect refusal was polite and
maintained the patient's positive face.

From (b), “Good gracious me,” Robert Sandy said, looking at it [the pouch] but not yet
touching it. “What is it?”
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(@ The Prince Patient: “It’s a diamond. Pure white. It’s not especially large but
the colour is good.”
The Doctor: “I really can’t accept a present like this. No, it wouldn’t be right. It

must be quite valuable.”

In this conversation exchange, the prince attempted to entice the physician to accept
his gift, a diamond, by highlighting its desirable qualities. This was a strategy aimed at persuading
the physician to accept the gift. Despite these efforts, the physician declined the prince's offer,
stating that it would not be right, or it can be seen as unethical for a doctor to receive a
diamond from a patient. The physician's response was characterized by an indirect refusal,
which was accompanied by a reason. This reason appears to align with positive politeness
strategy 3, specifically the use of an excuse, as a means of declining the offer while preserving
the positive face of the prince.

Two crucial social variables were evident in this situation. Firstly, the social distance
(D) between the physician and the prince, as they were unfamiliar with one another, needed to
be taken into account. Secondly, the absolute ranking (R) of imposition was significant, as the
prince was offering a diamond, a substantial gift, rather than a more modest offering such as a
cup or food, which placed it in a high position in terms of impositions of goods. The magnitude
of the prince's offer was too significant for the physician to accept, and it was an unprecedented
gesture for any physician. Therefore, it was appropriate for the physician to initially employ a
moderately direct refusal, stating, "l really can't accept a present like this" since it might be
perceived as a moral misconduct or unethical behavior to receive a valuable diamond from the
patient. However, due to the concern of upsetting the prince, the physician then provided a
plausible reason, stating, "It [the diamond] must be quite valuable." To maintain politeness, the
physician further elucidated why the gift could not be accepted. This suggests that, in addition
to the social distance (D) between the speaker and hearer, the absolute ranking (R) of imposition
also influenced the choice of the politeness strategy employed in the indirect refusal in this
scenario.

From (c), The prince smiled at him. “I must tell you something, Mr Sandy.” He said.
“Nobody refuses a gift from the King. It would be a terrible insult. It has never been done.”
Robert Sandy looked back at the prince. “Oh dear,” he said. “You are making it awkward for me,

aren’t you?”

(d) The Prince Patient: “It is not awkward at all,” “Just take it.”

The Doctor: “You could give it to the hospital.”

Despite persistent attempts by the prince to convince the physician to accept the gift,
the prince stated that it would be a severe affront if the physician declined the gift from
the king. The physician attempted to decline the offer by suggesting that the prince could
donate the diamond to the hospital where the physician worked. The indirect refusal employed
by the physician could be perceived as a statement of alternative. Additionally, the physician's
refusal could be linked to positive politeness strategy 2: offer of repair/new solution. This
strategy was used to politely decline the prince's offer and to mitigate any negative impact on

the prince.
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In the conversation exchange, the choice of politeness strategy employed by the
doctor in declining the prince's offer was influenced by the social distance (D) between the two
parties and the absolute ranking (R) of imposition. Given the lack of familiarity between the
prince and the doctor, using indirect refusals was deemed to be a more polite approach. The
doctor's continued refusal of the diamond gift highlights that such an offer went against his
personal beliefs and ethical principles. While relative power (P) between the prince and the
doctor could potentially have a bearing on the refusal, it was deemed to play a minor role in
this scenario as it was attributed to the prince's father, the King of Saudi Arabia, who was not a
participant in the conversation. Ultimately, the doctor's offering of an alternative solution as an
indirect refusal was considered polite and appropriate, preserving the positive face of the prince.

He [Robert Sandy] picked up the diamond and placed it in the palm of one hand.
“There’s never been a diamond in our family before,” he said. “Gosh, it is beautiful, isn’t it. You

must please convey my thanks to His Majesty and tell him | shall always treasure it.”

(e) The Prince Patient: “You don’t actually have to hang on to it.” “My father
would not be in the least offended if you were to sell it.”
The Doctor: “I don’t think | shall sell it.”

This analysis will focus on examining instances where suggestions are refused in the
discourse. During the conversation, the prince made a proposal that the physician should sell
the diamond. The physician's rejection of the suggestion was executed in an indirect manner
through the use of a promise not to dispose of the diamond, potentially as a means of avoiding
the potential irritation of the prince. The prince's suggestion was politely declined through the
utilization of strategy 4, which involves making a promise and is considered a way of
demonstrating the speaker's positive intention to preserve the addressee's suggestion or positive
face wants, as identified by Liang and Min (2013).

