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ABSTRACT

Since 2016, in alignment with the CEFR framework for university students, the Ministry
of Higher Education, Science, Research and Innovation (MHESI) has aimed to enhance English
language proficiency among higher education students. This has led many higher education
institutions to require students to achieve a Bl level of English proficiency, as defined by the
Common European Framework of Reference for Languages (CEFR), which assesses all four
language skills: listening, speaking, reading, and writing (Commission on Higher Education, 2016).
To achieve this goal, higher education institutions have implemented various academic
management guidelines, including curriculum design consistent with CEFR criteria, faculty
development, international standard-based assessment, and collaborative networking (Boonjing
et al,, 2021). Furthermore, there have been guidelines for applying digital technology to promote
teaching and learning (OECD, 2020), as well as exploring, analyzing, and developing models for
English language skill development activities based on the CEFR framework, which extends to
the use of computer systems for management (Pomin & Sreenongyang, 2020). This article,
therefore, has aimed to compile and synthesize successful academic management approaches
from higher education institutions that have effectively raised students' English language
proficiency to a Bl level. The goal is to propose practical guidelines that will probably be
applied according to each institution's context, considering flexibility, sustainability,
and efficiency in developing students' English language skills based on the international
standards. The results of collecting and synthesizing these guidelines indicated that universities
achieving their students' English language proficiency targets according to CEFR standards have
possessed three main components. Firstly, the university has assigned English language skill
development tasks to departments specializing in English or regularly using English, besides using
it in general instruction. Examples of such departments are language centers, language institutes,
and international relations offices. Secondly, these universities have emphasized that the
responsible departments organize different activities. These activities must strictly adhere to
CEFR assessment criteria. This was supplemented by online platforms and influencers to attract
interest and encourage programs to integrate these activity guidelines into their own learning
management. This also included the creation of standardized examinations aligning with CEFR

guidelines.

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ABSTRACT

This study was aimed to investigate operations and obstacles in providing services
including guidelines for developing services to the elderly based on operational standards for
elderly care under the Local Government Organizations in Samut Prakan Province. The mixed
research methodology was applied. In the part of quantitative research design, 174 persons who
have worked related to elderly service were the research sample. In the part of qualitative
research design, 6 administrators from the Local Government Organizations were interviewed
using semi-structured in-depth interview. The quantitative research results were revealed that
personnel were highly involved in elderly affairs (83.3%). Additionally, problems and obstacles
of elderly services based on operational standards for elderly care were moderately scored at
2.73. Moreover, the samples expressed their opinions on guidelines for developing elderly
services based on operational standards for elderly care scoring at 4.21. They also added that
easy-to-access service development should be prioritized. The qualitative research results were
parallel to the quantitative ones for all topics. These research findings showed that government
agencies should promote elderly operations based on operational standards for elderly care
under Local Government Organizations. This was to ensure that personnel working in the similar
direction, showing their high performance, and defining operational standard based on the
relevant laws. In addition, operations on elderly services should be enhanced and integrated
with related networks. Besides those mentions, some laws and regulation should probably be
improved in terms of decentering power to the Local Government Organizations. So, those
organizations could manage their own responsibilities of service operations for the elderly and
learn about the elderly’s need based on each region.

This should facilitate
local government organization operations in serving geriatric residents and meeting their needs

regionally.

ABSTRACT

This research aims to study 1) the problems and obstacles in drug suppression
operations 2) develop a suitable and efficient drug suppression operation model for officers of
the Investigation Division, Phra Nakhon Si Ayutthaya Provincial Police to be appropriate and
efficient. The sample group was select the appropriate sample size calculation formula for
a survey research study using Taro Yamane's formula at a 5% margin of error and 95%
confidence level yields a sample size of 100 police officers working in drug suppression
operations for officers of the Investigation Division, Phra Nakhon Si Ayutthaya Provincial Police.
The research uses a questionnaire with a reliability value of 0.826. Descriptive statistical analysis
was performed, presenting results in percentage (%) and standard deviation (SD). The research
results found that the level of knowledge and awareness of police officers in both areas of
investigation, namely knowledge of laws and policies and knowledge of training operations and
welfare, was at a high level overall. The research results according to the objectives are as
follows: 1) Overall problems and obstacles were at a high level with average score 3.67. namely
personnel/officials, budget, materials/equipment, management, and related laws/regulations,
respectively. 2) Problem Solving and obstacles were at a high level with average score 3.96,
namely  laws/related  regulations, budget, personnel/officials,  materials/equipment,
and management, respectively. Therefore, the guidelines for developing the model should be:
2.1) Organize training to provide knowledge of laws and skills necessary for investigation before
performing duties. 2.2) Create a plan, procedures, disbursement, or budget transparently.
2.3) Provide equipment used in investigation duties sufficiently. 2.4) Create welfare and
compensation for officers’ performance on par with other agencies with similar characteristics.

2.5) Create a manual of laws related to operations that is clear and easy to understand.

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ABSTRACT

This research aims to study the development of a communication model for
creative tourism identity. A qualitative research methodology was employed, using in-depth
interviews with 25 participants and focus group discussions with 9 participants. Creative tourism
destinations from each region of Thailand were selected as case studies. The collected data
were analyzed using descriptive and interpretive content analysis. The findings from the in-depth
interviews revealed that the components of creative tourism identity can be classified into four
elements: a creative community, creative tourists, creative activities, and creative interactions.

The developed model of creative tourism identity communication consists of the
following components: the sender (the creative community), the receiver (the creative tourists),
the message and activities (which include the unique characteristics of the community's identity,
such as art, cultural heritage, traditions, religion, landscape, and way of life), and communication
through participation in activities such as experiencing the atmosphere, cooking, crafting
souvenirs, attending lectures by experts, sightseeing, engaging in performances, staying in
homestays, and exchanging daily life experiences. This model aims to facilitate interactions

among the stakeholders within the creative tourism community.

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ABSTRACT

The development of modern Roti Sai Mai using social engineering tools is
qualitative research that aims to: 1) study the context of Sri Sanphet community, Phra Nakhon Si
Ayutthaya Province, 2) analyze the production and distribution of Roti Sai Mai in the community,
and 3) develop a modern Roti Sai Mai product using social engineering tools. The study of the
problem found that the community has many Roti Sai Mai shops, high competition, products are
not different, consumers lack brand awareness and loyalty and are primarily concerned with
convenience and price. In addition, the store sees an opportunity to expand its customer base
to teenagers and working adults to increase income but lacks experience and knowledgeable
people of modern marketing. Therefore, joining the Social Engineering Project with Valaya
Alongkorn Rajabhat University. The research methodology used a participatory research process
with the community as the foundation. The research tools used are the five social engineering
tools: Fapradhan, Life Clock, Development Timeline, Process Timeline, and M.L.C. Model. The
research result are: 1) the context of the Sri Sanphet community is located on the route leading
to Wat Phra Sri Sanphet, a tourist attraction. There are 200 households, most of whom have
their main income from working as factory employees in the industrial estate in the province,
selling roti sai mai as a souvenir on holidays is an additional income of an average of 800-1,000
baht per day. 2) Analysis of the production and distribution of Roti Sai Mai found that the
process of making Roti Sai Mai flour from cereal flour has 5 steps, takes a total of 24-33 minutes
to produce and sells out within 8 hours/day, and 3) The process that was developed was to
design the product to be different from competitors. The research outputs are: 1) a recipe for
making roti dough sheets with green tea and cocoa flavors that are modern and can be eaten
by people of all ages, 2) packaging the roti dough sheets in a zip-lock bag helps extend the shelf
life, 3) the logo of the shop “Roti Sai Mai Pa Tua Lek” creates an identity that promotes brand
awareness and loyalty, and 4) add online ordering channels via the Line application. The
research outcome is that the community has suidelines for developing Roti Sai Mai products and
has formed a community network with Valaya Alongkorn Rajabhat University. The impact that
occurs is that community entrepreneurs have increased income and have higher

competitiveness as well.

