An Ethnosemantic Analysis of Fish Terms in Khmer
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Abstract

The research article aims to: 1) analyze and categorize the characteristics of
Khmer fish terms, and 2) analyze the semantic domains represented by the use of
modifiers in Khmer fish terms. This research is qualitative. The data was collected from
Khmer Dictionary (2022) and two Khmer books: Fish of the Cambodian Freshwater Bodies
(2019) and Marine Fishes in The Kingdom of Cambodia (2008). The Data analysis was based
on Ottenheimer’s (2006) and Nida’s (1979) concept of ethnosemantics. The results of the
characteristics of Khmer fish terms indicated that there were three groups: 1) single words
2) compound words and 3) words with modifiers. However, the meaning of modifiers can
categorize into six semantic domains: 1) salient characteristics of fish 2) animals, plants,
and humans 3) nature 4) food and objects 5) ore and 6) miscellaneous.

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Abstract

The objective of this study was to determine the characteristics of Thai language
used in communication that constitute illegal speech acts under Thai law. The results
revealed that for successful communication, the language users must have a good
understanding of Thai language and not use it in an illegal manner, that is, in a manner
that devalues or damages the reputation of others. The elements of language use that
constitute illegal speech acts include the sender’s conscious intention to convey his
knowledge and ideas to the receiver through media, and the receiver’s interpretation and
response to the sender. If both parties communicate in an unethical, offensive manner,
it is against both civil and criminal laws. The units of language used in communication
that constitute illegal speech acts include discourse, sentence and phrase, or utterance
and word. These units may have either explicit or implicit meanings. The language user is
deemed to have committed an offense under Civil and Commercial Code or Criminal Code

if the language units they used are consistent with the elements of illegal speech acts.
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Abstract

This study investigates the use of multilingual languages and text styles in
public signs of government and private agencies along the Mekong River bank road in
Nakhon Phanom Municipality, Nakhon Phanom Province. Data were collected through
frameworks of Siwina (2020). A total of 611 public signs were analyzed, comprising 229
government signs (37.48%) and 382 private signs (62.52%). The findings reveal that in
terms of language use, Thai was the most commonly used language, followed by Lao,
Japanese, Chinese, and Vietnamese. In terms of language formats, monolingual signs in
both sectors predominantly used Thai, followed by English, while multilingual signs, most
commonly featuring Thai-English, were prevalent in both sectors. For multilingual text
formats in government signs, direct translations were most frequently used, followed
by partial translations and free writing. In the private sector, partial translations were
most commonly used, followed by free writing and direct translations.The results reflect
the government sector’s emphasis on ethnic diversity in the region, highlighting interactions
with neighboring countries and ethnic Chinese and Vietnamese communities. In contrast,
the private sector focuses on projecting modern and globalized imagery. Both sectors
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consistently prioritize Thai as the national and standard language for communication.
The use of English illustrates adaptation to globalization and modernity. Furthermore,
the diverse translation styles demonstrate efforts to align with local contexts and the need
for direct communication with target audiences.

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Abstract

This research article aims to analyze the content presentation in the ethnic
documentary writings of Boonyong Ketthet, specifically focusing on eight of his works that
explore Tai ethnic groups. The study identifies three major themes in his content construction.
First, in terms of housing, it is found that Tai ethnic communities typically construct large
wooden stilt houses with open upper areas, often situated near water sources to facilitate
agriculture. Second, in terms of belief systems, four core beliefs are presented: belief in
deities, referring to higher beings capable of granting blessings and protection; belief in spirits,
including ancestral spirits who are believed to continue watching over their descendants;
belief in khwan (life essence), regarded as a sacred and vital element of the human spirit;
and belief in karma, influenced by Buddhism, which emphasizes that good deeds yield
good outcomes. Third, in terms of rituals, the Tai ethnic groups perform unique ceremonies
such as khab mot (ritual diagnosis by a shaman), su khwan (soul-calling ceremony), and
traditional wedding rituals. These thematic elements reflect the deep interconnection
between lifestyle, belief, and ritual in Tai ethnic communities.

Abstract

This research article aimed to classify the language used in restaurants and café
signs in Mueang Chanthaburi District and analyze their functions based on Landry and
Bourhis’s concept of linguistic landscape. Data was collected from a total of 677 signs.
The findings revealed that seven languages are used in the district, with Thai being the
most common, followed by English, Japanese, Chinese, French, Korean and Italian.
The primary function of these signs is linguistic information and convey meaning (62.48%),
with a smaller percentage serving a symbolic and design function make up (37.52%).
The study highlights that Mueang Chanthaburi District is a multilingual area, reflecting
its status as a tourist destination with significant historical sites, a gemstone market, and

fruit exports, all vital economic contributors to the province.

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Abstract

This research aimed to develop a Thai language communication teaching model
using selected activities for foreign learners and to compare the learning outcomes
before and after implementing the teaching model. The sample group consisted of
37 second-year Chinese, Korean, and Japanese undergraduate students from the Faculty
of Humanities, Srinakharinwirot University, enrolled in TCF 224 Thai Listening and Speaking
for Communication course in the first semester of academic year 2019. The sample was
selected through purposive sampling. Research instruments included lesson plans and
pre-test/post-test assessments. Data were analyzed using frequency, percentage, mean,
and standard deviation. The research findings were as follows: The developed teaching
model comprised four main stages: 1. Introduction Stage: Reviewing prior knowledge and
stating learning objectives through conversations, videos, and case studies 2. Teaching Stage:
Consisting of three sub-stages - presenting vocabulary and sentence structures, presenting
content, and practicing through selected activities 3. Conclusion Stage: Using discussion
and student-written summaries 4. Assessment Stage: Using post-lesson tests. The eight
selected activities developed integrated listening, speaking, reading, and writing skills. The
activities” implementation appropriateness was rated at a high level (X = 4.18) across all
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aspects including learning objectives, content, activities, teaching materials, and assessment
methods. The comparison of Thai communication skills before and after implementing the
teaching model showed that students’ post-test scores (76.90%) were significantly higher
than pre-test scores (52.55%) at the .01 level. Students achieved a development score of
51.28, indicating a high level of improvement. These results demonstrate that the developed

teaching model effectively enhanced foreign learners’ Thai language communication skills.

This academic article presents the value of the teachings of Lanna women
as appear in the songs of Charan Manopech, who is known as the King of Kham Mueang
Folk Songs. Most of Charan Manopch’s songs talk about the Lanna way of life, however,
there are songs that mention the teachings of women. For example, 10 songs are
given as Sao Chiang Mai, Long Mae Ping, Chao Duang Dokmai, Nang Non, Kham Mae,
Jane Din Jane Fa. The kindness of a northern girl, Sam Poi Luang, Yindee Chao, Dreammer
Reward. These songs are soft, dreamy, melody and has lyrics referring to the teachings
of young women in Lanna society, which are both direct and indirect teachings.
The overall teaching content can be divided to 5 groups: 1) personal conduct, such as love for
the honor and dignity of women, Proud of Lanna 2) Remaining in society, such as
choosing a partner, obeying one’s parents, solving life problems 3) Living as a good wife
4) Love, teaching steadfast love, one love, keeping the truth 5) Traditions, way of life and
beliefs. Propagation of the teachings of Lanna women through beautiful songs caused
the teachings to be disseminated widely and be another form of cultural evidence
that made people in later generations, both in Lanna society and in societies of different
cultures, know that these profound teachings have existed in Lanna society for a long time.
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
