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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to examine Evelyn’s mothering style in the film
Everything Everywhere All at Once (2022) using Diana Baumrind’s Parenting Styles theory,
to analyze the portrayal of Asian mothering in the film. Initially, Evelyn employed a strict,
authoritarian approach with her daughter, Joy, shaped by her traditional Asian cultural
background. As time progressed, Evelyn recognized the emotional pain her daughter
experienced because of her mothering style. This realization led to her transition to
authoritative mothering, characterized by warmth, support, and understanding. The film
portrayed a complex mother-daughter relationship that combined traditional Asian and
American mothering styles.

Key words: Mothering, Authoritarian Mothering, Authoritative Mothering
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1. Introduction

Mothering styles are shaped by cultural norms and values, which influence
both beliefs and behaviors in raising children (Bornstein, 2012). Immigrant parents
often face unique challenges as they balance traditional childcare practices from
their home country with the cultural expectations of their adopted society (Costigan
& Su, 2008). The cultural tension contributes to emotional distance between mothers
and their children, as well as to the struggle of adapting to a new culture while mothers
continue to uphold the values of their traditional heritage.

Mothering styles in Asian and Western cultures are significantly different. Asian
mothering, which is generally characterized by an authoritarian mothering, emphasizes
discipline, strict control, and academic success (Filus, Haslam, & Sumargi, 2020, p. 325).
In contrast, Western mothering tends to emphasize self-expression and independence.
These different mothering styles lead to distinct developmental outcomes. Asian mothering
can promote strong academic success but may also lead to high stress levels in children.
The high expectations of parents and the focus on academic achievement often pressure
children, causing them to struggle to balance their parents’ demands (Yim, 2022). On the
other hand, Western mothering encourages creativity by allowing children more freedom
to express themselves. This style of mothering builds independence and self-confidence,
encouraging children to think differently, but it may lack the structure and guidance needed
for emotional stability and academic achievement.

The clash between these mothering styles can create problems, not only with mothers
but also with child development. Problems often arise when these styles come into conflict
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in multicultural environments, especially within immigrant families. Immigrant mothers
often struggle with integrating their old and new cultures (Tummala-Narra, 2004, p. 167).
Children raised in these households may face emotional and identity conflicts as they try
to balance the expectations of their immigrant parents with the ideals of their Western
environment.

Everything Everywhere All at Once (2022), directed by Daniel Kwan and Daniel
Scheinert, is a film that blends action, sci-fi, comedy, and family drama.

The film tells the story of Evelyn Wang, a Chinese American mother who runs her family
business, a laundromat, with her husband, Waymond. The film explores Evelyn’s compli-
cated relationship with her daughter, Joy, amidst the backdrop of the multiverse.

Evelyn’s relationship with Joy is central to the film’s narrative. At the beginning
of the film, Evelyn is overwhelmed by managing the family business, dealing with tax
problems, and handling strained relationships with her family, particularly with Joy. The
narrative takes a noticeable turn when Evelyn discovers the existence of the multiverse,
where each universe reveals a completely different version of her. In some universes, she is
a famous opera singer, while in others, she is a martial arts master. However, the multiverse
is threatened by a powerful antagonist, Jobu, who is revealed to be an alternate-universe
version of Joy. Jobu embodies Joy’s inner pain and despair, reflecting the consequences
of Evelyn’s controlling mothering. While traveling through the multiverse, Evelyn gains
skills from her alternate selves and ultimately uses these skills not only to stop Jobu but
also to mend her relationship with her daughter.

Everything Everywhere All at Once (2022) is an ideal film for this analysis because
of its widespread popularity and cultural impact. This film achieved both critical and
commercial success. With a worldwide gross of $143.4 million, the film became A24’s
highest-grossing release (Box Office Mojo, 2023). At the 95th Academy Awards, it garnered
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seven wins out of eleven nominations, including Best Picture, Best Actress (Michelle
Yeoh), Best Supporting Actor (Ke Huy Quan), Best Supporting Actress (Jamie Lee Curtis),
Best Director and Best Original Screenplay for Daniel Kwan and Daniel Scheinert, and Best
Editing. Additionally, it won two Golden Globe Awards, five Critics’ Choice Awards (including
Best Picture), a BAFTA Award, and a record four SAG Awards (including Best Ensemble)
(IMDb, 2023). Its box office success and critical acclaim ensure that the film’s portrayal
of mother-daughter dynamics reaches and impacts a broad audience, making it an ideal
subject for this research. By analyzing the mothering styles depicted in the movie, this
analysis aims to provide valuable insights into types of mothering and their effects toward
mother-child relationships.