The social factors, including the social distance (D) between the prince and the
physician, played a significant role in shaping the physician's response to the prince's suggestion.
Additionally, the absolute ranking (R) of imposition acted as a reminder for the physician to
properly refuse the suggestion. Given that the physician had received a diamond of potentially
substantial monetary value, it was deemed inappropriate and impolite to decline the suggestion
directly. In an effort to avoid causing offense to the hearer, the physician opted to indirectly

refuse the suggestion not to sell the diamond through the use of a promise.

) The Jeweler: (Harry Gold) “in case it [the diamond] interests you, makes it
worth about half a million dollars in the trade and over one million dollars if
you bought it in a shop.”

The Doctor: “You are making me nervous.”

Physician Robert Sandy, having made the decision to accept the gift, sought to
ascertain the value of the stone and approached Harry Gold, a jeweler, for clarification. After a
thorough examination of the stone, the jeweler provided an estimated price, stating that if the
physician were to sell the diamond, it would fetch over a million dollars. However, the physician

declined to accept the jeweler's valuation of the diamond and instead chose to indirectly refuse
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the suggestion through a form of indirect criticism of the requester (Beebe et al., 1990). Although
this indirect method of refusal may not appear explicitly polite, it served as an attempt to
dissuade the interlocutor. It is a way of conveying hesitancy and reluctance without directly
refusing.

In this specific instance, the employment of indirect refusal in response to the
jeweler's suggestion appeared to be an appropriate course of action. The social distance (D)
between physician Robert Sandy and jeweler Harry Gold was relatively limited, thus rendering
the indirect refusal as a means to exhibit the amicable relationship between the jeweler and the
customer. This can be construed as a demonstration of solidarity or the establishment of
common ground (strategy 1). Furthermore, the absolute ranking (R) of imposition seemed to
play a pivotal role in this scenario, given that the jeweler's estimate of the diamond's value was

deemed exorbitant, making it challenging for the physician to embrace it.

(9) The Doctor: “We should do it now [go to the bank to get the diamond
deposited safely].”
His Wife: “It’s Friday night my darling. All the banks are closed till next
Monday.”

Upon discovering that the diamond was valued at over one million dollars,
the physician, Dr. Robert Sandy, brought the news home with excitement. However,
he remembered that he and his wife had plans to ¢o out the following morning and was faced
with the challenge of where to securely store the valuable gem. Initially, he proposed carrying it
with him, but his wife expressed concerns over the possibility of losing it. Recognizing the risks
involved in carrying such a valuable item, Dr. Sandy suggested placing it in a safe deposit box at
the bank. His wife, however, declined this idea, pointing out that it was Friday evening and all
banks in the area were closed. She employed two positive politeness strategies in her indirect
refusal, which included using the endearing term "darling" and providing a valid explanation for
the unavailability of the banks over the weekend.

In this particular instance, the wife's use of the term "darling" indicates a close
relationship between the doctor and his wife. This endearing term is a positive politeness
strategy aimed at maintaining social harmony and showing affection towards the doctor. As the
doctor was asking his wife to change their plans and go to the bank on a Friday night, a direct or
confrontational rejection of his suggestion could have led to a failed resolution or even
escalated into a disagreement. Therefore, the wife employed positive politeness strategies to

soften her refusal while still maintaining the couple's social harmony.

(h) His Wife: “We’d better hide it [the diamond] somewhere in the house.”
The Doctor: “I don’t think that’s a very good idea.”

The doctor's wife proposed the idea of hiding the diamond within the house;
however, the doctor expressed his disagreement with her suggestion through the utilization of
negative politeness or bald on-record strategy, explicitly expressing his refusal with the phrase
"I don't think...". This utterance can be perceived as an indirect refusal, as it aimed to discourage

the wife's proposal by critiquing her idea and demonstrating its inefficacy. The employment of
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negative politeness strategy in this instance indicates a dynamic interplay between power
relations and politeness strategies within the conversation.

In this scenario, the degree of social distance (D) between the speaker and listener
was established to be close, as evidenced by the long-standing nature of their relationship as a
couple with three adult children, which is mentioned in the short story. This close relationship is
further reinforced by information provided in the short story, where it is stated that the male
protagonist, Robert Sandy, engages in daily bicycle commutes to work, a routine that not only
keeps him physically fit but also allows his wife to have access to a car. Given this close
relationship, it is plausible to conclude that the indirect refusal expressed in the conversation
about the safekeeping of the diamond, which has significant monetary value, may not have
been perceived as impolite. The ranking of imposition (R) in this situation is also appropriate, as
the conversation pertains to the safeguarding of a valuable asset that could potentially lead to

their financial stability. This underscores the importance of the matter at hand.