The objectives of this research were to study the various factors that influence
health literacy among medical personnel in Thai hospitals during the COVID-19 pandemic. The
subjects were 428 medical personnel working in Thai hospitals during the COVID-19 pandemic.
The research instruments included a personal factors questionnaire, sense of control scale,
social support in organizations scale and health literacy scale were used as research
instruments. The analyses of statistics were percentage, mean, standard deviation, skewness
test, kurtosis tests Pearson’s Correlation Coefficient and multiple regression analysis.

The results showed that personal mastery (B = 51, p < .01) and social support in
organizations (B = .39, p < .01) could jointly predict 69% (R2 Adjusted = .69) of health literacy
among medical personnel in Thai hospitals during the COVID-19 pandemic at the .01 level of

ABSTRACT

This study aims to achieve three objectives: 1) to examine the conditions and
factors that cause conflict between the public and the government in the case of the
construction of the Pra Canal Water Gate Project under the Royal Initiative in Phanang Tung
Subdistrict, Khuan Khanun District, Phatthalung Province; 2) to analyse the characteristics of the
conflict resolution between the public and the government; and 3) to propose appropriate
strategies for managing the conflict between the public and the government in such projects.
This research employed a qualitative approach through in-depth interviews with key informants,
including stakeholders involved in the project, such as community leaders, local protest leaders,
representatives of civil society, independent organisations, regional government agencies, and
local government units, totaling 24 individuals. Purposive sampling was employed in this study,
focusing on the selection of key informants who possess relevant knowledge, experience, and
direct involvement in the case under investigation. Phenomenology was used as the primary
method for analyzing the collected data. The study found that the conflict arose from the
public's concerns about the potential impacts on the environment, lifestyle, society, and culture
of the community. Additionally, the lack of transparency in the project implementation, the
concealment of information, and the absence of public participation contributed to the tension.
Public attitudes towards corruption in the government and the failure of previous projects in the
area further fueled the conflict. Furthermore, the project was proposed from the central
government, and the approach to problem-solving did not align with the community's needs,
resulting in negative impacts on the community. This led to continuous protests by the public
against the project. Although the community's proposal to halt the project gained support, it
was difficult to achieve success. The findings from this study can serve as a guide for managing
conflicts between the public and the government in future projects that have environmental

and community impacts.
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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research was to study about naming strategies and to analyze
translation strategies for the nicknames of Ms. Paetongtarn Shinawatra Government and Cabinet
defined by Thai media. This study employed a qualitative research method. A total of ten Thai
nicknames were collected from the online newspaper, namely Thairath, and other English
nicknames were gathered from news website of The Nation for ten words and Thai PBS World
for ten words. To analyze naming strategies for the Thai language, speech play concept
by Sherzer’s (2002) was applied in the research. The research results were reveals that there
were eight strategies in the creation of nicknames, including word clipping and addition, referring,
wordplay, emphasizing, transcription, using idioms, metonymy, and vowel rhyme. Regarding
the translation strategies of nicknames from Thai into English, the theoretical framework of
Malone (1988, cited in Q‘Wiiiﬁ Tjuuiﬁ, 2561) was applied. Five translation strategies were found as
following, equation, diffusion, reordering, mixed strategies, and free translation—the latter
emerging as a distinct approach observed in the data. The research finding was indicated that
personal names and political-parry names have been commonly used as a main component in
creating nicknames and tended to exist even after being translated into another language.
Moreover, using a part of a personal name or political-party name as the main component for
defining nicknames indicated the different objectives. Nicknames derived from the political-party
name have reflected the party’s overall images, roles, and political standpoints, while those

derived from persons’ names have been focused on personal behaviors or individual actions.

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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to study the processes and results of using the competency-
based curriculum in primary schools, including the problems, obstacles, and supporting factors
in its implementation. Given the critical importance of developing necessary competencies for
students in the 21st century due to societal and technological changes, this study focused on
exploring curriculum implementation to inform future educational policy. The study was
conducted in 8 primary schools across four regions that were implementing the competency-
based curriculum. Key informants included school administrators, teachers, and students. The
research proceeded in three phases: preparation, data collection, and data analysis and
summarization. Research instruments comprised questionnaires, interview forms, and focus
group discussion topics. Data were analyzed using percentages and content analysis. The
research findings are as follows:

1. Competency-Based Curriculum Implementation Process: Academic leadership
from school administrators was crucial. Most schools (6 out of 8) recognized the importance of
teacher development but lacked consistency and diverse methods. Teachers utilized various
teaching methods and innovations, though only partially aligned with competency-based
principles. Both teachers and administrators showed a limited understanding of competency-
based assessment. Schools under different affiliations operated differently and faced distinct
challenges. Professional learning communities served as a vital tool for teacher development.

2. Results of Competency-Based Curriculum Use: Students developed core and
specific competencies at a satisfactory level. Administrators and teachers demonstrated
improved understanding of the context and increased enthusiasm. Students engaged more in
out-of-classroom learning and hands-on practice.

3. Problems, Obstacles, and Supporting Factors: Initial problems included a lack of
confidence and understanding. After one year of curriculum use, persistent issues involved
unclear assessment, interdisciplinary teaching challenges, and a shortage of expert teachers.
Supporting factors included personnel's knowledge and understanding of the curriculum, strong
networks, student participation, clear vision, effective management, and high-quality

foundational data.

This piece is significant to the tuba repertoire as it
is the first sonata ever composed for the instrument, presenting high levels of technical difficulty
and performance challenges. The study aims to analyze and interpret the composition as a
foundation for the researcher's master’s thesis in tuba solo performance. The analysis
encompasses the composer’s biography, the historical context of the piece, and its technical
performance aspects. The research process involved gathering academic sources, analyzing the
musical structure and techniques, devising practice methods, and selecting exercises tailored to
specific challenges. The findings are presented with conclusions and recommendations to aid
performers. The study emphasizes the importance of accurate execution of wide intervals,
adherence to articulation markings, and precision in ornamentation. The researcher advises
readers to carefully interpret and follow the musical instructions to achieve a high-standard

performance.

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ABSTRACT

This research aims to study the factors affecting the intention to purchase
products through the Shopee application of consumers. The case study compares two provinces
in Thailand: Bangkok and Nakhon Ratchasima. The study uses the principles of the online
marketing mix (6Ps) and the Howard-Sheth consumer behaviour model. Data collection was
conducted using online questionnaires, with samples consisting of 400 Shopee application users
from Bangkok and 400 Shopee application users from Nakhon Ratchasima. The study found that
the online marketing mix factors affecting the intention to use the Shopee application differ
between people in Bangkok and those in Nakhon Ratchasima. the research results came out, the
accepted components of 6Ps online marketing by the participants from Bangkok was Promotion
and Privacy. Meanwhile the Participants in Nakhon-Ratchasima accepted the component of
Products and Place. In addition, the component of customers behaviour that was accepted by
the participants from Bangkok was Attitude, Subject to norms, Confidence and Perception. While
the Participants in Nakhon-Ratchasima only accepts the component of Confidence and
Perception. Therefore, the analysis in this journal will discuss the factors impacting the intention
to use the Shopee application and include recommendations for applying the research findings
and suggestions for future research. Therefore, the data analysis in this journal will discuss the
impact of factors affecting the intention to use the Shopee application, including

recommendations for applying the research findings and suggestions for future research.
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Significance of the Problem

During Covid-19 pandemic, plenty of the business was negatively affected due
to the pandemic (Yota, 2020). Online shopping platforms growth rate raised up very quickly.
Shopee managed to raise their installation rate up to 63% (Shivkumar, 2024). Shopee was
officially launched in 2015 in Singapore. However, Shopee managed to expand their market into
a variety of countries within Southeast Asia. Within 1 year, they managed to have people install
their application for more than 300 million people. At present, most of the people are adapting
the innovative way of shopping to just click and wait to receive the parcel. That is why Shopee
was chosen as a case study. As the people who are thinking of starting to be a seller or a small
to medium business owner (SMEs) would benefit from the analysis from thesis paper. Due to the

high volume of Shopee applications installed (Ukkharachata, 2020).