As this research focuses on mothering styles, the concept of mothering styles will
be used as a tool for analysis. In the academic filed, there are various types mothering
styles, with one of the most famous being Diana Baumrind’s. Diana Baumrind is a renowned
psychologist known for her research on mothering styles. Her mothering style theory serves
as a benchmark for mothering theory to this day. Her studies on mothering are widely cited
and utilized in various research studies (Lang, 2023). For instance, in the 2020 article titled
“The Influence of Parenting Style on the Protagonist’s Behavior in Todd Phillips’ Movie
Joker” by Ratna Aprillia Risgi and Susi Ekalestari, the research used Baumrind’s parenting
styles as a framework to analyze the influence of parenting style on the protagonist’s
behavior in Todd Phillips’ movie Joker (2019). The results indicate that authoritarian and
neglectful parenting styles lead a person to become rebellious, adopting problematic
behavior, and becoming a criminal mastermind, thus being disregarded by society. The most
severe consequence of parenting mistakes is that the protagonist transforms himself into
a psychopath (Risqji & Ekalestari, 2020, p. 14). Another related research regarding parenting
styles is “Authoritarian Parenting Style in Asian Societies: A Cluster-Analytic Investigation”
by Rebecca P. Ang and Dion H. Goh of Nanyang Technological University, Singapore.
The research study examines the impact of authoritarian parenting style on adolescents
in Asian societies through cluster analysis. The results provide further clarification on the
impact of the perceived authoritarian parenting style on adolescent outcomes among Asians
(Ang & Goh, 2006, pp. 131-151).

Therefore, it could be concluded that Diana Baumrind’s parenting theory offers a
profound framework for analyzing the mothering styles portrayed in Everything Everywhere
All at Once (2022). As a result, this research will examine the Asian mothering styles in
Western country through the lens of Diana Baumrind’s mothering theory" , which identifies

' Diana Baumrind’s original theory uses the term “parenting” to include both mothers and fathers, addressing their roles in
raising children. However, this research will focus specifically on the relationship between mothers and their children. To
emphasize this maternal perspective, this research will refer to “Diana Baumrind’s mothering theory” rather than “parenting
theory,” as the analysis centers on the mother-child relationship.
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three primary types of mothering: authoritarian, authoritative, and permissive. However,
this research will focus on two of these types: authoritarian and authoritative mothering,
as they closely align with the mothering portrayed in Everything Everywhere All at Once
(2022). The research will identify the mothering styles evident in Evelyn’s approach,
exploring how each of Evelyn’s mothering choices impact her relationship with her daughter.

This research offers a valuable opportunity to explore how Asian mothering styles
are portrayed in films across different cultures. By focusing specifically on the relationship
between mother and her child, it highlights how each type of mothering style affects the
relationship between mother and child.

2. Objective of the Study

This research aims to examine the mothering styles portrayed in the film Everything
Everywhere All at Once (2022) through the lens of Diana Baumrind’s mothering theory
and to analyze their effects on mother-child relationships.

3. Literature Review

Diana Baumrind’s Theory of Mothering Styles

Diana Baumrind’s theory of mothering styles serves as the primary theoretical
framework for analyzing the portrayal of mothering in Everything Everywhere All at Once
(2022).

This theory provides a lens for examining the different types of mothering depicted
in various scenes throughout the film. This theory was chosen because it allows for the
identification of key mothering characteristics and their impact on the mother-daughter
relationship. While Baumrind’s framework identifies three parenting styles: authoritarian,
authoritative, and permissive, this research focuses on the authoritarian and authoritative
styles, as these are most relevant to the characteristics of mothering portrayed in the film.
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3.1 Authoritarian Mothering

Authoritarian mothering is marked by highly restrictive and demanding pa-
rental behaviors. This style is characterized by high levels of control and maturity expec-
tations but low communication with children. Authoritarian parents limit their children’s
independence and expect them to follow strict rules without questioning (Baumrind, 1966,
p. 890). These parents may impose rigid schedules that children must adhere to, and the
children are not allowed to decide when or what they want to do. Their decisions must
align with their parents’ principles. Even in academics, children may be forced to follow
their parents’ choices, which can impact their academic performance (Echedom, Nwankwo,
& Nwankwo, 2018, pp. 5-6).

Ghosh (2021) explains that the authoritarian mothering style is associated
with a range of negative outcomes for children, including social anxiety, poor academic
performance, low self-esteem, and trauma. Children who view their mothers as over-
protective and uncaring may develop conduct disorders or oppositional defiant disorder
(Ghosh, 2021, p. 38).

While the authoritarian mothering style has different meanings across cul-
tures, it typically carries a negative connotation in Western societies and is associated with
negative outcomes for children. However, in Asian cultures, the authoritarian mothering
style is often described as controlling, restrictive, and hostile, but it may also be seen as a
form of love and care. This mothering style has been linked to both positive and negative
outcomes depending on the cultural context (Ang & Goh, 2006, pp. 136-137).

Diana Baumrind’s mothering theory shares similarities with the Tiger Mothering
concept introduced by Amy Chua, particularly in its authoritarian mothering. Among the
three types of parenting identified by Baumrind, the authoritarian style is similar to Tiger
Mothering, as both emphasize strict rules and high expectations.