(i) The Doctor: “Shall we bury it [the diamond] under the soil of the azalea plant
in the sitting-room? No one’s going to look there.”

His wife: “It’s not one hundred percent safe.”

The doctor, Robert Sandy, suggested hiding the diamond under the soil of the azalea
plant in the sitting-room. However, his wife politely declined the suggestion by expressing her
concern that the diamond may be discovered by a potential intruder who could knock over the
pot and spill the soil, thereby revealing the diamond's presence. Her response can be
considered an instance of the positive politeness strategy, as she employed an excuse or
explanation to indirectly decline the proposal. This indirect refusal can be attributed to the
close social distance (D) between the couple, as they have a long-standing relationship as a
married couple with three adult children. The absolute ranking (R) of imposition is also relevant,
given the importance of the diamond's value and the need for a secure location to store it.
By using polite language, the wife's refusal was perceived as appropriate and respectful.

The analysis presented demonstrates that the indirect refusals in the short story are
consistent with the politeness strategies described by Brown and Levinson (1987). However, it is
important to note that the refusal strategies proposed by Liang and Min (2013) may not
encompass the full range of indirect refusals commonly used in everyday language interactions.
In the course of the analysis, the researcher confirmed that using an excuse can function as a
reason or explanation, citing Beebe, Takahashi, and Uliss-Weltz (1990) to support this assertion.

Furthermore, in the instance of the doctor's indirect refusal, expressed as "You are
making me nervous," this response does not align with any of the strategies identified by Liang
and Min (2013). In fact, the researcher determined that this response might represent an indirect
form of criticism utilized to decline the requester's suggestion without overtly stating refusal, as
discussed by Beebe, Takahashi, and Uliss-Weltz (1990). Given these findings, future research
endeavors could explore ways to enhance the accuracy and comprehensiveness of the refusal
strategies proposed by Liang and Min (2013), potentially by integrating additional linguistic and

sociological factors.
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The findings of this analysis suggest that the sociological factors proposed by Brown
and Levinson (1987) are applicable to the use of indirect refusals in the short story. Social
distance (D), relative power (P), and absolute ranking (R) of imposition are, to a large extent,
effective in accounting for the characters' use of indirect refusals. Another noteworthy point of
discussion is that, given Roald Dahl's British background, British cultural norms may influence the
use of indirect refusals in his works. As highlighted by Iliadi and Larina (2017), in their study
comparing Russian and British individuals' performance of refusal speech acts using a discourse
completion task, the results revealed that British participants were more inclined to employ
politeness strategies to mitigate refusals. Consequently, they tended not to use explicit

negatives, a behavior aimed at preserving the interlocutors' face.

Conclusion

This research paper investigates how politeness strategies, as outlined by Liang and Min
(2013), interact with sociological factors as described by Brown and Levinson (1987), particularly
in the context of refusal, a speech act known for its potential face-threatening nature. The
analysis and interpretation of selected conversational instances reveal that characters in the
short story employ various politeness strategies in the form of indirect refusals to mitigate the
speech act of refusal, which depends on the magnitude of the social variables involved. Overall,
this study lends support to Brown and Levinson's politeness theory, with a specific emphasis on
the three sociological variables.

However, in this research paper, only a limited number of nine instances of indirect
refusals have been subjected to examination. There might be other examples in the story that
are available for inclusion. It is also crucial to acknowledge that the analysis presented herein is
subjective in its interpretation and should be considered with some reservations. Nevertheless,
this study has successfully achieved its objectives by establishing a discernible correlation
between indirect refusals and politeness strategies. Furthermore, it underscores the pivotal role
played by three social variables in shaping politeness in communicative exchanges, particularly

within the selected dialogues in the short story.

For researchers interested in further exploring this area of analysis, data can be
collected from both native speakers and L2 learners of English. Written sources, such as novels,
dramas, and movies, offer examples of conversational data suitable for analysis. Moreover,
future research endeavors may involve validating the sociolosgical factors proposed by Brown
and Levinson (1987) by examining the impact of age and gender on the selection of politeness
strategies or by determining the values of the social variables since they can be culture-specific,
whether hierarchical in eastern cultures or egalitarian and individualistic in western ones. Such
investigations would significantly contribute to a deeper understanding of politeness theory and

the underlying mechanisms of language use.
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