As reported, in Quarter 1 of 2024. 96.1% of the internet users was the
population in the Middle region. Secondly, the North-Eastern region has 87.5. Thirdly, the North
of Thailand has 82.7%. And lastly, the South of Thailand 90.5%. Hence, the statistics show
regions of the population that uses technology highest and second highest are the Middle region
and North-Eastern region of Thailand. In additional, the highest internet usage and purchasing
habits compared in generations. Generation Y have the highest engagement to online shopping
for 88.36%. Followed by Generation X at 84.55%, Generation Z at 81.53%, and Baby Boomers at
74.04% (Electronic Transaction Development Agency, 2022). For this thesis paper, Generation Y
(also known as Millennials), defined as individuals aged 30-45 OR 24-43 in 2024. It shows that
Generation Y is the highest online shopper and tends to use more e-commerce platforms like
Shopee and Lazada (Purisan et al., 2024).

According to Namsreetan (2022) studies about “The causal factors influencing
loyalty to buy cosmetic on the Shopee application of consumers in Thailand” shows the
demographic population of Thailand who use the Shopee Application. The highest percentage
of Shopee user 20% were population in the middle region and 17.75% was the North-Eastern of
Thailand (Namsreetan, 2022). Hence, these 2 regions are selected as a case study of their
intention to use the Shopee application. In addition, this study will be selecting two of the
biggest population sizes from the Middle and North-Eastern region of Thailand. Since Bangkok
has the biggest population size in the Middle region, to prevent errors of the study, the
comparison has to be made with the biggest population size in the North-Eastern region. The
highest population in the North-Eastern region of Thailand is Nakhon-Ratchasima, and there are
2,630,058 people in the province (MGR online, 2023a).
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As mentioned above on the section of research question

1. To study the impact of 6Ps online marketing on the intention to use the

Shopee application towards the customers.

2. To examine the impact of customers' behaviour toward the intention to use

the Shopee application on the customers.

3. To compare the Shopee application users' behaviour between Bangkok, the

Middle region and Nakhon-Ratchasima, and the North-Eastern region. If they have different

factors that influence the intention to use the Shopee application.

Definition of Terms

Products: refers to the products offered to the customers by the Shopee application.

Price: refers to the value exchanged for items within the Shopee application.

Place: refers to the Shopee application that sells products to customers.

Promotion: refers to the discounts within the Shopee application.

Personalization: refers to the personal marketing strategies to each customer by the Shopee

application.

Privacy: refers to the security of the customers’ data that the Shopee application offers.
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Attitude: refers to the user’s attitude towards the intention to use the Shopee application in

the Bangkok and Nakhon-Ratchasima provinces of Thailand.

Subject to norm: refers to the user’s surrounding towards the intention to use the Shopee

application in the Bangkok and Nakhon-Ratchasima provinces of Thailand.

Literature review

6Ps of Digital Marketing Mix

The marketing mix refers to the marketing strategies that a company used to
drive their business toward their goals, thus the company used this theory for marketing

planning too. This theory was written by Jerome McCarthy:

Product: refers to the goods or services offered to meet customer needs and wants. As it is the

main thing the customers will look at while making purchasing decisions (Phukaew, 2022).

Price: refers to the cost customers pay for the product or service, reflecting its values. Study of

(Phukaew, 2022) stated that “An appropriate price is better than a cheaper price”.

Place: refers to the distribution channels and locations where the product is made available to
customers. Thus, the customer could choose to purchase at their own convenience. Since,

some might prefer to purchase online (Phukaew, 2022).

Promotion: refers to the strategies used to communicate with the target audience, including
advertising, and sales promotions. It is an element that will attract the customer to give more
attention to the products. Promotion helps the customers to decide to purchase faster
(Phukaew, 2022). The traditional 4Ps have been expanded to accommodate the evolving digital

marketing landscape, resulting in the 6Ps Model, which adds:

Personalization: refers to the Customising marketing aspect to individual customer preferences
and behaviours. However, this component may seem less important to the customers. But it
does affect the satisfaction of the customers while choosing what brands to purchase (Phukaew,
2022).
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Privacy: refers to ensuring the protection of customer data and building trust by maintaining
ethical practices in data usage. This element also does not affect the decision-making process,
but it does build trust for the customers (Phukaew, 2022).

Howard-Sheth Model of Buying Behavior

This theory aimed to explain how people make decisions to purchase items.
Founded by John Howard and Jagadish Sheth in 1969. It is an old school integration of social,
psychological and marketing factors that influenced the customers decision making process.
The main purpose of the theory is to understand an individual’s behaviour and what makes an
individual behave when the individual wants to purchase things (Howard & Sheth, 1969).

The levels of decision-making process are: 1. Extensive Problem-Solving
2. Limited problem-solving 3. Habitual response behaviour. There are 4 constructs of the theory

which are 1) Input stimulus display 2) Perceptual construct 3) Learning construct 4) Outputs.

Input variables - refers to the information of a particular product or brand in terms of quality,
price, services and availability. This construct has 3 groups of components which are: Significant
stimuli, Symbolic stimuli, social stimuli. (Anjali, 2019).

Perceptual construct - refers to the imagined information after receiving the products or brands
information from the input stage. The components are Sensitivity to information, Perceptual
Bias, Search for information (Anjali, 2019).
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Learning construct - refers to the perception or opinion that the individual has toward brands
and products. The components are Motive, Choice Criteria, Brand comprehension, Attitude,

Confidence, Intention, Satisfaction (Anjali, 2019).

Output variables - refers to the result of the purchasing decision that the individual reacts
toward the input variables. The components are Attention, Brand comprehension, Attitude,

Intention, Purchase behaviour (Anjali, 2019).

External variables - refers to factors that influence the individual to purchase a brand of their

preference. It could be the importance of purchase, personality, social class, culture and more

(Anjali, 2019).

Hypothesis

This study chose parts of components of theories mentioned above to create a

conceptual framework. Which are:  6Ps of digital marketing and Howard-Sheth Model of Buying

Behaviour. However, the hypothesis of this thesis is listed below:

Research Methodology

Population

This thesis aims to study the comparison of two regions of Thailand. Firstly,
Bangkok represents the middle region. Secondly, Nakhon-Ratchasima represents the North-
eastern region. This paper will be focusing on Generation Y’s acceptance and intention to use

the Shopee application.
Population will be separated into 2 parts:

1. Generation Y in Bangkok (Middle part of Thailand) and the population are
the people who actually use the Shopee application.
2. Generation Y in Nakhon-Ratchasima (North-Eastern part of Thailand)

the population are the people who actually use the Shopee application

Sampling method

In Case study 1 (C1) in Bangkok, The Middle part of Thailand. And Case study 2 (C2) in
Nakhon-Ratchasima, The North-Eastern part of Thailand. Both research tools will be an online
questionnaire, this thesis will be randomly taking the sample of the population that used
Shopee application in parts of Thailand. Using W.G. Cochran (Kongkaem, 2016). The calculation

will apply a confidence level of 95% and a significance level of 0.5.

Data Gathering

The tool used is Online questionnaire for this thesis. Online questionnaire will be sent
out to 800 participants in total. This will include 400 participants from Bangkok, representing the
Middle region of Thailand, and 400 participants from Nakhon-Ratchasima, representing the
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North-Eastern region of Thailand. The survey will be distributed online. Primary data collected

using Purposive Sampling will be employed to select participants who have used the Shopee

application.

Analysis of Data

After the survey was collected, the analysis will be using SPSS software to analyse the
data. With a confidence level of 0.05 or 95%, In order to do a hypothesis testing. First, the
analysis will be using A descriptive statistical analysis Which is the basis to analyse mean
value and standard deviation (Kunalittipon, 2015). The mean value will be analysed according to
the Likert scale. Second, Analysing the factors affecting the customers’ intention to use the
application. Will be using the Multiple Regression Analysis (MRA) method. However, this thesis

will be using Multilinear regression to analyse the variable.

Validity of Hypothesis

The method used was “Enter Multiple Regression” using a significance level of 0.05 or
95%. Where P-value must be less than or equal 0.05 to show the significant value of Hypothesis

testing.