In Battle Hymn of the Tiger Mother (2014), Amy Chua, an American law
professor, presented “Tiger Mothering” as a parenting style fiercely focused on discipline
and placing a strong emphasis on academic achievement and obedience. A strict and
authoritarian approach to mothering fosters “excellence” in children (Chua, 2014, p. 36).
She contrasts this with Western parenting, which emphasizes “learning is fun” and less
focus on academic success, arguing that Chinese mothers believe successful mothering is
reflected in their children’s academic achievements (Chua, 2014, p. 5).

The term “Tiger Mother” has origins in 19th-century Western literature,
where it described either a fiercely protective mother or a formidable community leader
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(Kobakhidze, 2023). Chua popularized the term through her memoir, which highlights
similarities between her concept of Tiger Mothering and Diana Baumrind’s authoritarian
mothering style. Both approaches emphasize high expectations and strict rules, where
children are expected to obey without questioning (Chua, 2014, p. 13).

Amy Chua, a Chinese American professor and author, became popular
through her memoir Battle Hymn of the Tiger Mother.

Drawing from her Chinese heritage, Chua used her approach to raising
her daughters in the United States, emphasizing discipline and academic achievement.
She emphasized the distinctions between her strict approach and the flexible parenting
methods common in Western cultures. Despite the controversy, Chua’s memoir remains a
pivotal reference in discussions on parenting styles, particularly in cross-cultural contexts
(Chua, 2014).

There are both pros and cons to tiger mothering. According to Woran
Zhang’s paper, tiger mothering has the potential to negatively impact children’s emotional
well-being because parental expectations can result in feelings of stress among children.
On the other hand, tiger mothering emphasizes high standards and fosters self-discipline
in children. They focus on education and cultivate valuable skills that can lead to future
success and opportunities for children (Zhang, 2023, p. 165). Tiger mothering is closely
aligned with the authoritarian style, characterized by high demands and control without
much warmth or empathy. Unlike authoritative parents, who balance control and warmth,
authoritarian parents enforce strict rules and high expectations (Zhang, 2023, p. 168).

According to Wang (2024), in media, there is a discrepancy between American
perceptions of Asian mothering and reality. The tiger mothering stereotype prevalent in
American media is characterized by strictness and control. Modern Asian parents generally
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do not follow the tiger mothering style and do not see it as conducive to raising successful
children; instead, they employ diverse strategies and beliefs because the concept of
the tiger mom oversimplifies this complexity

Authoritarian mothering is characterized by high levels of control, strict rules,
and low warmth or communication. This style was identified by Diana Baumrind (1966).
In many ways, this concept is closely linked to the concept of “Tiger Mothering” by Amy
Chua. Both styles share an emphasis on high expectations, particularly in academics, and
strictness. While authoritarian mothering has often been associated with negative outcomes
such as anxiety and low self-esteem, in some cultures, the Tiger Mom framework is viewed
as a method to cultivate resilience and discipline in children, depending on cultural values
(Chua, 2014).

3.2 Authoritative Mothering

Unlike authoritarian mothering, which focuses on strict and demanding
discipline, the authoritative mothering style balances nurturing, responsiveness, and warmth
while also setting clear expectations and limits for their children. Authoritative parents
provide support, encourage open communication and explain the reasoning behind rules
(Baumrind, 1966, p. 891). This type of Mothering involves parents who are disciplined and
responsive to the needs and desires of their children. Baumrind’s theory shows that the
authoritative style is firm but still provides space for children to make their own decisions
(Fadlillah & Fauziah, 2022).

Authoritative parents know and understand children’s independence, allow-
ing them to communicate and participate in family decisions, while gradually teaching them
more responsibility for meeting the needs of others in the family. (Echedom, Nwankwo,
& Nwankwo, 2018, pp.5-6). Moreover, this mothering is mainly applied in Europe and
America, being considered the optimal mothering style, it is believed to be universally
applicable for supporting children’s development and academic performance (Febiyanti
& Rachmawati, 2020, p. 94).

Authoritative mothering not only supports their children’s academic success
but also significantly impacts children’s emotional and social development. Children
raised by authoritative mothers tend to express higher levels of self-confidence and self
and social competence (Steinberg, 2001, p. 12). The balance of reasoning and warmth in
this mothering style has been associated with more positive developmental outcomes
in children than negative ones (Paiva, 2008, pp. 192-193). Through the way authoritative
mothers raise their children in an environment with clear boundaries, they help their
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children develop the ability to navigate challenges, form healthy relationships, and
resolve conflicts constructively (Lamborn, Mounts, Steinberg, & Dornbusch, 1991, p. 105).
In addition, these skills received from authoritative mothering are important for navigating
complex social interactions in adulthood. As children raised with authoritative parenting
grow, they often display better conflict resolution skills, stronger decision-making abilities,
and empathize with others (Pinquart & Kauser, 2018).