Results

Descriptive statistics result

The online survey collected approximately 800 participants. After checking the
validity, there were 770 surveys that can be used to analyse. And it can be separated into
2 parts of locations which were 385 participants from Bangkok. And 385 participants from
Nakhon-Ratchasima. For the better understanding of the data below, the participants in case
study 1, Bangkok will be represented by Cl. And participants in case study 2, Nakhon-
Ratchasima will be represented by C2. The study of the participants in C1, Bangkok. The majority
of the study shows there were 233 female participants with a percentage of 60.5%. Also, 326
participants were 21-30 years old. They have an education level of bachelor’s degree for 335
participants with an income level of 20,001-30,000 baht for 55.3%. 227 participants are
employees of a private company. 76.6% of the participants use the Shopee application more
than 8 times. And they mostly purchased household items for 39%. With a payment method of
credit cards for 63.6%. As 262 participants spend about 501-1,000 baht per one time use.
Additionally, The study of participants in C2, Nakhon-Ratchasima. The majority of the study
shows there were 246 female participants with a percentage of 63.9%. Also, 182 participants
were 21-30 years old. They have an education level of bachelor’s degree for 211 participants
with an income level of less than 10,000 baht for 40%. 149 participants are students. 39% of the
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participants use the Shopee application more than 8 times. And they mostly purchased fashion
items for 42.9%. With a payment method of bank transfer for 26%. As 187 participants spend

about less than 500 baht per one time use.

Enter Multiple Regression result

The analysis of hypothesis testing using “Enter Multiple Regression” towards the
intention to use the Shopee application and 6Ps digital marketing. The ideal P-value must be
less than 0.05, in order to be significant toward variables. The P-value indicates the analysis of
the C1. The analysis indicated that there are 2 components of 6Ps online marketing that affect
positively on the intention to use the Shopee application are Promotion (X4) and Privacy (X6). It

shows that the hypothesis is valid.

On the other hand, The Enter regression of C2. The p-value of the analysis
indicated that there are 2 components that influence that intention to use the Shopee

application, which are Promotion (X4) and Products (X1). It shows that the hypothesis is valid.

Conclusion

Impact of 6Ps online marketing

The analysis of 6Ps online marketing for the participants in Bangkok (C1) and
Nakhon-Ratchasima (C2). The accepted component of the 6Ps online marketing in C1 was
“Promotion” and “Privacy”. Due to the availability of offline stores in Bangkok, it allowed the
participants to go to the store and purchase the item. The reason why they would have
intention to purchase from online stores is discounts that would benefit the participants more.
As it could show why Promotion affects their intention to use the Shopee application. As
shown in an online survey, it shows that the majority of the participants in Bangkok use credit
cards as a payment method. That is the reason why the participants accept Privacy

components, as they are aware that their personal data is secured in the Shopee application.

Also, there are 2 components that the participants accepted in C2 which are
“Products” and “Place”. The impact of the Product component. Due to a good quality and
variety of categories of product offered in the Shopee application, and the unavailable of the
local store. It influences the participant's intention to use the Shopee application. Also, the
impact of the Place component. Brand loyalty is the reason why it influences the participants’
intention to use the Shopee application. As the participants would think of the Shopee

application whenever they would like to purchase anything. That could be the reason why they

have an intention to use the Shopee application.
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Impact of Customers’ Behaviour

The analysis of customers’ behaviour for the participants in participants in
Bangkok (C1) and Nakhon-Ratchasima (C2). The accepted component of the Customers’
behaviour component in Cl was “Attitude”, “Subject to norm”, “Confidence” and
“Perception”. The Attitude component influences their intention to use the Shopee application,
as the participants agree that the Shopee application is better than other platforms and it
benefits the participants. Also, the Subject to norm component affects their intention to use the
Shopee application by having people around them use the Shopee application. As their society
would influence each other to use the same shopping application. Additionally, the Confidence
component affects the participants' intention to use the Shopee application by feeling confident
that the Shopee application is not a fraud. Lastly, the Perception component affects their

intention to use the Shopee application by being satisfied with the Shoppe application.

Also, the accepted components of Customers’ behavior of the participants in
C2 are “Confidence” and “Perception”. Overall, the participants agree with the components.
The accepted component was Confidence and Perception. The same reason would be the
same as the participants in Bangkok. As these components were the same way the participant in
both locations accepted.

To compare the factors that influence the intention to use the Shopee
application in Bangkok and Nakhon-Ratchasima. As study showed, the components that both
locations accepted were Confidence and Perception. Also, the both rejected components of the

2 locations were Price, Personalization and Perceived behavioural control.

Comparison of the customers’ behavior in Bangkok (C1) and Nakhon-
Ratchasima (C2)

In 6Ps online marketing, none of the components were both accepted by the
participants in C1 and C2. However, there are both rejected components by the participants in
Cl and C2. First, the participants in Bangkok rejected the “Product” components, but
the participants in Nakhon-Ratchasima accepted the “Product” components. For the instant,
this might happen due to the availability of offline stores in Bangkok. As it is easier for the
participants to go to the store to purchase items, rather than ordering it online. However,
the “Product” does not affect their intention to use the Shopee application. Second, both of
the participants both rejected the “Price” component. This could show that no matter how
much the price is, if ordering online is more convenient than it does not affect their intention to
use the Shopee application. Third, the participants in Nakhon-Ratchasima accepted the “Place”
components, but the participants in Bangkok rejected the “Place” components. As the
availability of offline stores and other platforms, the “Place” component might not affect their
intention to use the Shopee application. Hence, Nakhon-Ratchasima has lesser availability to
purchase items offline. That could be the reason why the “Place” component was accepted by

the participants in Nakhon-Ratchasima. Fourth, the participants in Bangkok accepted the
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“Promotion” components, but the participants in Nakhon-Ratchasima rejected the “Promotion”
components. It indicated that when there are discounts or promotions, the participants in
Bangkok will have an intention to use the Shopee application. But it does not affect the
participants in Nakhon-Ratchasima. It might happen due to the regularity of purchasing non
promotions items, that is why “Promotion” does not affect their intention to use the
application. Fifth, both of the participants both rejected the “Personalization” component. As it
is a strategy that people might not pay attention to, or it might not be personalised enough for
them to like it. That is why it does not affect their intention to use the Shopee application.
Lastly, the participants in Bangkok accepted the “Privacy” components, but the participants in
Nakhon-Ratchasima rejected the “Privacy” components. As mentioned in the personal
information of the participants. The majority of the participants in Bangkok use Credit cards.
Hence, the participants trust the Shopee application that their credit card data is secured. And it
might affect their intention to use the Shopee application. Meanwhile the majority of
participants in Nakhon-Ratchasima use Bank transfer. Thus, it might not affect their intention to
use the Shopee application. Furthermore, according to (Sriviphat & Panthong, 2023). it shows
that the “Privacy” component affected positively on the purchasing decision in the Shopee

application.

In the customer behaviour component, there are Confidence and Perception
components that were both accepted by the participants. Also, The Perceived behavioural
components were both rejected by the participants. First, the participants in Bangkok accepted
the “Attitude” components, but the participants in Nakhon-Ratchasima rejected the “Attitude”
components. The participants in Bangkok might think that the Shopee application is better than
other platforms and it is more beneficial to them, that is why “Attitude” components affect
their intention to use the Shopee application. However, the participants in Nakhon-Ratchasima
may think otherwise. Second, the participants in Bangkok accepted the “Subject to norm”
components, but the participants in Nakhon-Ratchasima rejected the “Subject to norm”
components. It could show that many of the people surrounding the participants use the
Shopee application. That is why it affected their intention to use the Shopee application.
However, The participants in Nakhon-Ratchasima might not be subjective to the norm, that is
why it does not affect their intention to use the Shopee application. Third, both of the locations
rejected the “Perceived behavioural control” component. Even though having time, resources
and willingly to purchase items. It might not affect their intention to use the Shopee application.
Fourth, both of the participants accepted the “Confidence” component. It shows that the
participants are confident that, if they use the Shopee application they will not get scammed.
And they have faith and trust in the Shopee application, which makes them want to use
the application. Lastly, “Perception” component was a satisfaction rate questionnaire. Hence,
the majority of the participants “Agree” with the components. Which indicates “Satisfied” on
the operation of the Shopee application. To clarify, it shows the participants were satisfied with
the payment method and overall purchasing process of the Shopee application. That is why

they are willing to use the Shopee application.
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However, the component that both locations rejected are “Price”, “Personalization”
and “Perceived behavioral control”. Even though the x value was high, it does not affect their
intention to use the Shopee application. However, it could conclude that even the Shopee
application offers a better price, offered better marketing of personalisation and the participants
satisfied with the application. It does not mean that it will increase their intention to use the

application.