4. Methodology

This research begins by exploring key information, related concepts, and theories.
The concept of mothering, as categorized by Diana Baumrind, based on her study Effects
of Authoritative Parental Control on Child Behavior published in 1966 which consists
of three styles: authoritarian, authoritative, and permissive, serves as the theoretical
framework for this research. Then, researcher conducts a close textual analysis, focusing
on the portrayal of mothering in the film Everything Everywhere All at Once (2022), and
examines how the different mothering styles are depicted in various contexts. Using
a content analysis approach, the researcher analyzes selected scenes from the film, such as
the laundromat conversation when Joy visits (00:11:03), the New Year’s party preparations
for Gong Gong’s arrival (00:10:21), the final confrontation between Evelyn and Jobu Tupaki
(Joy) (01:45:00), and the moment when Joy tries to leave for the parking lot (02:00:00).
These scenes are examined to categorize types of mothering styles. Finally, based on the
analysis, the researcher presents the findings and draws conclusions that contribute to a
broader understanding of types of mothering in the film.

5. Results and Findings

5.1 Evelyn’s Authoritarian Mothering in Everything Everywhere All at Once
(2022)

In analyzing Evelyn’s authoritarian mothering in the movie Everything Everywhere
All at Once (2022), the focus is on the key characteristics of authoritarian mothering: high
expectations, strict control, and limited warmth or support. These elements are examined
to understand how they shape Evelyn’s relationship with her daughter, Joy.

The first example of authoritarian mothering appears early in the film, in the scene
where Joy visits the laundromat.

Evelyn is busy taking care of their taxes, preparing food, and attending to customers
at the same time. Like other controlling mothers, Evelyn attempts to manage everything
while also telling Joy to hurry because she has so much to complete. Even though Joy
tries to talk to Evelyn about her personal life, including her relationship with her girlfriend,
Becky, and bringing Becky to Gong Gong’s welcome party, Evelyn’s attempts to act busy
and ignore her leave Joy feeling uncomfortable and upset. As Joy tries to express herself,
Evelyn’s dismissive attitude and lack of empathy lead to further alienation. In Everything
Everywhere All at Once (2022), when Joy is about to leave the store, Evelyn tells her,
“Try to eat healthier. You're getting fat” (Kwan & Scheinert, 2022, 00:11:03), making a
direct comment about Joy’s weight. This moment exemplifies authoritarian mothering,
characterized by a high level of control and low warmth. Evelyn imposes her own standards
of beauty on Joy without considering her daughter’s feelings. While Evelyn’s comments
are due to concern for her daughter’s well-being, they are expressed in a critical and
judgmental manner, particularly through the use of the word “fat,” which demonstrates
a lack of emotional support and sensitivity. As a result, Evelyn’s authoritarian mothering
creates emotional distance between her and Joy early in the film, as Evelyn’s care is
delivered without warmth or empathy. Although Evelyn appears to worry about her daughter,
she fails to express her concern in a nurturing or empathetic way, instead allowing Joy to
leave without meaningful acknowledgment of her feelings. This reflects traditional Asian
mothering, where love and care are often present but not openly expressed.

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Joy’s reaction displays the effect of authoritarian mothering. Her face barely shows
any happiness, and she appears to wonder why her mother says things like this. After
hearing Evelyn’s comment, Joy shuts the car door without saying anything, remaining silent
and crying while driving. Her face reflects discomfort, indicating her emotional struggle and
hurt caused by her mother’s words. Earlier, when she arrived at the store, she told Becky
that when Evelyn says something hurtful or acts rudely, it’s best to just ignore it. Although
Joy understands the nature of her mother’s expressions, she feels upset because Evelyn
continues to repeat this behavior. This scene highlights how authoritarian mothering affects
Joy’s emotions and further distances the relationship between her and her mother.

Another example of authoritarian mothering occurs when Evelyn instructs Joy to
lie about her relationship with Becky during the New Year’s party preparations for Gong
Gong’s arrival (Evelyn’s father). Evelyn does not want Gong Gong to know that Becky is Joy’s
girlfriend, saying, “When Gong Gong gets here, you have to tell him Becky is just your good
friend” (Kwan & Scheinert, 2022, 00:10:21). This statement reflects her need to preserve
traditional family values at the cost of Joy’s autonomy. This controlling behavior, where
Evelyn assumes she knows what is best for Joy, excludes her from the decision-making
process. These actions highlight Evelyn’s control over her daughter’s choices and her
inability to connect emotionally, which are central traits of authoritarian mothering.

The falling of the relationship between mother and daughter shows when
Joy disobeys her mother and tries to tell Gong Gong that Becky is her girlfriend (Kwan
& Scheinert, 2022, 00:10:40).