Recommendation

1. Implication of the study

The recommendation is for the market researchers, The Shopee’s marketers
and business owner who want to join the Shopee application. All of the 6Ps online marketing
factors and Customers’ behaviour components could benefit the Shopee application company
and the seller in the application by making use of other factors to the fullest. As the studies are
separated into 2 locations. All the rejected and accepted components should be taken to study
further to improve their customer and marketing analysis. As the components could help the
company to provide services according to customers satisfaction and preferences. For example,
The Shoppe application could improve their online marketing on the Products, Price, Place,
Personalisation and Perceived behavioural components in Bangkok. And they could improve
their online marketing on Price, Promotion, Personalisation, Privacy, Attitude, Subject to norm
and Perceived behavioural components in Nakhon-Ratchasima. Hence, the rejected component
could be improved more in order to satisfy their customers.

2. Recommendation for further study
The researchers could use this study information to increase the intention to
use the application. In order to make the people feel like shopping via the Shopee application

instead of other platforms.
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ABSTRACT

This experimental research aimed to: 1) compare learning achievement before
and after learning through learning together technique of cooperative learning, 2) compare
learning achievement after learning through learning together technique of cooperative learning
with the criterion set at 70 percent and 3) assess the student’s satisfaction on learning together
technique of cooperative learning .

The results revealed that 1) after using the Learning together technique
of cooperative learning, the Learning Achievement ability after learning through Learning
together technique of cooperative learning (M=22.63, SD=3.85) than before (M=17.05, SD=3.62 ,)
at statistically significant level of .01( t = 10.636, p < .01); 2) the learning achievement was higher
than the determined criterion of 70% at a significance level of .01 (M=22.63, SD=3.85, t = 2.321,
p< .01); and 3) the students’ satisfaction after learning through Learning together technique of
cooperative learning was at a higher level. (M=4.22, SD=0.75 ,).

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Significance of the problems

The Moral and Rule of Law Curriculum Standards for Compulsory Education
(2022 Edition) highlights the need to emphasize students’ active roles in learning by encouraging
independent and cooperative inquiry. This pedagogical orientation supports the shift away from
traditional, teacher-centered models, a shift that has been increasingly evident since the launch
of China’s basic education curriculum reforms. National policy documents reinforce this
direction. The State Council's Decision on the Reform and Development of Basic Education
(China, 200 1) affirms that cooperative learning fosters mutual exchange and growth among
students and teachers. Later, in 2019, the CPC Central Committee and the State Council issued
recommendations to deepen educational reform through integrated subject teaching and the
promotion of research-based, project-based, and cooperative learning approaches (China, 2019).
In response to these reforms, cooperative learning has been widely applied in junior high school
Morality and Rule of Law classes. It addresses the need for students to acquire not only
textbook knowledge but also critical life skills, including collaboration, problem-solving, and
social responsibility. The once-common resistance from students toward group learning has
significantly diminished. Thus, the integration of cooperative learning into the classroom
represents a practical and vivid realization of national curriculum reform and societal
expectations.

Cooperative learning, defined as an instructional method in which teachers
organize students into small groups that work together to support one another’s academic
growth (Slavin, 2011), has been widely recognized for its positive effects on academic
achievement and social skills development (Johnson & Johnson, 2009; Slavin, 2014). In the
context of the Morality and the Rule of Law course, cooperative learning not only enhances
students’ academic engagement but also fosters critical moral reasoning, social attitudes, and
values formation, which are essential for students’ holistic development (Dong, 2023; Abedin,
2019).

However, despite these recognized benefits, there is a notable gap in empirical
research examining the specific effects of cooperative learning on moral education outcomes
within junior high schools in China. Wang (2020) highlights the lack of in-depth studies focused
on this educational context, and Chen et al. (2021) emphasize the scarcity of clear evidence
regarding the application of cooperative learning strategies in moral and social education.
Addressing this research gap is crucial for informing teaching practices that better cultivate
students’” moral competence and classroom engagement.

Therefore, this study aims to investigate the effects of cooperative learning,
specifically through the Learning Together technique, on the academic achievement and moral
development of seventh-grade students in the Morality and the Rule of Law course at Chuangyi
School. By doing so, the study seeks to provide empirical insights into how cooperative learning

can be effectively integrated into moral education to enhance student outcomes.
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Research questions

The research questions were as follows:

1. How is learning achievement of students before and after learning through
learning together technique of cooperative learning ?

2. How is learning achievement of students after learning through learning together
technique of cooperative learning comparing with determined criterion of 70 percent?

3. What is the student’s satisfaction toward learning together technique of

cooperative learning after learning through learning together technique of cooperative learning ?

Research objectives

1. To compare learning achievement before and after learning through learning
together technique of cooperative learning.

2. To compare learning achievement after learning through learning together
technique of cooperative learing with the criterion set at 70 percent.

Research findings
This study employed a one-group pretest-posttest experimental design with the
following objectives to:
1) compare learning achievement before and after learning through learning
together technique of cooperative learning.
2) compare learning achievement after learning through with the criterion set at
70 percent. and
3) assess the student’s satisfaction on learning together technique of
cooperative learning .
The population in this study is 60 students(2classrooms) in Grade7 from Zhengzhou
City Henan Province. The sample of this study was 30 students in Grade 7(1classroom) from
Chuangyi School in Zhengzhou City , which was derived by using cluster random sampling
method.
The research instruments were as follows:
1) The appropriateness of the lesson plans were based on learning together
technique of cooperative learning at very high level (M=4.52, SD= 0.5),
2) multiple choice for learning achievement with a difficulty (p=0.33-0.77),
discrimination (r=0.2-0.67)and reliability of .79, and
3) a student satisfaction questionnaire with a reliability of 0.72.
The statistics used to analyze data were mean, standard deviation, t-test for

dependent samples and t-test for one sample.
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The study results are as follows:
1. The result of comparing learning achievement before and after learning

through learning together technique of cooperative learning.

As presented in Table 1, the mean scores of pretest of students’ learning
achievement was 17.03 (SD = 3.62) and post test of students’ learning achievement was
22.63(SD =3.85). The result of this table showed that after learning through Learning together
technique of cooperative learning, post test scores of students’ learning achievement was higher
than pretest scores at .01 level of statistical significance (f =10.636,p < .01). The average
scores of the study developed increasingly higher than pretest.

2. The result of comparing the mean score of learning achievement of students
after learning through Learning together technique of cooperative learning with the determined

criterion set at 70 percent of full scores.

As presented in Table 2, the mean scores of the students’ learnin g
achievement after learning through Learning together technique of cooperative learning was
22.63 from a full marks of 30 and the SD was3.85. Which was statistically higher than the
criterion of 70% at .05 level of statistical significance (t20=2.321,p< .01).

It can be seen that the learning achievement of the students who learning

through Learning together technique of cooperative learning are higher than 70%.

As shown in table 3, the overall results of the high level by students are high level
with (M=4.22, SD = 0.75). Thus, it was concluded that, students’ satisfaction of the students after
receiving High level was high level and each item were followed this: Satisfaction of whether the
teaching content of the morality and the rule of law course learning aspect novelty at high level
with (M=4.24, SD=0.74), satisfaction of whether the teaching content of the morality and the
rule of law course instructional strategy is easy to understand were at high level with
(M=4.21, SD=0.78), satisfaction with whether the teaching content of the morality and the rule
of law course teaching efficiency can stimulate were at high level with (M=4.14, SD=0.77) and
satisfaction with whether the teaching content of the morality and the rule of law course has

practical at high level with (M=4.25, SD=0.68).