Evelyn immediately interrupts and explains that Becky is Joy’s very best friend.
Although Joy and Becky don’t say much in this situation, they express their feelings through
their glances, which show their frustration. Once again, Evelyn’s authoritarian mothering
leads to a breakdown in the relationship between mother and daughter, as this mothering
style tends to lack effective communication.
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Evelyn’s struggle to balance her traditional beliefs with Joy’s desire for
independence further illustrates the complexities of their relationship. As a first-generation
Chinese immigrant to the United States, Evelyn internalizes traditional cultural values,
such as the belief that same-sex relationships are unacceptable (Kwan & Scheinert, 2022,
00:10:21). Her concemn about Gong Gong’s reaction underscores her desire to maintain
familial harmony and honor her heritage. Evelyn’s failure to ask Joy how she feels about
hiding her relationship demonstrates a lack of autonomy for Joy, reinforcing the one-sided
communication that is characteristic of authoritarian mothering. All in all, Evelyn’s
expectation of obedience without explanation also displays authoritarian mothering, causing
their relationship to grow more distant.

However, the turning point of Everything Everywhere All at Once (2022) occurs
when Evelyn experiences herself in the multiverse (Kwan & Scheinert, 2022, 01:00:00).
During this time, she sees herself in various roles such as an actress, singer, or martial
artist. In the multiverse, Evelyn and Joy are not portrayed as mother and daughter. Their
relationship is ambiguous, but the focus is primarily on Joy or Jobu seeking out Evelyn
and causing destruction for fun. Jobu did not intend to kill or destroy Evelyn in real life;
rather, she seeks revenge on Evelyn. Jobu’s hate toward Evelyn can be seen as the result
of the authoritarian mothering that has strained their relationship. In real life, Joy felt
pressured by her mother and powerless to make her own choices. Evelyn’s backstory
reveals that, like many young women, she once dreamed of having a better life. However,
when her dreams failed, she became determined to ensure that Joy would not face the
same disappointments she had experienced. Therefore, Evelyn adopted authoritarian
mothering, which is centered on securing her child’s success thought strict control and
high expectation. Evelyn’s determination led her to pressure Joy into pursuing the life
she had dreamed of - a life defined by personal achievements (Kwan & Scheinert, 2022,
01:40:00). Evelyn projected her unfulfilled dreams onto Joy, which pressured Joy and
created conflict between them.

However, during Evelyn’s experience with Jobu in the multiverse, she begins to
understand her daughter more deeply, realizing that Joy also has her own dreams.

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As a result, Evelyn begins to embrace empathy and connection, shifting from her
controlling, authoritarian tendencies to a more understanding approach, though she doesn’t
initially recognize that she is changing. This realization marks a significant turning point, as
Evelyn starts to understand Joy on a much deeper level. Her change in mothering style
with be analyzed in the next section.

5.2 Evelyn’s Authoritative Mothering in Everything Everywhere All at Once
(2022)

As the story progressed, Evelyn faced a significant transformation, shifting from
authoritarian to authoritative mothering. This shift is marked by a balance of control
with warmth and understanding, portrayal in Evelyn’s mothering styles near the end of
the film. The final confrontations between Evelyn and Jobu (Joy) showcase examples of
authoritative mothering. These moments occur after a series of chaotic events in the
multiverse, where Evelyn finally acknowledges the emotional pain, her controlling behavior
has inflicted on Joy.

In that scene, Evelyn tells Joy that she doesn’t care about her sexual orientation.
Her words, “I don’t care if you are gay, or whatever you are going through. | just want you
to be happy,” (Kwan & Scheinert, 2022, 01:45:00) signifies a realization of her past strict
expectations and attempts to control Joy’s life. Evelyn understands that her actions have
caused deep emotional pain to Joy, and she wants to offer her unconditional support to
her daughter. This change in mothering styles aligns with Baumrind’s theory of authoritative
mothering. Evelyn’s shift from control to emotional support and love is a clear example
of this parenting style, which emphasizes understanding, warmth, and respect. Evelyn
prioritizes Joy’s happiness and accepts her for who she is, thus demonstrating authoritative
mothering in practice.

However, at first, Joy resists Evelyn’s change. Then, she reacts with surprise and
perhaps shows some hesitation, as she is not accustomed to receiving such warmth and
understanding from her mother. She has carried a lot of pain and frustration due to her
mother’s previous controlling behavior.

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Joy’s past experiences with Evelyn’s controlling behavior have left her hurt and
disillusioned, making it difficult to believe that her mother could genuinely change. This
hesitation is common when children are adapting to a new mothering style, as it involves
a significant shift in expectations and behaviors. Children raised under authoritative mothering
tend to experience positive outcomes, while those raised under authoritarian parenting
often exhibit a mix of both positive and negative outcomes. Consequently, when children
are raised with authoritarian mothering transition to authoritative mothering, they may
initially resist and feel confused due to their past experiences (Lamborn, Mounts, Steinberg,
& Dornbusch, 1991).