Discussion

1. The discussion of Students learn through learning together technique of
cooperative learning have higher scores on learning achievement than before.The reason is that
students' interest in learning can be stimulated and their self-efficacy in learning can be

improved in cooperative learning. In addition, cooperative learning also promotes interpersonal
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communication among primary school students through the training and use of interpersonal
communication skills. For example, in the process of cooperative learning training, students are
told how to listen to others, how to properly express their own views, how to debate
appropriately when there is a difference of opinion, how to help each other in the learning
process, how to work together to complete the team leaming tasks. (Chen,2015).The use of
Learning together technique of cooperative learning in the school classroom can maximize the
ability of the students in the class to stop being outside the classroom and actively participate
in the classroom teaching activities, thus making the teacher's "teaching" and the students'
"learning" more effective, and over time the performance of the English course will be
significantly improved. Over time, the performance of the ethics and rule of law course will be
significantly improved. Furthermore, the learning together technique encourages all students to
participate actively in classroom activities, thereby maximizing student engagement and making
both teaching and learning processes more effective. Over time, this approach can significantly
enhance student achievement, not only in language subjects but also in subjects that
emphasize moral reasoning and legal understanding.

These findings are consistent with previous studies. For instance, Slavin (1995)
emphasized that cooperative learning structures like learning together help build academic
achievement by promoting peer support and individual accountability. Similarly, a study by Tran
and Lewis (2012) found that students engaged in cooperative leamning environments scored
significantly higher in academic tests compared to those in traditional learning settings.

2. The discussion of students learn through learing together technique of
cooperative learning have higher scores than 70 percent.This is because through the Learning
Together technique of collaborative learning, students not only gained in knowledge
acquisition, but also developed significant learning strategies, self-efficacy, critical thinking, and
social skills, which together ultimately resulted in scores higher than 70%.Learning together
technique of cooperative learning can not only improve students' interest in learning, motivation
and attitude to learning but also improve students' ability to cooperate, i.e., cooperative goals,
cooperative emotions and cooperative thinking are improved to varying degrees, and the
teaching effect will be improved accordingly (Wang ,2023).Many empirical studies have shown
that cooperative learning is superior to other teaching methods.(Jin,2013).so teachers should pay
more attention to the performance of students in the classroom to improve the awareness of
the study of cooperative learning and continue to teach.

3. The discussion of findings regarding student satisfaction after learning through
the Learning Together technique of cooperative learning revealed that students expressed a
high level of satisfaction. This result supports the notion that cooperative learning fosters
positive emotional and cognitive experiences by organizing students into small groups where
mutual assistance and shared goals enhance the overall learning atmosphere (Shao & Wu, 2021).
The increased satisfaction may be attributed to several key aspects: 1) Enhanced Learning
Experience — Cooperative learning transforms students from passive recipients to active
constructors of knowledge. Through diversified tasks such as group discussions, collaborative

projects, and role-playing, students become more engaged, which enhances their interest and
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overall satisfaction with the learning process. This is consistent with the findings of Gillies (2006),
who noted that students in cooperative settings were more motivated and displayed greater
task engagement and enjoyment in learning. 2)Timely and Effective Feedback - Group-based
learning facilitates frequent and immediate feedback from peers and teachers. This helps
students recognize their progress, correct misunderstandings, and build confidence. Multiple
channels of feedback—peer evaluations, teacher input, and group reflection—provide a
comprehensive view of learning, contributing to a stronger sense of achievement. 3)Enhanced
Social and Emotional Experience — Cooperative learning promotes stronger peer relationships,
empathy, and communication. These interactions contribute to an increase in self-efficacy and
emotional satisfaction, as learners feel supported, valued, and empowered in their learning
communities. Research by Johnson and Johnson (2009) reinforces this, stating that cooperative
learning leads to improved interpersonal relations, which is closely linked to student satisfaction

and classroom harmony.

Recommendation

Recommendation for implication
Based on the findings from the study, the following recommendations are made:
1. Actively promote cooperative learning models:

Research has shown that cooperative learning methods using "learning
together" technology are more effective than traditional teaching methods. Therefore, educators
should actively promote cooperative learning and make it an important part of classroom
teaching.

2. Define the goals and tasks of cooperative learning:

Before implementing cooperative learning, teachers should clarify the goals
and tasks of cooperative learning to ensure that each student is clear about his or her roles and
responsibilities. This helps avoid the formalization of cooperative learning and ensures that
every student can actively participate and gain something.

3. Reasonable grouping to promote interaction:

Grouping is a key part of cooperative learning. Teachers should group
students reasonably according to their abilities, interests and personalities in order to promote
effective interaction and cooperation within the group. At the same time, teachers should
encourage exchanges and collaboration among students to develop their team spirit and
communication skills.

4. Provide necessary guidance and support:

In the process of cooperative learning, teachers should provide the necessary
guidance and support in time to help students solve the problems and difficulties they
encounter. Teachers can learn about students' learning progress and needs through observation,

questioning and feedback, and adjust teaching strategies and methods in time.
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5. Pay attention to individual differences and teach students according to their
abilities:
Each student is a unique individual with different learning styles and needs.
Therefore, in cooperative learning, teachers should pay attention to individual differences, tailor
teaching to the needs of each student, and provide each student with learning resources and
opportunities that are suitable for them. This helps to stimulate students' interest and
motivation in learning and improve their learning results.
6. Emphasize evaluation and feedback:
Evaluation and feedback are an indispensable part of cooperative learning.
Teachers should establish a scientific evaluation system to make a comprehensive and objective
evaluation of students' learning outcomes. At the same time, teachers should give students
timely feedback to help them understand their strengths and weaknesses, and clarify the

direction and methods of improvement.

7. Encourage independent learning and inquiry:

Cooperative learning does not mean total dependence on members of the
group. On the contrary, teachers should encourage students to engage in independent learning
and inquiry to develop their independent thinking and problem-solving skills. This helps
students to better adapt to changes and challenges in their future learning and work.

8. Continuously update teaching concepts and skills:

Educators should continuously keep abreast of the latest developments in
the field of education and update their teaching concepts and skills. By attending training,
reading literature, exchanging seminars and other ways, teachers can continuously improve their
professionalism and teaching ability to provide students with better education services.

To sum up, based on the results of the cooperative learning research on
"Learning together" technology, we can optimize the cooperative learning mode from various
aspects and put forward effective suggestions to improve students' learning effect and
comprehensive quality.
Recommendation for further research
1. Strengthen Theoretical and Empirical Foundations

Future research should deepen the theoretical grounding of the Learning
Together technique by integrating motivation theory, cognitive development theory, and social
interaction theory to better understand how it influences student learning. Large-scale empirical
studies across subjects and age groups are also needed to verify its effectiveness and clarify its
mechanisms for improving academic achievement, cognitive growth, and social skills.

2. Innovate and Diversify Teaching Approaches

Researchers are encouraged to explore innovative applications of the
technique, such as combining it with project-based learning or flipped classrooms, to enhance
its adaptability. Cross-cultural studies are also recommended to assess effectiveness in diverse

educational contexts.
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3. Address Individual Differences and Educational Equity
Future studies should investigate how Learning Together supports learners
with varying cognitive abilities, learning styles, and emotional needs, aiming to create
personalized learning strategies. In addition, research should examine its role in promoting
equity, ensuring all students—including those from disadvantaged backgrounds—have access to
meaningful learning opportunities.
4. Enhance Assessment and Feedback Systems
A comprehensive evaluation framework is needed to assess not only
academic performance but also learning attitudes and social development. Furthermore,
establishing a robust feedback mechanism involving students, teachers, and parents can help
refine implementation and sustain effectiveness.
5. Integrate Technology and Digital Tools
Research should explore the integration of Learning Together with digital
platforms, Al-driven systems, and online collaborative tools, enhancing learning experiences and

enabling data-driven instructional decisions to support personalization and precision in teaching.

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Significance of the problems

Today's society is an era of knowledge explosion, and the requirements of the
society for talents are getting higher and higher. The thinking and creative ability, language ability
and social communication ability cultivated by traditional education are still essential. In order
to succeed in today's world of innovation and change, it is very important to have new
capabilities such as definition and solve problems. (Gu Mingyuan, 2016). However, teaching and
learning in elementary education still largely focus on traditional knowledge transmission, which
may not effectively meet the demands for essential 2 1 st-century skills (Hmelo-Silver, 2004;
Savery, 2006). Moreover, scholars have observed that many students lack deep analytical and
problem-solving abilities, which are critical for effective learning and life skills Jonassen, 2011).