Joy reveals that all the pain she has endured led her to create a powerful black
hole, which she calls the “Everything Bagel”. While this black hole has the potential to
destroy anything, it wasn’t created to harm others but to escape the overwhelming pain
she could no longer bear caused by Evelyn’s authoritarian style of mothering.

Earlier, when Joy attempted to discuss her sexuality or relationship, Evelyn would
dismiss her or tell her to speak later, avoiding the topic altogether. This reflects Evelyn’s
earlier authoritarian mothering style, in which strict control was prioritized over open
communication between mother and daughter. In contrast, her transformation into an
authoritative mothering is evident in her acceptance and support of Joy, regardless of her
sexual orientation and her personal life choices. Evelyn no longer tries to control Joy’s
life but expresses a desire for her daughter to be happy and accepted. This change is a
significant moment in their relationship, showing how Evelyn begins to prioritize warmth
and understanding over her previous rigid expectations.

An important scene that further highlights Evelyn’s transformation occurs near
the end of the film. In this scene, Evelyn returns to the present multiverse during a
Chinese New Year party at the laundromat. She has traveled across the multiverse, taking
on different roles and experiencing both success and failure. Through her experiences,
Evelyn gains a deeper understanding of Joy. At the party, she introduces Joy and Becky
to Gong Gong, telling him that they are more than just friends—they are girlfriends. Gong
Gong seems initially surprised but accepts it. Later, as Joy tries to leave for the parking lot,
Evelyn follows her, explaining that her past actions were her way of showing care. (Kwan
& Scheinert, 2022, 02:00:00), she says,

“You are getting fat, and you never call me even though we are on a family plan
and it’s free. You only visit when you need something, and you get a tattoo. | don’t care
if it’s supposed to represent our family, you know | hate tattoos. Out of all the places
I could be, why would | want to be here with you? You are right. It doesn’t make sense.
Maybe it’s like you said, maybe there is something out there, some new discovery that’ll
make us feel like even smaller pieces of shit. Something that explains why, even after seeing
everything and giving up, you still went looking for me through all of this noise. And why,
no matter what, | still want to be here with you. | will always want to be here with you.”

The scene ends with a hug between mother and daughter, a rare moment of
physical and emotional closeness that signifies Evelyn’s growth.

The warmth and affection shared in this moment reflects her transformation
into a more caring and supportive mother. Evelyn’s heartfelt speech shows her shift to
authoritative mothering, characterized by warmth, empathy, and open communication.
This scene contrasts with an earlier conversation, showcasing how Evelyn’s experiences
across the multiverse have led to a profound change in both her view of Joy and herself.
Evelyn no longer hides the truth about Joy’s relationship from Gong Gong; instead,
she faces it and accepts her daughter for who she is. Although Evelyn still comments on
Joy’s weight, it is not intended as criticism but as an expression of her care and regret for
the past pressures she placed on Joy.

In the final scene, Becky, Joy’s girlfriend, drives the family to the tax center, and
they go together as a warm, united family, which they had not experienced in a long time.
This moment illustrates Evelyn’s acceptance of Joy’s relationship with Becky, her support
for Joy’s individuality, and her openness to new ways of thinking, all of which reflect her
transformation into authoritative mothering. This openness, warmth, and balance of high
support with low control reflect the essence of authoritative mothering, marking a significant
shift in Evelyn’s mothering style. This transformation of Evelyn’s mothering strengthened
the mother-daughter relationship, demonstrating the significant impact of mothering styles
on emotional bonds and personal growth.

The findings of this research confirm that authoritarian mothering, as portrayed in
the early behaviors of characters like Evelyn and Eleanor, results in emotional distance and
strained communication between mother and child. This mothering creates an environment
where children feel pressured to meet the mother’s expectations which leads to conflict
and disconnection in the relationship. In contrast, authoritative mothering, characterized
by empathy, open communication, proves to be more effective in supporting both life
achievements and emotional well-being of the child. As the mothering styles in both films
transform into more supportive and understanding, the mother-child relationships begin
to heal. This transformation demonstrates acceptance, and personal growth for mother
and child.
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6. Recommendation

Based on the findings from the analysis of Evelyn’s mothering in Everything
Everywhere All at Once (2022), several recommendations can be made for future researches.
For future research, similar theoretical frameworks, such as Diana Baumrind’s theory, could
be applied to explore the relationship between fathers and their children. Such studies
could offer a more comprehensive understanding of parent-child relationships across
diverse families and culture.

This research has the objective of studying characteristics of cultural identity
formation through the concept of localism in Thai and Lao language textbooks. The
study utilizes eight primary-level textbooks from Thailand and Laos as research data.

Additionally, the study
reveals that the content structure varies based on each country’s socio-political context.
Since language textbooks are state-produced educational materials, they serve as subtle
instruments for disseminating state ideology. This is particularly evident in primary-level
textbooks, which play a crucial role in shaping young learners’ appreciation of cultural
values, fostering a sense of local and national identity.