Problem-based Learning (PBL) teaching method is characterized by let the
students involve in the real problem situation of learning teaching methods, in higher vocational
teaching is actually "task driven" or "project driven", through such learning, students can put the
theoretical study in school and real life problems, enhance the purpose and practicability of
learning. It is "based on the problem" is generally derived from real life, close to the society,
close to the students 'future jobs, close to the students' real ideas, make students obviously
feel today's learning is for tomorrow's employment, is to adapt to the needs of the rapid take-
off of society, It is far more than students in the classroom and books facing the world image,
much more vivid, much broader, much more profound, and much more practical. PBL teaching
method emphasizes the ability to solve practical problems, and emphasizes the close
combination of theory and practice. In the teaching process, students can solve practical
problems by searching information and collecting information, so as to master skills to acquire
corresponding scientific knowledge, so that they can "know how" and then "know why" (Lian,
2013). According to Barrows and Tamblyn (1980), PBL effectively promotes analytical thinking
and problem-solving skills, and numerous studies have demonstrated that it significantly
improves students’ academic achievement, especially in mathematics (Savery, 2006; Strobel &
van Barneveld, 2009). Furthermore, PBL fosters positive attitudes toward learning and enhances
students’ responsibility for their own learning (Lubis et al., 2023; Yulianti et al., 2021; Hasanah &
Asra, 2022).

Nevertheless, although PBL has been widely recognized for linking theory to
real-world problems, there remains a lack of research specifically exploring how PBL develops
critical 21st-century competencies such as problem definition, adaptive thinking, and meaningful
learning motivation. Additionally, the transition from “knowing how” to “knowing why” within
PBL has not been systematically examined. This study aims to fill these gaps by investigating the
effects of PBL on the learning achievement and mathematical problem-solving ability of fourth-
grade students in Sunshine primary school, focusing on the mathematics course to develop
students' mathematics problem-solving ability.
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Research questions/ Research problems (in case of being provided)

1. How is the mathematics problem-solving ability improved through problem-
based learning (PBL) before and after learning?

2. How is the mathematics problem-solving ability of students after learning
through problem-based learning (PBL) comparing with the determined criterion of 70%?

3. How is the student s satisfaction toward problem-based learning (PBL)
after learning through problem-based learning (PBL)?

Research objectives

1. To compare students' mathematics problem-solving ability before and after
learning through problem-based learning.

2. To compare students' mathematics problem-solving ability after learning
through PBL with the determined criterion set at 70%.

3. To assess students' satisfaction after learning problem-based learning.

Research findings

This study employed a one-group pretest-posttest experimental design to
examine the effects of Problem-Based Learning (PBL) on students’ mathematical problem-
solving ability. The objectives of the study were threefold:

1) to compare students' mathematics problem-solving ability before and after
learning through problem-based learning,

2) to compare students' mathematics problem-solving ability after learning
through PBL with the determined criterion set at 70%. and

3) to assess students' satisfaction after learning problem-based learning.

The sample consisted of 30 Grade 4 students selected using cluster random
sampling from among four Grade 4 classrooms at Sunshine Primary School, Zhongyuan District,
Zhengzhou City, Henan Province.

The research instruments were as follows:

1) the lesson plans were evaluated by 5 experts using a five-point scale,
yielding an average score of 4.60 (SD = 0.54), indicating a very high level of appropriateness.

2) the mathematics problem-solving ability test consisted of 30 items. The
content validity was confirmed by five experts. The Item-Objective Congruence (I0C) values for
all items were above 0.50, ranging from 0.60 to 1.00. The test had item difficulty indices ranging
from 0.40 to 0.77, and discrimination indices ranging from 0.20 to 0.40. The reliability of the test,
as calculated by the Kuder-Richardson Formula 20 (KR-20), was 0.71.

3) a student satisfaction questionnaire was developed, and its reliability, as
measured by Cronbach's alpha coefficient, was 0.73.

Data were analyzed using both descriptive and inferential statistics. The mean
and standard deviation were used to describe students’ mathematics problem-solving scores. A
dependent-samples t-test was conducted to compare students’ ability before and after the
implementation of problem-based learning. A one-sample t-test was employed to examine
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whether students’ post-test scores met the predetermined criterion of 70%. Student satisfaction
was analyzed using descriptive statistics.

The study results are as follows:
1) The result of comparing students’ mathematics problem-solving ability
before and after learning through problem-based learning , as shown below.

As presented in Tablel, the mean scores of pretest of students’ mathematics
problem-solving ability was 15.4 (SD=1.59) and posttest of students’ mathematics problem-
solving ability was 22.07, (SD=1.38).

Moreover, it aimed to examine the mean score of before-and-after using PBL
method to enhance mathematics problem-solving ability. The result of this table showed that
after learning through PBL method in the classroom, posttest scores of students’” mathematics
problem-solving ability was higher than pretest scores at .05 level of statistical significance (tz =
25.25, p < .01). The average scores of the study developed increasingly higher than pretest.

2.The result of comparing students' mathematics problem-solving ability after
learning through PBL with the determined criterion set at 70%.

As presented in Table 2, the students' mathematics problem-solving ability
after learning through PBL (M=22.0 and SD=1.38) was higher than the criterion set at 70 percent.
(Criteria score = 21) with the statistical significance of .05 level (tzy =4.37, p < .001).

3. The results of assessing students' satisfaction after learning problem-based
learning. The below table showed descriptive statistics .This table aimed to answer the research
objective about whether using PBL method was able to enhance students’ satisfaction.

As shown in table 3, the overall the results of students’ satisfaction after
learning through PBL method was at high level (M=4.02, SD = 0.72), and the results with each
aspects were shown as follows:

Learning aspect by the total 1 results were at high level with (M= 3.93, SD =
0.73), and each item were followed this: Interactions in the classroom include changes in
communication between classmates or teachers and students at very high level (M=3.77
SD.=0.73), PBL self-study link, you can take the initiative to complete the tasks assigned by the
teacher were at very high level with (M=3.93 SD=0.74) and In PBL teaching, you can participate
in the group discussions were at very high level with (M=4.10 SD.=0.71).

Instructional strategy by the results were at high level with ( M= 3.99, SD =
0.83), and each item were followed this: You completed the pre-class study task list on time at
very high level (M=3.97 SD=0.89), You interact and communicate in class to enhance your ability
of independent exploration and learning were at very high level with (M=3.93 SD=0.78),You work
with groups to learn in class to arouse enthusiasm and participation were at very high level with
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(M=4.10 SD=0.84), Teachers give personalized guidance to students were at very high level with
(M=4.00 SD=0.79) and Teachers' collective guidance strategy for existing problems were at very
high level with (M=3.93 SD=0.83).

Teaching media aspect by the results were high level with ( M= 4.05, SD = 0.74),
and each item were followed this: Compared with the traditional classroom, | like PBL teaching
method at very high level (M=4.10 SD=0.80), You believe that you have mastered the content of
the course activities provided to you by the teacher were at very high level with (M=3.97
SD=0.67), and With PBL teaching, you can actively answer the teacher's questions were at very
high level with (M=4.07 SD=0.74).

Assessment aspect by the results were at high level with ( M= 4.10, SD = 0.79),
and each item were followed this: The degree to which you think you have completed the
learning task of the pre-class video at very high level (M=4.10 SD=0.76), In the flipped class, you
can feel a deeper understanding of the knowledge points through the teacher's solution of the
pre-class problems, the systematic teaching of the knowledge, and the discussion of the
problems between the students were at very high level with (M=4.23 SD=0.77), You think using
PBL teaching will improve your grades were at very high level with (M=3.97 S$D=0.85), and You
feel that PBL teaching will deepen your understanding of what you are learning were at very
high level with (M=4.13 SD=0.87).

Discussion

Objective 1: To compare students' mathematics problem-solving ability before
and after learning through problem-based learning.