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Abstract

This article examines the persistence of beliefs and rituals related to Chao Pho
Palat Chang in Nakhon Nayok Province. Data were collected through in-depth interviews with
seven key informants between 2024 and 2025 and field observations during the Chao Pho
Palat Chang shrine merit-making tradition on January 26, 2025, at the Chao Pho Palat Chang
Shrine in Ban Nong Khiam, Nakhon Nayok Province. The study applies the functionalism as
an analytical framework. The findings reveal that Chao Pho Palat Chang is a revered sacred
entity in Mueang and Ban Na Districts of Nakhon Nayok Province. His story is understood
through a combination of traditional beliefs passed down through generations and narra-
tives constructed by government agencies. Folklore about Chao Pho Palat Chang suggests
that he was a real historical figure, originally from Nakhon Nayok, who served as a district
officer (Palat). He was known for his heroic acts in suppressing bandits in Khao Yai. After
his death, he was venerated as a guardian spirit (Phi Arak), and multiple shrines were built
in his honor for worship, vow-making, and vow-fulfillment rituals. The annual merit-making
ceremony dedicated to Chao Pho Palat Chang takes place on January 26 at Ban Nong Khiam,
Ban Na District, Nakhon Nayok Province. The people of Nakhon Nayok believe that Chao
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Pho Palat Chang is a guardian spirit who protects the community, offers assistance, alle-
viates hardships, and serves as a forest deity. In the present day, the Shrine of Chao Pho
Palat Chang, located within a tourist site in Nakhon Nayok Province, holds the status of a
faith-based tourist attraction, where visitors frequently make and fulfill vows. The contin-
ued existence of Chao Pho Palat Chang in contemporary society serves three key roles:
(1) providing encouragement and fulfilling personal aspirations, (2) acting as a unifying spiritual
center for the local community, and (3) promoting tourism in Nakhon Nayok Province.

Abstract

The research on the development of young storytellers in community of Bueng
Charoen Subdistrict, Ban Kruat District, Buri Ram Province, aimed to collect knowledge of
cultural capital to develop a training course for young storytellers. The sample group used
in the study was 30 students in the Sai Tri Phatthana 3 and Sai Tri Phatthana 7 communities,
selected by purposive sampling. The instruments used to collect data included a cultural
capital interview form, a young storyteller development course, and statistics used for data
analysis included mean, standard deviation, and E1/E2 efficiency. The results of the study
found that Bueng Charoen Subdistrict Municipality, Ban Kruat District, has important tourist
attractions, namely, the Hundred Nest Beehive Tree and the 3,000-Year Prehistoric Museum
at Wat Pa Phra Sabai. The content can be divided into 6 topics: 1) History of the Sai Tri
Phatthana 3 Community, 2) History of the Sai Tri Phatthana 7 Community, 3) History and
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origin of the Hundred Nest Beehive Tree and the Shrine of Grandfather Boonma Hundred
Nests, 4) History of the honey harvesting Tradition, 5) History of the 3,000-Year Prehistoric
Museum at Wat Pa Phra Sabai, and 6) Various antiques displayed in the museum. As for
the development of the young storyteller curriculum, there are 5 learning units, 15 hours
in total, under 10 learning management plans, which have an efficiency of 87.87/91.22.

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Abstract

This paper aims to examine the Naga serpent motifs in Thai Yaoi Fantasy novels
including King of Nagas, Naga’s Loop, and A Serpent’s Love Duel, applying the motifs in
folk literature in this study. The findings show that the motifs of Naga are interelated with
the characterisation of homosexual characters in retelling folktales and beliefs about
the mythical serpents, constributing to the novel creativity. The Naga motifs could be
analysed in 4 categories as follows: 1. Characters of Naga. This can be examined in the
leading masculine and feminine male characters, the villains, and the helpers. 2. Magical
objects. These include motifs of magical weapons, objects, ornaments, and charms.
3. Events. The Naga motifs could be noted in the sexual intercourses between human
beings and Nagas and in the conception of male infants. 4. Settings and places. It was
discovered that the Naga motifs could be explored in the settings of the underworld,
the Himavanta forest, and the human kingdom. Moreover, it can be observed that other
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settings include the existing places and the imagined ones from folk stories and the writer’s
imagination. These Naga motifs —characters, objects, events, settings and places reflect
the integration of folklore and literary creativity. Hence, the study of novels about the
Naga motifs will contribute to the valuable reinterpretation and revitalisation of folktales.