The findings revealed that students’ mathematics problem-solving ability
significantly improved after participating in the problem-based learning (PBL) activities.
This improvement reflects the strength of the PBL approach in fostering independent thinking,
active engagement, and critical analysis. As Lian (2013) asserted, PBL encourages students to
explore real-life problems, formulate hypotheses, search for relevant information, and derive
logical conclusions through reflective thinking. The nature of this student-centered learning
process enables learners to construct knowledge through authentic experiences, thereby
enhancing deeper understanding and self-directed learning.

This result is in agreement with Inchan (2022), who found that students
demonstrated significantly higher academic achievement after receiving instruction through PBL.
These findings affirm that PBL not only increases cognitive engagement but also promotes
problem-solving skills that are essential in mathematics and other disciplines.

Objective 2: To compare students' mathematics problem-solving ability after
learning through PBL with the determined criterion set at 70%.

The study also found that the students' average scores exceeded the 70%
performance benchmark, indicating that the implementation of PBL effectively meets the
intended learning outcomes. This aligns with the findings of Chanfun (2019), who reported that
students attained an average score of 87.49% in mathematics problem-solving tasks after
engaging in PBL-based instruction, significantly higher than the set criterion.The high performance
can be attributed to the motivational impact of PBL, which emphasizes learner autonomy,

critical thinking, and collaborative problem-solving. According to Sun (2014), PBL transforms

traditional didactic instruction into an interactive process where students are encouraged to co-
construct knowledge with teachers and peers. Through guided inquiry and group discussions,
students deepen their understanding and develop meta-cognitive strategies that enhance
academic achievement. Moreover, PBL facilitates the integration of knowledge into practical
contexts, bridging classroom learning with real-world applications.Consistent with this, Yulianti,
Suryani, and Fitriana (2021) conducted a study on junior high school students and found that
students taught using PBL achieved significantly higher scores in mathematical reasoning and
problem-solving ability compared to those taught by traditional methods. Similarly, Lubis,
Simarmata, and Rahman (2023) found that PBL significantly improved students’ learning
outcomes in mathematics and fostered more active participation and confidence in solving real-
world problems.

Objective 3: To assess students' satisfaction after learning through problem-
based learning.

The results also indicated that students reported a high level of satisfaction
with their learning experiences during the PBL process. Students expressed that PBL increased
their interest in mathematics, improved their ability to learn independently, and enhanced their
classroom participation. This finding supports Mierson and Parikh (2000), who emphasized that
real-world, problem-centered learning environments make learning more meaningful and
intrinsically motivating. Additionally, as noted by Mongkut and Seehamongkon (2023), students
engaged in PBL reported high satisfaction levels (M = 4.44), highlighting the benefits of peer
collaboration, student-teacher interaction, and group reflection. In this study, students were
encouraged to prepare before class, engage in group work, actively participate in discussions,
and reflect on their learning. These experiences not only fostered academic growth but also
cultivated teamwork, communication, and emotional intelligence—skills essential for lifelong
learning in the 21st century. Furthermore, the findings are consistent with those of Sereenonchai
and Rattanatumma (2020), who found that Thai undergraduate students showed significantly
higher satisfaction when learning via PBL, especially in areas of engagement and perceived
relevance of content. Similarly, a study by Hasanah and Asra (2022) concluded that secondary
students learning mathematics through PBL reported increased enjoyment and motivation due
to the active and collaborative nature of the approach.

Recommendation
1.1 Meaning of the recommendations

During the three learning phases of PBL, pre-class learning in PBL differs from
traditional classroom learning. Students need to be clearly aware that they need to be
responsible for their own learming outcomes through pre-class self-learning, rather than thinking
that pre-class learning is just a preparation or preview of classroom activities.

1) Teachers need to strengthen the knowledge reserve of PBL method,
strengthen theoretical learning, improve teaching ability, and conscientiously complete course
preparation carefully, so that teachers can have confidence in teaching.

2) In the teaching, the PBL method takes students as the main body, takes
teachers as the leading body, and completes the teaching organization. Although the teacher is
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the guide, but the teacher can not let the students go, because the teacher guides the students
to learn actively, so the students become the main body of learning.

3) In the practice of PBL method, teachers should guide students to actively
learn the content of this course, and always maintain supervision and guidance, so that students
will not deviate from the theme in the leaming process.

4) The PBL method can effectively improve students' academic performance in
the actual classroom teaching process. Therefore, if conditions permit, the PBL methods should
be prioritized in the classroom.

Before class, the video synchronization course plan and micro-video should be
optimized, and the design should be inspirational and interesting. Because students should use
interesting materials, the video should pay attention to the following aspects: first, select and
produce excellent teaching video is the necessary ability for teachers; second, the micro video
must be concise, vivid voice, humorous language, and better to cooperate with other teachers
to attract the attention of students; third, the video content should be gradual, from shallow to
deep, the overall structure is complete, conducive to students 'systematic learning; fourth, the
question should be appropriate, enlightening to guide students to think, the general setting of
the problem should start from the students' existing experience from shallow to deep.

In the classroom, the three treasures (teaching plans, courseware, teachers) are
essential and should be combined with inquiry activities and knowledge teaching. The success
or failure of achieving the course goal mainly lies in the classroom teaching. The brightest part
of the new model is that students watch videos before class. On the other hand, in the "new
teaching", after students' initial contact with knowledge points, teachers correctly integrate the
problems that students feedback to teachers before class, and solve problems for students
through continuous communication and explanation in the student group, so as to achieve the
purpose of better teaching. Moreover, this teaching model combines the advantages of
traditional teaching and medical teaching, while focusing on knowledge teaching and students'
independent learning. Teaching is completed in the positive interaction between teachers and
students, so that students can master the systematic and complete knowledge in the process of
learning activities. On the basis of ensuring the logic and content integrity of students 'learning
knowledge, students' thinking is more optimized.

After class, we should respect the students' differences and encourage the
students to think. The PBL teaching model provides teachers with more opportunities to
observe and understand the student state of mind in the classroom, and to discover the
individual uniqueness among the students. The new era has new requirements for education,
which requires the current talents to be independent learners, independent thinkers, able to
solve problems independently and have creative thinking. Therefore, the task of teachers is to
help students constantly think and reflect, and strive to meet these standards. In the traditional
classroom teaching process, the PBL teaching method can effectively improve the students'
academic performance. Therefore, if conditions permit, the teaching method of PBL should be
given priority in the classroom.
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1.2 Further research is recommmended

(1) Due to the limited time and energy of the research, the selection range of
subjects is narrow. In order to make the scientific research, different classes, school types,
regional differences and other factors will be taken into account in the future research may
have a certain impact on the research results.

(2) PBL teaching mode requires higher teachers' comprehensive teaching ability
than the traditional mode. In the implementation of this mode of teaching, teachers cannot
really meet the requirements of PBL teaching. Secondly, this model is not a prescriptive model,
which requires teachers to flexibly use this model in the teaching process according to the
specific situation of individual students and the whole class.

(3) Due to many objective reasons, such as my limited reading literature, my
research level and writing ability need to be improved, the research needs to be more thorough
and careful, which will improve the level of scientific research in the future study and work and
make better teaching research.

Although PBL teaching method has been widely used in medical vocational
education and higher education field, its practice in the field of primary education is still quite
poor, decentralized and unsystematic. PBL education is oriented to the future, and the more
important long-term goal should be to cultivate students' sense of responsibility and initiative to
actively manage themselves from an early age. From previous studies, it is not difficult to find
that the transformation of students from a traditional teaching education to a new teaching
mode needs a process. In this process, they need to make both psychological and behavioral
adjustment and transformation, which may cause a series of problems. The reasonable way to
solve this problem is to have the students in their learning career

In the early stage, they can immerse themselves in the appropriate PBL
teaching environment, so that the PBL teaching method will become a part of their learning
experience and lay a solid foundation for adapting to their future life. PBL, of course, teaching
method applied to the beginning of primary education in our country, there are still problems
to be solved, but at the same time we should see a line of teachers are learning from the
advanced experience at home and abroad, to through the teaching mode and teaching
environment constantly enrich and perfect, let the PBL teaching method better into the primary
school teaching practice, play a bigger role.
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