This research aims to study the wisdom of charcoal production in Chompoo Nuea
Village, Noen Maprang District, Phitsanulok Province, and to study the value and utilization
of charcoal production wisdom to increase economic value in Chompoo Nuea Village,
Noen Maprang District, Phitsanulok Province. Field work data collection was conducted
in Chomphu Nuea Subdistrict, Noen Maprang District, using the In-Depth Interview with
community leaders, charcoal burners and charcoal users in the community, Using a structured
interview with a total of 15 experts. The research findings revealed four areas of wisdom
in charcoal production in Chomphu Nuea Village, Noen Maprang District: 1) Wisdom in
selecting a site to build a charcoal kiln 2) Wisdom in selecting wood to burn charcoal
3) Wisdom in building a charcoal kiln and 4) Wisdom in burning charcoal. Part of the value
and utilization of charcoal production wisdom to increase economic value. It was found
that the value and benefits of charcoal production wisdom are in 6 aspects: 1) Lifestyle
value 2) Environmental value 3) Cultural value 4) Public health value 5) Agricultural
value and 6) Economic value. The benefits of the research are to support environmental
conservation in the community, add value to local resources, and enhance the community’s
economic value.

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Abstract

This research article aimed to analyze the linguistic persuasive strategies em-
ployed in online sales by the Facebook fan page “Bebe Fit Routine Shop”. Adopting a
pragmatic approach, the analysis utilizes Searle’s Speech Act Theory, Cialdini’s principles of
persuasion—including scarcity and reciprocity—and other persuasive concepts of Arawan
Pilanthanowat. Data were collected from 210 posts on the Bebe Fit Routine Shop fan
page between August 1, 2021, and July 31, 2022.The findings highlight that the Bebe Fit
Routine Shop fan page employs eight distinct persuasive strategies in its online sales:
1) creating a sense of urgency or scarcity, 2) emphasizing results and outcomes, 3) fostering
trust and accountability, 4) offering special privileges, 5) utilizing emajis, 6) incorporating
colloquial language and slang, 7) minimizing perceived commitment, and 8) urging specific
actions from viewers/audience. These techniques are often combined across multiple
posts to maximize their persuasive impact on customers. This research sheds light on the
importance of selecting and utilizing diverse, contextually appropriate persuasive strategies
for online sales. The findings offer valuable insights for entrepreneurs, marketers, and researchers
interested in online marketing and persuasive communication to influence consumer behavior.

This article aims to study the narrative techniques and the construction of meaning
through storytelling in LADYS’s novel, “Non fa niente.” The study found that the novel
employs a stream of consciousness approach as narrative technique, using a first-person
perspective to convey the story through the voice of the mother character who addresses
her child. This technique serves to explain and organize the narrative through her thoughts
and reflections. As for construction of meaning, the novel portrays a human being in
search of their identities. The desire to express one’s true-self conflicts with expectations
from society and family, leading to a feeling of ‘otherness’ and a struggle to find one’s
own space. The story is narrated as if it were a confession of one’s sins, revealing the
desire to be free from the constraints of one’s assigned gender and socially-defined roles.

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Abstract

This research article aims to study the physical characteristics and content of
ancient legal manuscripts in Phitsanulok province. It is a qualitative study employing
documentary research methodology to examine ancient legal manuscripts. The source
materials comprise 46 manuscripts totaling 2,887 folding-book pages from the Office
of Arts and Culture, Pibulsongkram Rajabhat University. The researcher transliterated
the texts as mentioned earlier into contemporary Thai. The study was found that all
manuscripts were recorded on white Thai book using black ink. Five categories of
documents were identified, with the most complete category comprising 18 manuscripts.
Each page contains 4 to 11 lines of text. Documents recorded in 3 types of compositions:
first, 30 copies recorded in prose; Second, 14 copies recorded in prose and poetry; and
third, 2 copies recorded in poetry. It was recorded in 3 types of letters and languages:
first, 26 copies recorded in Thai letters; second, 19 copies recorded in Thai letters, Thai
language, and Khom letters, Pali language; and third, 1 copy recorded in Thai letters,
Thai language, and Thai letters, Pali language. The oldest ancient legal manuscript from
Phitsanulok province is Ancient Law of Wat Krab Phuang Nuea (3)/0373, dating back to
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1762 (B.E. 2305), during the late Ayutthaya period. The content found 28 matters of the
manuscripts largely resembles that of the Three Seals Law (Kotmai Tra Sam Duang) from
the early Rattanakosin period. Similar sections include the Criminal Code (Phra Aiyakan
Bet Set), Royal Proclamation (Phrarachaprarop), Law on Slavery (Phra Aiyakan Thas), Legal
Principles (Lak Chai), Law on Husband and Wife (Phra Aiyakan Laksana Phua Mia), Law
on Witnesses (Phra Aiyakan Laksana Phayan), Law on Legal Complaints (Phra Aiyakan
Laksana Rapfong), and Law on Inheritance (Phra Aiyakan Laksana Moradok), among others.
This can be suggested that the ancient laws of Phitsanulok province were significantly
influenced by the Three Seals Law. The present study contributes in order to expand
the scope of research on ancient manuscripts in the lower northern region of Thailand.
